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Background

• On December 3, 2019, the City 
Council approved the development of 
the Northwest Wichita Water Facility 
(NWWF). 

• Power for the NWWF site located at 
5300 W. 21st St. N. will be provided 
from Evergy transmission lines 
located approximately one mile west 
of the site. 
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Background

• The Evergy transmission lines carry 
138kV.  To meet the requirements for 
the NWWF, a substation is required 
to step-down the power from 138kV 
to 12kV. 

• A site for the needed Evergy 
substation was identified by Public 
Works. 
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Background

• This site is vacant land located in the 
6800 Block of W. 13th St. N.

• The City Council authorized 
presenting an offer for the site on 
December 17, 2019. 
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Background

6800 Block of W. 13th St. N. 
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Analysis 

• An offer at the appraised value of 
$260,000 was made to the owner.

• The offer was rejected on the basis 
that the owner acquired the property 
in 2008 for $400,000.

• The owner agreed to accept 
$595,000, which equates to the 
previous list price for the site.
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Recommended Action 

• It is recommended that the City 
Council approve the real estate 
agreement, and authorize the 
necessary signatures. 
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
