WPD issues more traffic citations on Kellogg

Wichita Police officers from all four Field Services bureaus issued additional citations to
motorists on Tuesday, July 13. The operation is part of a month-long crackdown on speeders

and aggressive drivers on U.S. 54 in Wichita.

Tuesday, officers issued a total of 72 traffic citations during the six-hour operation. Of that
number, 70 were for speeding and 2 for running a red light. During the operation on West
Kellogg, 52 citations were issued in the vicinity of Kellogg and Tyler Road, 16 in the vicinity of
Kellogg and Mid-Continent Road, and 4 in the vicinity of Kellogg and Maize Road. The highest
speed recorded during the operation was 78 miles per hour. The average speed above the 60

mile-per-hour limit was 71 mph.

So far, a total of 449 traffic citations have been issued during the July operation. The Kellogg

traffic enforcement project will continue through July 31°%.
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
