Background:  On February 6, 2007, the City Council approved a Petition to construct a Sanitary Sewer in Pier 37 Addition.  An attempt to award a construction contract within the budget set by the Petition was not successful.  The developer has submitted a new Petition with an increased budget.  The signature on the new Petition represents 100% of the improvement district.

Analysis: The project will serve a new commercial development located south of 37th St. North, west of Ridge.

Financial Considerations:  The existing Petition totals $183,624 with the total assessed to the improvement district.  The new Petition totals $253,624 with the total assessed to the improvement district.  

Goal Impact:  This project will address the Efficient Infrastructure goal by providing sanitary sewer service to a new commercial development.  

Legal Considerations:  State Statutes provide that a Petition is valid if signed by a majority of resident property owners or owners of a majority of property in the improvement district.

Recommendations/Actions:  It is recommended that the City Council approve the new Petition, adopt the Resolution and authorize the necessary signatures.

Recommendation:  Approve the new Petitions.

Background:   On February 14, 2006, the City Council approved Petitions to construct sanitary sewer projects in Stonebridge Addition.  Based on recent bid prices, it is doubtful that there is sufficient funding in the Petition budgets to award construction contracts.    The developer has submitted new Petitions with increased budgets. The signature on the new Petitions represents 100% of the improvement districts.  

Analysis:   The projects will serve a new residential development located north of 13th Street, west of 159th St. East. A sanitary sewer main will also be built that will serve future development north of Stonebridge Addition.

Financial Considerations:  The existing Petitions total $542,000 with $523,500 assessed to the improvement district and $18,500 paid by the Sanitary Sewer Utility.  The new Petitions total $614,000 with $542,000 assessed to the improvement districts and  $72,000 paid by the Sanitary Sewer Utility.  The Utility share is for the cost of the sewer main that will be built to serve areas outside the improvement district.

Goal Impact:  The projects address the Efficient Infrastructure goal by providing sanitary sewer improvements required for a new residential subdivision.

Legal Considerations:  State Statutes provide that a Petition is valid if signed by a majority of resident property owners or owners of a majority of the property in the improvement district.

Recommendations/Actions:  It is recommended that the City Council approve the new Petitions, adopt the Resolutions and authorize the necessary signatures.

Recommendation: Approve the Petition.

Background:  On March 20, 2001, the City Council approved a Facade Improvement Program designed to provide low-cost loans to enhance the visual aesthetics for buildings along Douglas, between Seneca and Washington, and provide an incentive for businesses to improve their property.  On August 1, 2006, the City Council expanded the program boundaries to include the Downtown Self Supporting Municipal Improvement District and other areas. Up to two facades per building can be improved with 25% of the cost up to $15,000 per facade in the form of a forgivable loan.  Mid-block buildings are limited to $10,000 and one facade. Buildings of four stories or higher are not eligible for the forgivable loan.  The owner of a building located at 208 S. Market has submitted the required Petition.  The signature on the Petition represents 100% of the improvement district.  

The project has received approval of the Design Council and the Design Review Committee of the Historic Preservation Board. 

Analysis: The existing building is a four story office building. The facade project will repair the masonry exterior; and replace windows and doors.  Work on the first phase of facade work began last year in order to meet deadlines for State Tax Credits and a lease agreement with the State of Kansas.  Program guidelines state that work begun prior to City Council approval is not eligible for reimbursement. The current application is for the remaining facade work.

Financial Considerations: The project budget is $271,000 with the total paid by special assessments. Since the building falls under the high-rise category, it is not eligible for a forgivable loan.   

Goal Impact:  This project addresses the Dynamic Core Area goal by facilitating improvements to privately owned buildings in the Downtown area.

Legal Considerations: State Statutes provide the City Council authority to use special assessment funding for the project. 

Recommendation/Action:  It is recommended that the City Council approve the Petition, adopt the Resolution and authorize the necessary signatures.

Recommendation:  Approve the Agreement.

Background:  The City Council approved the water, sanitary sewer, and paving improvements in Prairie Pointe and Prairie Pointe 2nd Additions on July 12, 2005.

Analysis:  The proposed Agreement between the City and Professional Engineering Consultants, P.A. (PEC) pro¬vides for the design of bond financed improvements consisting of water, sanitary sewer, and paving in Pointe Prairie and Prairie Pointe 2nd Additions.  Per Adminis¬trative Regulation 1.10, staff recommends that PEC be hired for this work, as this firm provided the prelimi¬nary engineering services for the platting of the subdivision and can expedite plan preparation.

Financial Considerations:  Payment to PEC will be on a lump sum basis of $58,500 and will be paid by special assessments.

Goal Impact:  This Agreement addresses the Efficient Infrastructure goal by providing the engineering design services needed for the construction of paving improvements in a new subdivision. It also addresses the Economic Vitality and Affordable Living goal by providing public improvements in new developments that are vital to Wichita's continued economic growth.

Legal Considerations:  The Agreement has been approved as to form by the Law Department. 

Recommendation/Action: It is recommended that the City Council approve the Agreement and authorize the necessary signatures.

THIS AGREEMENT, made this ________________ day of _____________________________________, 2007, by and between the CITY OF WICHITA, KANSAS, party of the first part, hereinafter called the “CITY” and PROFESSIONAL ENGINEERING CONSULTANTS, P.A., party of the second part, hereinafter called the “ENGINEER”.

WITNESSETH:  That

WHEREAS, the CITY intends to construct;

WATER DISTRIBUTION SYTEM NO. 448 89974 serving Lots 30 through 37 and 39 through 42, Block 1; Lots 1 through 13, Block 2; Lots 12 through 20, Block 4; Lots l through 4, Block 5, Prairie Pointe Addition; Lot 1, Block 1; Lot 1, Block 2; Prairie Pointe 2nd Addition (north of 37th Street North, west of Maize) (Project No. 448 89974).

LATERAL 3, MAIN 7, NORTHWEST INTERCETPOR SEWER serving Lots 33 through 35 and 40 through 42, Block 1; Lots 1 through 13, Block 2; Lots 13 through 20, Block 4; Lots l through 4, Block 5, Prairie Pointe Addition; Lot 1, Block 1, Prairie Pointe 2nd Addition (north of 37th Street North, west of Maize) (Project No. 468 83809).

RUTGERS from the north line of 37th Street North to the north line of Lot 13, Block 2, HAVENHURST from the east line of Lot 20, Block 4, to the west line of Lot 1, Block 5; RUTGERS COURT (2) adjacent to Lots 30 through 37 and 39 through 42, Block 1, and WATERSIDE from Rutgers to the west line of Lot 29, Block 1, Prairie Pointe Addition; WESTBROOK from north line of Havenhurst to the north line of Lot 1, Block 1, Prairie Pointe 2nd Addition and a sidewalk to be installed along the north side of Waterside from the east line of Lot 12, Block 4, to the east line of Rutgers, the east side of Rutgers, from Waterside to Havenhurst, the south side of Havenhurst adjacent to Lots 17 through 20, Block 4, and the west side of Rutgers from 37th Street North to Waterside (north of 37th Street North, west of Maize) (Project No. 472 84043).

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereto do mutually agree as follows:

I.
SCOPE OF SERVICES

The ENGINEER shall furnish professional services as required for designing improvements in Prairie Pointe & Prairie Pointe 2nd Additions and to perform the PROJECT tasks outlined in Exhibit A.

II.
IN ADDITION, THE ENGINEER AGREES

A.
To provide the various technical and professional services, equipment, material and transportation to perform the tasks as outlined in the SCOPE OF SERVICES (Exhibit A).

B.
To attend meetings with the City and other local, state and federal agencies as necessitated by the SCOPE OF SERVICES.

C.
To make available during regular office hours, all calculations, sketches and drawings such as the CITY may wish to examine periodically during performance of this agreement.

D.
To save and hold CITY harmless against all suits, claims, damages and losses for injuries to persons or property arising from or caused by errors, omissions or negligent acts of ENGINEER, its agents, servants, employees, or subcontractors occurring in the performance of its services under this contract.

E.
To maintain books, documents, papers, accounting records and other evidence pertaining to costs incurred by ENGINEER and, where relevant to method of payment, to make such material available to the CITY.

F.
To comply with all Federal, State and local laws, ordinances and regulations applicable to the work, including Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, and to comply with the CITY’S Affirmative Action Program as set forth in Exhibit “B” which is attached hereto and adopted by reference as though fully set forth herein.

G.
To accept compensation for the work herein described in such amounts and at such periods as provided in Article IV and that such compensation shall be satisfactory and sufficient payment for all work performed, equipment or materials used and services rendered in connection with such work.

H.
To complete the services to be performed by ENGINEER within the time allotted for the PROJECT in accordance with Exhibit A; EXCEPT that the ENGINEER shall not be responsible or held liable for delays occasioned by the actions or inactions of the CITY or other agencies, or for other unavoidable delays beyond control of the ENGINEER.

I.
Covenants and represents to be responsible for the professional and technical accuracies and the coordination of all designs, drawings, specifications, plans and/or other work or material furnished by the ENGINEER under this agreement.  ENGINEER further agrees, covenants and represents, that all designs, drawings, specifications, plans, and other work or material furnished by ENGINEER, its agents, employees and subcontractors, under this agreement, including any additions, alterations or amendments thereof, shall be free from negligent errors or omissions.

J.
ENGINEER shall procure and maintain such insurance as will protect the ENGINEER from damages resulting from the negligent acts of the ENGINEER, its agents, officers, employees and subcontractors in the performance of the professional services rendered under this agreement. Such policy of insurance shall be in an amount not less than $500,000.00 subject to a deductible of $10,000.00.  In addition, a Workman’s Compensation and Employer’s Liability Policy shall be procured and maintained.  This policy shall include an “all state” endorsement.   Said insurance policy shall also cover claims for injury, disease or death of employees arising out of and in the course of their employment, which, for any reason, may not fall within the provisions of the Workman’s Compensation Law.  The liability limit shall be not less than:

Workman’s Compensation – Statutory

Employer’s Liability - $500,000 each occurrence.

Further, a comprehensive general liability policy shall be procured and maintained by the ENGINEER that shall be written in a comprehensive form and shall protect ENGINEER against all claims arising from injuries to persons (other than ENGINEER’S employees) or damage to property of the CITY or others arising out of any negligent act or omission of ENGINEER, its agents, officers, employees or subcontractors in the performance of the professional services under this agreement.  The liability limit shall not be less than $500,000.00 per occurrence for bodily injury, death and property damage.  Satisfactory Certificates of Insurance shall be filed with the CITY prior to the time ENGINEER starts any work under this agreement.  In addition, insurance policies applicable hereto shall contain a provision that provides that the CITY shall be given thirty (30) days written notice by the insurance company before such policy is substantially changed or canceled.

K.
To designate a Project Manager for the coordination of the work that this agreement requires to be performed.  The ENGINEER agrees to advise the CITY, in writing, of the person(s) designated as Project Manager not later than five (5) days following issuance of the notice to proceed on the work required by this agreement.  The ENGINEER shall also advise the CITY of any changes in the person designated Project Manager.  Written notification shall be provided to the CITY for any changes exceeding one week in length of time.

III.
THE CITY AGREES:

A.
To furnish all available data pertaining to the PROJECT now in the CITY’S files at no cost to the ENGINEER.  Confidential materials so furnished will be kept confidential by the ENGINEER.

B.
To provide standards as required for the PROJECT; however, reproduction costs are the responsibility of the ENGINEER, except as specified in Exhibit A.

C.
To pay the ENGINEER for his services in accordance with the requirements of this agreement.

D.
To provide the right-of-entry for ENGINEER’S personnel in performing field surveys and inspections.

E.
To designate a Project Manager for the coordination of the work that this agreement requires to be performed.  The CITY agrees to advise, the ENGINEER, in writing, of the person(s) designated as Project Manager with the issuance of the notice to proceed on the work required by this agreement.  The CITY shall also advise the ENGINEER of any changes in the person(s) designated Project Manager.  Written notification shall be provided to the ENGINEER for any changes exceeding one week in length of time.

F.
To examine all studies, reports, sketches, drawings, specifications, proposals and other documents presented by ENGINEER in a timely fashion.

IV.
PAYMENT PROVISIONS 

A.
Payment to the ENGINEER for the performance of the professional services required by this agreement shall be made on the basis of the lump sum fee amount specified below:

B.
When requested by the CITY, the ENGINEER will enter into a Supplemental Agreement for additional services related to the PROJECT such as, but not limited to:

1.
Consultant or witness for the CITY in any litigation, administrative hearing, or other legal proceedings related to the PROJECT.

2.
Additional design services not covered by the scope of this agreement.

3.
Construction staking, material testing, inspection and administration related to the PROJECT.

4.
A major change in the scope of services for the PROJECT.

If additional work should be necessary, the ENGINEER will be given written notice by the CITY along with a request for an estimate of the increase necessary in the not-to-exceed fee for performance of such additions.  No additional work shall be performed nor shall additional compensation be paid except on the basis of a Supplemental Agreement duly entered into by the parties.

V.
THE PARTIES HERETO MUTUALLY AGREE:

A.
That the right is reserved to the CITY to terminate this agreement at any time, upon written notice, in the event the PROJECT is to be abandoned or indefinitely postponed, or because of the ENGINEER’S inability to proceed with the work.

B.
That the field notes and other pertinent drawings and documents pertaining to the PROJECT shall become the property of the CITY upon completion or termination of the ENGINEER’S services in accordance with this agreement; and there shall be no restriction or limitation on their further use by the CITY.  Provided, however, that CITY shall hold ENGINEER harmless from any and all claims, damages or causes of action which arise out of such further use when such further use is not in connection with the PROJECT.

C.
That the services to be performed by the ENGINEER under the terms of this agreement are personal and cannot be assigned, sublet or transferred without specific consent of the CITY.

D.
In the event of unavoidable delays in the progress of the work contemplated by this agreement, reasonable extensions in the time allotted for the work will be granted by the CITY, provided, however, that the ENGINEER shall request extensions, in writing, giving the reasons therefor.

E.
It is further agreed that this agreement and all contracts entered into under the provisions of this agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto and their successors and assigns.

F.
Neither the CITY’S review, approval or acceptance of, nor payment for, any of the work or services required to be performed by the ENGINEER under this agreement shall be construed to operate as a waiver of any right under this agreement or any cause of action arising out of the performance of this agreement. 

G.
The rights and remedies of the CITY provided for under this agreement are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law.

H.
It is specifically agreed between the parties executing this contract, that it is not intended by any of the provisions of any part of this contract to create the public or any member thereof a third party beneficiary hereunder, or to authorize anyone not a party to this contract to maintain a suit for damages pursuant to the terms or provisions of this contract.

EXHIBIT “A”

SCOPE OF SERVICES

The ENGINEER shall furnish engineering services as required for the development of plans, supplemental specifications and estimates of the quantities of work for the PROJECT in the format and detail required by the City Engineer for the City of Wichita.  Engineering plans shall be prepared in ink on standard 22” x 36” Mylar sheets.

In connection with the services to be provided, the ENGINEER shall:

A.
PHASE I – PLAN DEVELOPMENT

When authorized by the CITY, proceed with development of Plans for the PROJECT based on the preliminary design concepts approved by the CITY.

1.
Field Surveys.  Provide engineering and technical personnel and equipment to obtain survey data as required for the engineering design.  Utility companies shall be requested to flag or otherwise locate their facilities within the PROJECT limits prior to the ENGINEER conducting the field survey for the PROJECT.  Utility information shall be clearly noted and identified on the plans.

2.
Soils and Foundation Investigations.  The CITY’S Engineering Division of the Department of Public Works shall provide subsurface borings and soils investigations for the PROJECT.  However, the CITY may authorize the ENGINEER to direct an approved Testing Laboratory to perform subsurface borings and soils investigations for the PROJECT, which shall be reported in the format and detail required by the City Engineer for the City of Wichita.  The Testing Laboratory shall be responsible for the accuracy and competence of their work.  The ENGINEER’S contract with the Testing Laboratory shall provide that the Testing Laboratory is responsible to the City for the accuracy and competence of their work.  The cost of soils and boring investigations shall be passed directly to the City of Wichita. 

3.
Review Preliminary Design Concepts.  Submit preliminary design concepts for review with the City Engineer or his designated representative prior to progressing to detail aspects of the work unless waived by the City Engineer.

4.
Drainage Study.  Conduct a detailed study to explore alternative design concepts concerning drainage for the PROJECT.  Present the findings in writing identifying recommendations to the CITY, including preliminary cost estimates, prior to development of final check plans.  Such written findings and recommendations must be in a format which is self explanatory and readily understood by persons with average backgrounds for the technology involved.

5.
Prepare engineering plans, plan quantities and supplemental specifications as required.  Engineering plans will include incidental drainage where required and permanent traffic signing.  The PROJECT’S plans and proposed special provisions shall address the requirements included in the City’s Administrative Regulations 78, “Cleanup, Restoration or Replacement Following Construction.”  Also, final plans, field notes and other pertinent project mapping records are to be provided to the CITY via floppy diskettes (3 ½”), CD-ROM, or other media acceptable to the City Engineer.  The files are to be AutoCAD drawing files or DXF/DXB files.  Layering, text fonts, etc. are to be reviewed and approved during the preliminary concept development phase of the design work.  Text fonts other than standard AutoCAD files are to be included with drawing files.  In addition to supplying the electronic files of the AutoCAD drawing files of the final plans, ENGINEER will also need to supply electronic files of the drawings in PDF format.

6.
Prepare right-of-way tract maps and descriptions as required in clearly drawn detail and with sufficient reference to certificate of title descriptions.  ENGINEER will perform all necessary survey work associated with marking the additional right-of-way easements.  This shall include the setting monuments of new corners for any additional right-of-way and a one time marking of the right-of-way for utility relocations.

7.
Identify all potential utility conflicts and provide prints of preliminary plans showing the problem locations to each utility.  ENGINEER shall meet with utility company representatives to review plans and coordinate resolution of utility conflicts prior to PROJECT letting or, if approved by the City Engineer, identify on plans conflicts to be resolved during construction.  Provide to CITY utility status report identifying utility conflicts with dates by which the conflicts will be eliminated with signed utility agreements from each involved utility company.  ENGINEER shall meet with involved utility company/ies and project contractor to resolve any conflicts with utilities that occur during construction that were not identified and coordinated during design.

8.
Deliver the original tracings of the Final approved plans to the CITY for their use in printing plans for prospective bidders.

9.
All applicable coordinate control points and related project staking information shall be furnished on a 3-1/2” diskette in a format agreed upon by the CITY.  When applicable, this coordinate information will be used by the CITY for construction staking purposes.

10.
All shop drawings submitted by the contractor for the PROJECT shall be reviewed and, when acceptable, approved for construction by the ENGINEER for the PROJECT.

11.
The ENGINEER shall meet with effected property owners, along with City staff, at a pre-construction Public Information Meeting, as arranged by the City, to explain project design, including such issues as construction phasing and traffic control.

12.
The Engineer shall complete permanent monumentation of all new R/W, complete and submit all necessary legal documentation for same.

13.
Complete and deliver field notes, plan tracings, specifications and estimates to the CITY within the time allotted for the PROJECTS as stipulated below.

a.
Plan Development for the water improvements by March 15, 2007.

b.
Plan Development for the sewer improvements by March 15, 2007.

(Project No. 468 83809).

c.
Plan Development for the paving improvements by March 15, 2007.

Recommendation: Approve the acquisition.

Background:  On October 18, 2005 the City Council approved the improvement of West Street between Maple and Central.  Existing pavement will be replaced, a center turn lane added, traffic signals will be upgraded and a new storm water sewer will be installed.  The project will require the acquisition of all or part of 36 parcels.  The tracts include residential, retail and commercial properties.  This particular acquisition consists of ten-foot strip of land along West Street.  

Analysis:  The property is improved with a 1,650 square foot, one-story, commercial retail building.  It is necessary to acquire a ten-foot strip of land, a total of 1,600 square feet, along West Street for road purposes.  As a result of the take, some parking will be lost.  The offer based on appraised valued was $22,846, or $11.00 psf on the land.  The new right-of-way line would be right up against the building.  The east door will open onto the right-of-way.  The owner has agreed to accept $26,765, an additional $3,919.  The additional compensation would pay to replace the east door with a window.  The cost to do this is $3,919.  

Financial Considerations:  The funding source for the project is General Obligation Bonds.  A budget of $34,765 is requested.  This includes $26,765 for the acquisition and $8,000 for closing costs and title insurance.

Goal Impact:  The acquisition of this parcel is necessary to ensure efficient infrastructure in the area.

Legal Considerations:  The Law Department has approved the contract as to form.

Staff recommends that the carve out 8.9 acres be acquired as a security buffer for the future Northwest Water Treatment and Pumping Plant.  

Analysis:  County records indicate the site consists of 8.9 acres, or 387,684 square feet.  The owner has agreed to sell the property to the City for $160,000, or $.40 per square foot. Background:  On October 18, 2005, City Council approved a project to improve East 13th Street at Mosley.  The project will provide turn lanes on 13th at Mosley.  The traffic signals will be upgraded to provide left turn signal phases at all four approaches to the intersection.  The project requires partial acquisition of ten tracts.  City staff has not been able to reach an agreement on three parcels, located at 1360 North Mosley, 922 East 13th St. North and 934 East 13th St. North.  The parcels are improved with commercial, retail buildings.  All three are zoned limited commercial.  They are used as an office, an auto dealership and retail warehouse/distribution facility.  

Analysis:   The 1360 North Mosley acquisition requires a corner taking and a narrow strip of land along 13th Street, consisting of a total of  5,055 square feet.  The property is improved with a speciality gas warehouse/retail building.  The six foot chain link fence will need to be relocated as a result of the take.  A temporary construction easement is also required.  The proposed acquisition was appraised at $14,500.  This includes $11,500, or $2.25 per square foot for the land and $3,000 for the fence.  Though the appraiser concluded that the change in use would not change in the after condition, the owner rejected the offer suggesting a full take.  A counter offer has never been provided.  Staff will continue to negotiate with the owner, but due to the lack of a counter offer, it is necessary to initiate eminent domain.  

The acquisition at 922 East 13th Street North requires a corner taking at the intersection to accommodate for an ADA compliant sidewalk and to reset the traffic signal.  The proposed take consists of 276 square feet and the temporary easement consists of 276 square feet.  The property is improved with a 648 square foot office building, 900 square foot storage building and the site is used as a car lot.  The improvements will not be impacted by the project.  The proposed acquisition was appraised at $1,350.  The land itself was appraised at $600, or $2.25 per square foot.  The appraised value includes $750 for the relocation of the fence.  The owner rejected the offer and countered at $1,000,000, or $55 per square foot, to purchase the 18,300 square foot property as a full take.  Staff will continue to negotiate with the owner, but due to the lack of a counter offer, it is necessary to initiate eminent domain.  

The 934 East 13th Street North acquisition requires a corner taking, consisting of 113 square feet, from a vacant portion of the parcel.  A temporary easement is also required along the south boundary line.  The property is improved with an office building.  The improvements will not be impacted as a reuslt of the project.  The proposed acquisition was appraised at $350.  The land itself was appraised at $255, or $2.25 per square foot.  The owner rejected the offer and has not provided a counter offer.  Staff will continue to negotiate with the owner, but due to the lack of a counter offer, it is necessary to initiate eminent domain.  

Financial Considerations:  The cost of this acquisition will be paid for by the City at large. 

Goal Impact:  The acquisition of these parcels is necessary to ensure efficient infrastructure.

Legal Considerations:  The Law Department has approved the resolution and ordinance as to form.  

Recommendation/Action:  Adopt the resolution and approve and place on first reading the ordinance providing for the acquisition by eminent domain of certain real property and directing the City Attorney to file the appropriate proceedings in the District Court to accomplish such acquisition.

Background:  In 2004, the 21st Century Coalition (21CC) applied for funds for a home repair program in the McAdams neighborhood.  City departments of Housing and Community Services and Planning participated in planning for this program; the Sedgwick County Housing Department actually wrote the grant.  There were a number of other community partners, including Capitol Federal Savings and the McAdams Neighborhood Association.

The Federal Home Loan Bank (FHL) of Topeka agreed with this plan and submitted the attached agreement for City signature.

Analysis:  The Housing and Community Services Department has had an interest in this program from the start and would like to see the funds remain in our community.  Administration of the program will not require additional City resources; having access to these funds will enhance our ongoing home repair operations.

Financial Considerations:  Acceptance of this program will not require additional City resources.  The amount remaining form the original grant, is appr. $200,000.

Goal Impact:  Approval of this agreement will provide funds to contribute to the goal of Economic Vitality and Affordable Living.

Legal Considerations:  The City Attorney’s office has reviewed the attached agreement and has approved it as to form.

Recommendation:  Adopt the resolution.    

Background:  The City has received a request from Mark Cox, a local builder/developer, for a City Council resolution of support for his application for Low-Income Housing Tax Credits in connection with the acquisition/rehabilitation of the Biscayne Apartments.  Other partners in the project include Len Marotte and Joe Kramer.  (The State of Kansas requires developers/owners to obtain a Resolution of Support from the local government, when submitting applications for financing through the Low-Income Housing Tax Credit Program.) 

Under the City’s adopted Low-Income Housing Tax Credit (LIHTC) policy, developers/owners must present proposed LIHTC projects to the applicable District Advisory Board.  The policy also requires a review by the Housing Advisory Board (HAB) and the City’s Development Coordinating Committee (DCC).  The Planning Department and the Office of Central Inspection (OCI) review the project for design appropriateness, and consistency with applicable neighborhood plans.  Once the project is reviewed by the DAB, the HAB, DCC, Planning and OCI, it is forwarded to the City Council for a public hearing, with a staff recommendation regarding the resolution of support for the LIHTC application.  

Analysis:  The Biscayne Apartments complex is located at 1422 E. Wassall, and consists of 60 apartment units, including 30 studio apartments and 30 one-bedroom units.  The project was constructed in 1972, and is currently owned by Plaza Properties, LLC.

The proposed project rehabilitation budget (hard costs) is estimated to be $1,559,000, and will include replacement of all plumbing fixtures and repair of the water distribution supply to each unit.  Other items included in the proposed rehabilitation include replacement of cabinets, countertops, sinks, faucets, refrigerators, windows, interior/exterior doors, water heaters, and furnace and air conditioning units.  Renovation will also include painting, replacement of trim, installation of new flooring, and re-tiling of bathtubs.  Exterior renovations include roof replacement, re-paving and re-striping of the parking lot, bumper blocks, signage, landscaping, sidewalks in front of each unit on the lower levels, painting, replacement of balcony railings, installation of a wood fence along the north side of the property, and soffit repair.

The project rents, net of utility allowances, are estimated to be $295 for the studio units and $365 for the one-bedroom units.  Amenities will include free basic cable TV, off-street parking, and an on-site common laundry facility.

The City's Low Income Housing Tax Credit Policy requires a set-aside of 20% of the units (in this case, 12 total units) for market rate tenants.  Mr. Cox is seeking waiver of this requirement.  The tax credit policy allows for a reduction of market rate units if the project is to be occupied by special needs populations, or if there are extenuating circumstances, or if market conditions support a deviation from the guideline.  In this case, Mr. Cox cites inability of the project to meet the guideline, because the project was originally designed to provide affordable living, and will not offer amenities that typically appeal to market-rate tenants, such as a swimming pool, a sport court, in-unit washer/dryer hook-ups, or a clubhouse.

The Department of Housing and Community Services is supportive of the waiver request. 

The Planning department has provided comment on the project, with respect to the design guidelines that are a part of the LIHTC policy.  Compliance with the City’s landscape ordinance will be required because the rehabilitation budget will exceed 50% of the assessed value of the property.  Further, a “compatibility standard” review will be triggered because the property is directly adjacent to sites that are zoned TF-3 (Two Family) and SF-5 (Single-Family).  Screening will be required in the side yards adjacent to the TF-3 and SF-5 sites, and in connection with trash receptacles.  The Office of Central Inspection also reviewed the project, and recommends additional landscaping, over and above requirements of the existing ordinance, and advises that the plans will be reviewed for compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act Accessibility Guidelines (ADAAG), with respect to the number and types of accessible units and paths of travel to those units. 

The DAB reviewed the proposed project during its March 7, 2007 meeting, and voted unanimously (8-0) to recommend adoption of a resolution of support.  The HAB also voted unanimously (6-0) to recommend adoption of a resolution of support, during its February 15, 2007 meeting.

Financial Considerations:  The total project cost is estimated to be $2,871,000.  Equity received from the sale of housing tax credits will be the primary financing component.  The developer also intends to apply for a State HOME loan and a loan from the Federal Home Loan Bank’s Affordable Housing Program.  The developer must also obtain first mortgage financing.  The City will not participate in the financing of the project.

Goal Impact:  The proposed project contributes to the goal of Economic Vitality and Affordable Living.    

Legal Considerations:  In accordance with City Council Resolution No. R-95-479, the developers have notified property owners within 200 feet of the proposed project, in order to allow them the opportunity to provide comment to the City Council regarding the project.  City Council Resolution No. R-95-479 also requires that the City Council hold a public hearing.  Upon closing the public hearing, the Council may vote on a motion to approve the resolution of support for the application of low-income housing tax credits.  The resolution document has been approved as to form by the City Law Department. 

Recommendations/Actions:  It is recommended that the City Council close the public hearing, adopt the resolution of support for the application for Low-Income Housing Tax Credits, with waiver of the 20% market rate unit requirement, subject to all local building and zoning codes, ordinances, design recommendations provided by the Planning Department and the Office of Central Inspection, and any additional design review requirements, and authorize the necessary signatures.

The project design must comply with the City of Wichita’s Low Income Housing Tax Credit Policy design requirements.   The Metropolitan Area Planning Department and the Office of Central Inspection will be required to submit building plans to the applicable City Council member for further review, at the discretion of the City Council member, prior to the issuance of a building permit.

Recommendation:  Approve funding allocations for the City's 2007/2008 HUD Consolidated Plan, authorize preparation of the One-Year Action Plan, and authorize the 30 day public review/comment period.

Background:  On November 14, 2006, the City Council established funding allocation amounts for CDBG, HOME and ESG programs and services to be provided by the City and by external service providers.  Following the Council’s action, City staff issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) and solicited applications for programs and services based on staff’s projections.

The City Council-appointed Grants Review Committee (GRC) held public hearings on January 30 and 31, 2007 to provide an opportunity for the public to address the Committee regarding housing and community development needs (CDBG), HOME and ESG funding.  No comments were received.  The GRC carefully reviewed proposals submitted in response to the CDBG RFP and HOME and ESG applications, in order to develop funding recommendations for the City Council’s consideration.  The Grants Review Committee’s recommendations are summarized in the GRC columns on Attachment 1.  

Analysis:  Congressional appropriations were announced in March, 2007, and reflected increases from staff projections, but decreases from prior year for CDBG and HOME.  There was an increase for ESG.  Following is a summary of the staff original projections and actual allocations:

Community Development Block Grant

1.
Capital/Housing/Economic Development

Recommendations for Capital, Housing and Economic Development projects address needs in the city’s Neighborhood Revitalization Areas.  The Capital Improvement Project line item includes funds traditionally identified for Neighborhood Stabilization.  (See discussion below).  The increase in the Housing Projects category reflects the City’s continued emphasis on addressing neighborhood blight.  The Economic Development project was designated in 2005 to provide a CDBG loan guaranty for the 13th & Grove Grocery Store.


2.  Neighborhood Stabilization

Funds traditionally identified for Neighborhood Stabilization activities, have been placed in the Captial Improvement Projects category, with specific projects to be identified by staff and Councilmembers following budget approval.  The late HUD announcement of funding made it difficult to identify capital projects in time to meet the HUD submission deadline.

3.
Public Services

Based on the November 14, 2006 City Council action, RFP’s were solicited for Women’s Services and Summer Youth Employment Services.  The Grants Review Committee reviewed the proposals received for these services and made recommendations which are listed in Attachment 1.  An RFP was not issued for Youth Recreation/Enrichment Services at that time due to the anticipated fund reduction, however based on the availability of Program Income, Attachment 1 reflects an allocation in this line item.  Following Council approval of the allocation schedule, an RFP will be issued for Youth Recreation and Enrichment.

CHDO Set-Aside Funding


The Grants Review Committee and staff are recommmending funding the following Community Housing Development Organizations (CHDOs) from the CHDO set-aside category:

Mennonite Housing Rehabilitation Services for acquisition and construction of seven homes;

Power CDC for acquisition and construction of three homes; 

•
Wichita Indochinese Center for one home.  

All homes will be built in one of the seven Local Investment Areas and sold to income qualified homebuyers.

2.
HOME Funding

The base allocation for the 2007/2008 HOME program increased from original projections of $1,625,900, to $1,711,267.  Adjustments for the actual HOME allocation are reflected in increases for HOME program administration (to the 10% maximum), the HOME 80 Program for homebuyer subsidies, and in the Housing Development Loan Program for new housing development.

3.
American Dream Downpayment Initiative (ADDI)

HUD has again allocated $38,634 for participation in the American Dream Downpayment Initiative (ADDI), which is designated by HUD to provide downpayment and closing cost assistance grants to low and moderate-income persons entering into homeownership.  

Emergency Shelter Grants

Staff supports the recommendation of the Grants Review Committee for Emergency Shelter Grant Undesignated Funding, which took into account, the Community Council on Homeless Advocacy (CCHA)’s priorities and proposed funding needs.  These recommendations were based on the original staff estimate of $126,690.  

The actual 2007/2008 ESG grant allocation from HUD is $126,435, a 0.49% increase over the previous allocation.  Staff has modified the Grants Review Committee’s recommendations with an across-the-board increase for all ESG projects.

Financial Considerations:  Total funding available for FY 2007-2008 from CDBG, HOME and ESG is $5,371,776, which includes Program Income in the amount of $576,207.  These allocations will be effective July 1, 2007.

Each grant program is restricted to certain federal allocation limits, and in the case of HOME funding, a minimum.  Following are the limits based on actual FY 2007-2008 allocations:

Goal Impact:  Approval of the Consolidated Plan funding allocation schedule will impact the Economic Vitality and Affordable Living, Quality of Life, Core Area and Neighborhood, and Efficient Infrastructure goals.

Legal Considerations:  The national objectives of the Community Development Act are to principally benefit low/moderate income persons, eliminate slum and blight, or meet other urgent community needs.  The HOME program must also primarily benefit low/moderate income persons and the Emergency Shelter program must benefit homeless persons.  Therefore, allocation of Consolidated Plan funds is subject to individual federal eligibility rules regarding specific activities/programs and the national objectives.  The process by which grant funds are authorized by the City Council is a matter of local determination, providing all HUD eligibility requirements are met.  

The City Council has the authority to solicit proposals or to reserve grant funds for community priority needs and programs, as determined by the City Council. The recommendations herein meet all federal requirements in the allocation of funds.  Upon approval of this action and prior to final allocations and payments, each project must be verified for eligibility for use of the respective grant funds.  In addition, staff will prepare a One-Year Action Plan of activities to be funded based on the City Council’s action.  The One-Year Action Plan will be presented to City Council and will be made available for a required thirty day public review/comment period prior to final approval.

Recommendation/Actions:

It is recommended the City Council approve the funding designations for the City's 2007/2008 HUD  Consolidated Plan Combined Application, as summarized below and detailed in Attachment 1:

Recommendation:  Approve the Ordinance as amended.

Background:
 The City requires transient guests who pay for lodging while staying in the city to personally complete the registration form in ink in the presence of the front desk attendant.  The original purpose was to discourage the renting of rooms to drug dealers, prostitutes and similar criminals who could use transient rooming as a base of operations.  The information available on the log can also help trace missing persons, and provide a record of expected occupants in case of fire or other alarms.  However, the same process is an unnecessary burden on the travel industry when tour groups must be run through the registration bottleneck.  The burden of waiting and imposition on time schedules create inefficiencies that can dissuade tour groups from planning an overnight stay in Wichita, with the resulting reduction in revenue to the local travel and entertainment industry. 

The Convention and Visitors Bureau has proposed an Ordinance amendment allowing group registration to be processed en masse by a responsible agent. 

Analysis:   The Convention and Visitors Bureau, City Manager’s Office, Wichita Police Department and the Law Department have worked together to prepare an ordinance amendment that meets the desires of the travel and entertainment industry, thereby fostering local businesses, while still retaining the important public safety protections.  

Registration of a group by an agent responsible for the safety and actions of that group does not detract from the original law enforcement purpose.

Financial Considerations:  None to the City.  There is an anticipated favorable impact to local business.

Goal Impact:
  The police functions that promote the Safe and Secure goal are unaffected, while the promotion of local business activity enhances the goal of Economic Vitality.

Legal Consideration:  The Law Department has participated in drafting this proposed Ordinance amendment.

Recommendations/Actions:  Approve the proposed Ordinance amendment and publish the same as required by law.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 5.38.010 AND 5.38.020 OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF WICHITA, KANSAS, PERTAINING TO REGISTRATION AT PLACES OF LODGING AND SLEEPING ACCOMMODATIONS.


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF WICHITA, KANSAS:


SECTION 1. 
Section 5.38.010 of the Code of the City of Wichita, Kansas, shall be amended to read as follows:


“Definitions. of “transient guests.”


For purposes of this chapter, the following terms shall mean:


a.
Sleeping accommodations – a private room or suite of rooms furnished for sleep, occupancy of which is provided to a transient or residential guest in exchange for valuable consideration.


b.
The term, “transient guests” as used in this chapter shall be construed to mean guests who occupy a room for a period of less than one week at a time.  Transient guest – any person who occupies a sleeping accommodation for a period of less than one week.


c.  Residential guest – any person who occupies a sleeping accommodation for a period lasting one week or longer.


d.
Lodging – any building, other structure, or group of structures in which four or more rooms are kept used, maintained, advertised, or held out to the public as having sleeping accommodations.  Such facilities may be commonly called a hotel, motel, inn, rooming house, boarding house, camp, etc., but such description is neither definitive nor necessary.”
 


SECTION 2. Section 5.38.020 of the Code of the City of Wichita, Kansas, shall be amended to read as follows:


“Every proprietor or manager of a hotel, rooming house, apartment house or any other place within the corporate limits of the city which caters to and permits transient guests for a consideration to occupy a room under their his supervision shall maintain a register and require each transient guest to sign his name on the register, together with his home address. In the case of an organized group, for which all members’ charges will be paid by the group’s leader or organizer, the proprietor or manager may accept a list of the group members’ names and home addresses in lieu of a separate registration for each guest.  Any such list shall be considered a part of the register subject to inspection under Section 5.38.040.The proprietor or manager shall at the time of registering assign the guest to a room and enter the number of the room to which the guest is assigned on the register opposite the guest's name, together with the date of registration. When registration by group list is permitted, the assigned room number will be noted next to each party’s name.  The group leader shall confirm the room assignments on the day of registration by subscribing his or her signature, date and time of completion. When the guest shall check out that fact shall be noted on the register by the proprietor or the manager, together with the date of leaving. All such entries shall be made in ink and shall not in any manner be erased, obliterated or defaced.” 


SECTION 3.  This ordinance shall be included in the Code of the City of Wichita, Kansas, and shall be effective upon its passage and publication once in the official city paper.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 5.38.010 AND 5.38.020 OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF WICHITA, KANSAS, PERTAINING TO TRANSIENT GUESTS PERTAINING TO REGISTRATION AT PLACES OF LODGING AND SLEEPING ACCOMMODATIONS.


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF WICHITA, KANSAS:


SECTION 1. 
Section 5.38.010 of the Code of the City of Wichita, Kansas, shall be amended to read as follows:


“Definitions. 


For purposes of this chapter, the following terms shall mean:


a.
Sleeping accommodations – a private room or suite of rooms furnished for sleep, occupancy of which is provided to a transient or residential guest in exchange for valuable consideration.


b.
Transient guest – any person who occupies a sleeping accommodation for a period of less than one week.


c.
Residential guest – any person who occupies a sleeping accommodation for a period lasting one week or longer.


d.
Lodging – any building, other structure, or group of structures in which four or more rooms are kept used, maintained, advertised, or held out to the public as having sleeping accommodations.  Such facilities may be commonly called a hotel, motel, inn, rooming house, boarding house, camp, etc., but such description is neither definitive nor necessary.”

SECTION 2.  Section 5.38.020 of the Code of the City of Wichita, Kansas, shall be

amended to read as follows:


“Every proprietor or manager of a hotel, rooming house, apartment house or any other place within the corporate limits of the city which caters to and permits transient guests for a consideration to occupy a room under his supervision shall maintain a register and require each transient guest to sign his name on the register, together with his home address. In the case of an organized group, for which all members’ charges will be paid by the group’s leader or organizer, the proprietor or manager may accept a list of the group members’ names and home addresses in lieu of a separate registration for each guest.  Any such list shall be considered a part of the register subject to inspection under Section 5.38.040.The proprietor or manager shall at the time of registering assign the guest to a room and enter the number of the room to which the guest is assigned on the register opposite the guest's name, together with the date of registration. When registration by group list is permitted, the assigned room number will be noted next to each party’s name.  The group leader shall confirm the room assignments on the day of registration by subscribing his or her signature, date and time of completion. When the guest shall check out that fact shall be noted on the register by the proprietor or the manager, together with the date of leaving. All such entries shall be made in ink and shall not in any manner be erased, obliterated or defaced.” 


SECTION 3.  This ordinance shall be included in the Code of the City of Wichita, Kansas, and shall be effective upon its passage and publication once in the official city paper.

Recommendations:  Place the Ordinance on first reading and approve the loan agreement.

Background:  Headquartered in Cincinnati, OH, Convergys Corporation is the largest provider of outsourced call center services, operating 72 contact centers worldwide.  More than 55,000 Convergys agents handle 1.7 million inbound calls every day for clients in a wide variety of industries including financial services, telecommunications, information technology, pharmaceuticals, retail and e-commerce.  Convergys has over 68,000 employees worldwide, and has facilities in Lenexa and Olathe with total employment of nearly 800.  Their current U.S. facilities are at capacity, necessitating the opening of a new center.

Convergys contacted the Greater Wichita Economic Development Coalition (GWEDC) during their nationwide search for a new customer care center.  Wichita was competing with three other locations in the U.S. for a facility that will hire approximately 600 full-time positions within 3 years.  GWEDC conveyed an incentive offer for Convergys to locate their new call center in Wichita, which included possible forgivable loans from the City of Wichita and Sedgwick County, subject to approval by the governing bodies.

Analysis:  Convergys is consistently recognized as a high-performing company both within the industry and as a general business enterprise.   Two recent awards include FORTUNE Magazine’s designation for the sixth consecutive year as one of “America’s Most Admired” companies in the Diversified Outsourcing industry; and a Lifetime Achievement Award from CUSTOMER Inter@ction Solutions magazine recognizing them for leadership and outstanding performance over the past 25 years.

Convergys identified several locations in the U.S. with ample labor pool and good infrastructure, but incentives served to influence the final site selection decision.  Incentives allow them to offset the significant start-up costs involved in a new location and are deemed critical to determining the communities with whom they choose to partner.

Based on the GWEDC incentive package, Convergys haws chosen to locate their new call center in Wichita, in the former Spiegel call center facility  at 7236 E. Harry.   Convergys plans employment of 600 within three years, with average start-up wages of $20,000 - $21,000.  The Company plans to invest nearly $5 million in site improvements and machinery and equipment acquisition.

State incentive package includes $150,000 in KEOIF (forgivable loan) and $360,000 in IMPACT (training).  Local incentives include $25,000 forgivable loans from each of the City of Wichita and Sedgwick County.

Financial Considerations:  The forgivable loan to Convergys Corporation will be funded from the City’s Economic Development Fund, with funds that are appropriated for cash incentives.

As part of its due diligence, GWEDC commissioned an analysis of the fiscal impact the expansion would have on the City of Wichita and Sedgwick County, with the following results:




City of Wichita:
3.32 to one (ratio of benefits to costs)




Sedgwick County:
2.39 to one

Goal Impact:  Economic Vitality.  This economic development incentive will strengthen the area’s call center industry and stimulate the economy through the creation of new jobs.

Legal Considerations:  The draft Forgivable Loan Agreement and Promissory Note and the authorizing ordinance have been approved as to form by the City’s Department of Law.  

Recommendation/Action:  It is recommended that the City Council approve the Convergys Corporation Forgivable Loan Agreement and place the Ordinance on first reading.
