OUTGOING CITY COUNCIL MEMBERS

Mayor Knight
“We're living in a world that is changing with discerning swiftness and how we all relate to that.  In many ways, it's going to determine the future of this City.  And, it is absolutely essential that we have citizens who are willing to serve that have the ability to, first of all, recognize change and trends as they are unfolding, and then have the skill to interpret those trends accurately for this City.  But more than anything else, we have to have citizen representatives that are willing to confront the reality of those changes - and that's not easy.  It looks very simple.  I read all the time about people wanting to serve up and exert their common sense on things that are so clear to them.  You would be hard-pressed to find anyone that has served on this Council bench, probably from the very first Council that was first elected to today, that would not comment of some of the complexities and some of the difficulties that we have to try and confront each week up here.  


“The thing that I can sense that sets Joan and George apart, is so many of us in the world, we have positions.  We like to try to keep our options open because of this change going on.  We don't want to get caught, you know, where somehow, we're going to be embarrassed or make it look like we don't know what we're talking about.  But what Joan and George have that, I think, sets them apart in so many ways, is they have beliefs, and the difference is profound.  People that hold beliefs about right and wrong, good and evil, justice and injustice, are people that are very precious indeed.  In trying to characterize my views toward these wonderful citizens, I have to acknowledge, up front, I wished I were a poet, I wish I were a gifted writer - I'm not, but I do have the benefit of choosing what others have written to try and capture my views about them.  I've chosen Ralph Waldo Emerson.  He wrote a short piece once that tried to define what constitutes a successful life.  I think that it does that very well, but I think that it could also serve as a great political credo.  Ralph Waldo Emerson wrote, and I quote.


"To win the respect of the intelligent people and the affection of the children; to earn the appreciation of honest critics and to endure the betrayal of false friends; to appreciate beauty; to find the best in others; to leave the world a little better place than we found it, whether by a healthy child, whether by a garden path or a redeemed social condition; to know even one life breathes easier because you have lived - this is to have succeeded."


“By that measure, my two friends that have labored in the political vineyard have succeeded, I think greatly.  During this past dismal political season when it seems like all we get to listen to is something that sounds kind-of-like television static, about people making great claims, what they're going to do once they're elected, how they going to right all the wrongs in the world; and they're going to do it in a very simple way.  We all know that that's all just idle chatter.  The world doesn't work that way and our City doesn't work that way.  That's why we are so very fortune to have serious, thoughtful, people that give their time on our behalf.


“You know one fine thing I think about this City, I think that George and Joan highlight is - it's about our citizens who are active.  Whether they're from sign holders and door-to door campaigners, or just candidates, is that these two citizens, along with people that help them occupy these seats, they've risked their time and their treasure to wage a battle in this city that they're never, ever sure of winning.  So, for those that are somehow so sophisticated and so above caring about local government, to resent politics and things political, I think is to retreat from where decisions are made.  To refuse to participate and somehow believe that that's clever, or that is somehow setting you apart in an attractive way from others, is not modern, and I think it's wrong thinking.  Because if people do that they're no better off , as Robert Waldo Emerson wrote, "than a leaf landing in a rain-swollen gutter, to be walked along, spun around and round, and where they end up is anybody's guess."  But for special people, like George Rogers and like Joan Cole, they risk, they dare, and they work to endure the taunts of our tabloid age, to try and make a difference with no guarantee of success.  It gives the rest of us some direction.  It gives us a vector of volition and it puts us in a position to do just a little battle with fate - and that's all that you can ever ask for is a chance to fight - to alter a bit for the better the condition of the world.  I know of no one greater than these two people in terms of these two people with that definition.  Whether you agree with Joan or George is not the issue.  The issue is that they're men and women of enormous integrity that love this City deeply with true affection and they have given their total energy.  Their tank has to be empty now with what they've given to this City.  I think all of us know that they have touched our lives more deeply than they realize, and they've brought out the very best in the rest of us, so it's only fitting that we recognize them in a very special way this morning and to express our community gratitude, and I would ask you, if you're capable, to stand and make that expression with me for Joan Cole and George Rogers.”

Council Member Cole 
“Thank you Mayor and thank you for those kind words.  I know better than to try to compete with George in the comic arena.  So, I'm going to be serious.  It's been a challenging, exciting, and satisfying eight years and I'm pleased to have this last opportunity to thank all of you for the contributions that you have made through the years to the issues that were important to me, to my constituents, and the citizens of Wichita.


“First, Mayor Knight, and my colleagues on the bench, over the eight years of my service, it has been my great pleasure to work with two mayors and nine different city council members with a variety of philosophies, personalities, and styles.  I appreciate the support that they, and all of you here today, have given to so many of the issues important to me and I've tried to respond in kind.  I wish you well as you tackle and implement strategies that become more complex and difficult each year.


“To Chris Cherches, a consummate, professional, who has also become a treasured friend.  You, Chris, have taught me more about City government than anyone.  You helped me to arrive at creative solutions to problems in District VI and beyond, and taught me how to tackle large projects in small bites.  Moreover, you kept me positive during the times when I was frustrated and impatient.


“To the fine City Staff.  Seldom did a day pass that I wasn't meeting with one or more of you, and asking you to come out to my CPO, my DAB's, Neighborhood Associations, and constituent meetings.  You always came and you gave generously of your time.  I believe that is one reason there are good feelings in District VI about City government.  You, with our City Manager, carry out the day-to-day jobs and run this City, I believe, extremely well.


“To the tax payers, the constituents, and others I have come to know and work with over the years --before my Council years, and during -- and many of you are here today - and I thank you for coming - it has been an honor and a privilege to serve as your District representative, and to be a member of the Wichita City Council.  I have always said, and I must be parochial here for just a moment.  District VI is the best District in the City.


“My husband, Jerry, and I chose to live in it because of its rich diversity and heritage, and we have never regretted that choice.  During my years on the Council, I've made dear friends from all walks of life - people with whom I established relationships because of, and through, my public service.  I came a list of items that I wished to accomplish and that list kept growing longer with each passing year.  For the most part, it's been completed and it is time for me to move on.


“I have long believed there is a season for life's experiences.  And there is also a time to move on to other exciting challenges in life.  It is important to have new ideas, new energy, and new faces come to this policy-making bench.  And, I am so pleased to welcome Sharon Fearey and Carl Brewer to the Wichita City Council.  They have worked at the grass-roots level to improve their neighborhoods in this City for years, and they will bring good things to this bench.  I wish you all well in your choices in your future endeavors.


“Thank you for helping me implement some of my dreams and plans along the way.  It's been an extraordinary experience, and I feel truly blessed to have had this opportunity in public service, which I believe to be one of the highest callings of human-kind.

Mayor Knight
“I now want to turn to Dr. George Rogers.  I want to share, just briefly, the fact that George has had a tremendous influence on my life, and I've had the benefit of a lot of counsel from George.  While he gives an appearance of being very casual and light-hearted, he is seriously a profound thinker.  He has been blessed with an incredible intellect and he has a real understanding of a lot of lessons we need to learn in live.  I want to tell you, just briefly, a couple of things that impress me so much about George, other than I consider him a close personal friend.  George was born in Keysport, Pennsylvania, and he didn't finish high school.  And, because of some situations he found himself in, he quit when he was 14 or 15, and took on a pretty tough life.  He went into the service and a friend of his, at some point, convinced him that he had a lot to offer people.  And if you know George, you know his personality and certainly his innate intelligence.  He encouraged George to maybe look at getting a GED.  Well, George got a GED, and then he got out of the service and started thinking a little bit about college and he got his BS Degree from Langston University, and because of a wife that's incredible, that I'll introduce in a minute, and with a tremendous amount of support for her husband, he got his Master Degree at Central State University, and then George went on to get a Doctorate in Education - this high school drop-out.  So that's one side of George Rogers.


“I saw another side several years ago when I got a call from Fire Chief, Larry Garcia, that there had been a terrible accident at George's club.  He was down there on a Sunday, and he was cooking, or doing something, I'm not sure what it was. - but he was severely burned.  And when I got to the hospital, they were just admitting George, and he was burned so severely that his watch was burned to his wrist and he wasn't expected to live.  He was severely injured and he was conscious and was talking to me.  He was worried about his damn hat, as he called it.   He said, "What happened to my damn hat?"  And I said, "I don't know what happened to your damn hat."  And we found his hat and that gave him, I guess, a little satisfaction.  But, after this I saw George in the hospital and I saw a family that was united - a family that was devoted to their husband and their father.  I also saw the most incredible courage I've ever witnessed in my life and the most incredible suffering I've ever seen in my life.  And, I grew to have a tremendous admiration and respect and regard for George.  He has a very difficult District to represent.  It is a District that, in many ways, has been, with the exception of State Senator Rip Gooch, who is here, starting with Rip - prior to that they were largely under-represented or un-represented.  And I include Rip because I think it is so fitting that I think Rip Gooch and George Rogers have been an incredible social adhesive in this community - in holding people together, pulling people together, rather than driving them apart, and they have never once sacrificed their principles in doing that.  So, I have an incredible regard for my friend, George Rogers.  He will continue to be my personal friend.  I know that George will do anything for me and I'll do anything for George.”

Council Member Rogers
“Thank you Mayor.  I'm glad you went through things in that manner, because, you've just met, what I consider, the four greatest accomplishments in my life.  The first one, of course, was persuading Emalyn to marry me 43 years ago.  And then in succession, Cheryl, who is a Captain in the Air force and is a nurse; and then Rhea, who is in OBYN, and she is a major a Major in the Air force; and Cherea, who is a first-grade school teacher.  And, that's what really lets me know that I might have done something positive in life, and I very humbly, and sincerely, thank each and every one of you for the contributions you've made in my life.  


“Mayor, I can't say enough about the ability that you have had to work with me and how beneficial that's been in my life, and how that's leveled off my thinking to always look at the bright, broad picture, and find out to enhance the quality of life for every citizen through decisions that you make.  You have been extremely instrumental in that.


“This Council, and the previous Councils - we've had considerable disagreement on specific issues.  We have never, not anyone of us, or anyone of the previous Councils in the eight years I've served, been disrespectful of each other's opinions on the issues.  I have never seen that happen on any other City Council that I have witnessed, read about, or watched across this country.  I think that the atmosphere that has been created for this Council to truly look at the complexity of these issues, and the impact that these issues have on citizens, is remarkable.  And, I thank each and every one of you for that.


“I can't say enough about Chris Cherches.  There is probably someone, some City Manager, somewhere in the United States sharper than Chris.  I find it difficult to believe that - I really do.  I've served on national committees.  I've met City Managers from every size town and City throughout this country.  I have not found one to have the breadth and depth of knowledge about the operation of City government that Chris Cherches has, and I truly applaud you for the manner and the intellect that you've utilized in disseminating that information to Council Members.  And, I know in my case, if I wanted to know the appropriate way to most effectively implement something, all I had to do was ask Chris Cherches.


“And, certainly the Staff here at this City, and I think everyone needs to recognize that we're talking about a Corporation of over 3,000 employees.  In my opinion, this Staff, in this City, is the finest and the most effective that I've ever come in contact with.  Certainly there are thousands of things that don't get done, particularly as fast as we would like them to, but the procedure, the process, the implementation of ideas that are supposed to be built into the government structure, Chris Cherches does a fabulous job.  Chris, I thank you and your staff for the way in which you've worked with me, and the kinds of things that I've learned, and how effective some of it has been.


“As the Mayor mentioned, I probably have another view of the citizens of Wichita, as a result of the kind of accident that I had.  Sitting on the City Council, many times, a lot of people exercise that old adage, 'the squeakiest wheel gets the most grease."  Great understanding, great consideration, and out-pouring of attempts, simply to help, whether they knew me or not - they knew of the situation and they found someone who was hurting, perhaps, and they made every overture to assist me and my family.  And, I can never be grateful enough, really, to thank every one of the citizens of Wichita, but I do want them to all know that I am sincerely humbled and appreciative of all the efforts that were made on my behalf.  


“And, I can't say enough about the City Staff, and the Mayor and the Council, and all those kinds of things.  But that has a lasting effect on a person and that's why I know that whatever I have contributed to the City of Wichita will never be enough in comparison to what it has contributed to me.  That experience significantly changed my life.  I hope that no one else will change as the result of something like that.  Because, I hope it would be a more gradual process that people fully understand that regardless of what your circumstances are, you owe a debt of gratitude to others, and that is the most satisfying way to lead your life - by contributing some of your self to others.


“My wife of 43 years taught me that day-by-day, for 43 years - you've got to give if you want to get.  And when you are in need, it will be returned, and in my case, the Citizen's of Wichita returned it to me.


“The last thing that I would say is that I have developed so many very positive relationships on this City Council, that I can never say that this job was too hard.  This job has been, and is, the most beneficial to me.  Whether or not I've been able to do anything to assist anyone else, I just simply have to accept that I did or I didn't.  But I know in my heart that this job has benefited me greatly and I am humbly appreciative of that and I thank all of the Citizens of Wichita for having had the opportunity to serve with you.


“And, for you as the District I City Council Person; I believe Joan, in her heart, feels that District VI is the best one.  But the people in District I know that District I is the best.”

On September 13, 1994, the City entered into a Developer Agreement with UBI Financial Services, Inc. (now Commerce Bank) to develop the Northeast Community Investment Project on 21st Street.  The Northeast Community Investment Project consists of several components, one of which is a shopping center on the site of the former Madison Square Shopping.  Commerce Bank selected the St. Mark Foundation to develop the site as the New Horizon Shopping Center.  On December 22, 1998, the City entered into a contract with The St. Mark Foundation, Inc. to provide a CDBG loan in the amount of $200,000 to assist in constructing the shopping center.  The St. Mark Foundation was unable to complete the project.  Accordingly, the City terminated The St. Mark Foundation CDBG contract on June 8, 2000.

To complete the commercial retail center the City Council approved Alford Development, Inc., as the preferred City’s Developer on August 22, 2000.  On March 27, 2001 the City Council approved converting the loan to a grant.  A Development Agreement and CDBG Agreement have been drafted to implement the project.

Alford Development, Inc. is a for profit organization.  The development will generally consist of a one-story, 19,121 SF retail center with approximately 12 tenant spaces (dependent on tenant needs), off street parking for 89 vehicles, appropriate landscaping, screening and public art.

The retail center will enhance and improve the 21st Street Corridor and will offer areas residents access to goods, services, employment opportunities and the convenience of being able to conduct business within their neighborhood.  The contract term is April 10, 2001 to June 30, 2002.

The total estimated development cost of the project is $1,437,039.  Sources of financing include the following: $100,000 in developer equity; $1,137,039 bank financing and $200,000 CDBG grant.  Alford Development will assume the existing $200,000 CDBG Grant.

INSTALLATION OF WATER MAINS IN CENTRAL FROM 143RD STREET EAST TO 159TH STREET EAST.  (District II)

The City of Wichita provides treated drinking water to 368,000 people.  The service population is projected to increase to over 450,000 by 2010.  To ensure that future water needs of the service area are met, the Water and Sewer Department initiated a study of its water system.  The Water System Master Plan was completed in November 1999 with a number of significant system improvements being recommended to ensure adequate service levels now, and in the future.

Project recommendations are to provide increased volume to the eastern portion of the City’s water system.  A 20-inch water main shall be constructed along Central, from existing water mains in 143rd St. East to existing water mains in 159th St. East.  The result will provide increased water volume and stable pressure to the east portion of the system, provide increased fire protection, and allow for continued development and growth in the area.

The Capital Improvement Program (CIP # W-830) budget is $100,000 for 2001, and $1.03 million for 2002.  This project will be funded from Water Utility revenues and reserves or a future revenue bond issue.

K 96 LAKE TREES
TREE PLANTINGS AT K-96 LAKE.  (District I)

The City of Wichita’s “Greening of Wichita” program, launched in early 2000, promotes the planting of trees across the city by individual citizens and community volunteers.  Periodically, targeted areas are identified for planting, and groups of volunteers are then solicited to plant the trees.

K-96 Lake, located in District I, is being improved by the City to fill an identified need in the immediate community for fishing and other recreational activities.  Vehicle access and parking have been improved, and a boat ramp and fishing docks were recently added.

The Tree Trust has targeted K-96 Lake for the planting of 300 trees later this month as part of the “Greening of Wichita” program.  A pool of volunteers has been organized and mobilized to plant the trees.  April is the ideal month for planting the trees.

City staff have extensively researched local vendors that might be able to provide the type and volume of trees required for the K-96 Lake plantings within the timeframe necessary.  Jenco Nurseries has the type and volume of trees required and is able to provide delivery in time for the scheduled volunteer planting.

Efforts to locate other vendors able to provide the type and volume of trees required within the necessary timeframe have been unsuccessful.  Ordinance 35-856, Sec. 2(b) provides authorization for the City Manager to negotiate a sole source contract in situations where specialized services and/or products are required and only one vendor can be identified to provide that product and/or service.

The contract cost is $23,609.60.  Funding is available from the Tree Trust to provide for payment on the contract.  A budget adjustment will be required.

Ordinance 35-856, Sec 2(b) authorizes the City Manager to negotiate a sole source contract in situations where specialized services and/or products are required and only one vendor can be identified to provide that product and/or service.  Budget adjustments in excess of $10,000 require City Council approval.

DISPOSAL TRAILER
PURCHASE AMMUNITION AND FIREWORKS DISPOSAL TRAILER.
Agenda Report No. 01-0492.

At the present time, the Police Department does not have a mechanism to dispose of ammunition and fireworks.  In May of 2000, the Bomb Squad was informed that they would no longer be allowed to take small firearms ammunition to McConnell AFB for disposal.  Firearms ammunition has been accumulating at the Property and Evidence Facility for over a year and has become a safety concern.  Currently, there are over 1,400 pounds of small firearms ammunition to be disposed.

An ammunition and fireworks disposal trailer available through Hurd’s Custom Machinery, Inc. offers a safe and affordable way to dispose of ammunition and fireworks.  This is a unique, specialized piece of equipment, which is customized to dispose of ammunition and fireworks.  The burner “consumes in minutes” approximately 100 pounds of ammo ranging from 22 cal. to 20 mm shells, fully loaded magazines and 30 pounds of class “C” fireworks.  The Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms recently purchased three trailers and considers this as a sole source purchase from Hurd’s Custom Machinery, Inc.

An alternative to the purchase of an ammunition and fireworks trailer is to contract the service with an outside disposal company, at a cost of $11,600.00 to dispose of the ammunition on hand, and an annual cost of $7,400.00 (750 pounds per year).  The purchase of this trailer will cost $12,850.00, a one-time cost.  There are sufficient funds available for the purchase of this equipment in the 1999 Local Law Enforcement Block Grant.

The Purchasing Ordinance No. 35-856, Section 2(b) provides for the purchase of equipment and supplies from sole sources of supply without advertising for bids.

The grant amount is $40,700 - $24,420 Federal match; $16,330 City match.  City match is generated from staff time only.  There is no actual cash match.

AMERICORPS
AMERICORPS/ARTSCORPS PROGRAM.

The proposed AmeriCorps/ArtsCorps program offers a means to leverage City resources.  The ArtsCorps program will establish partnerships with the State of Kansas Office of Community Service, the Wichita school district, local arts partners and grassroots citizens, to provide an innovative approach to empowering youth and their families in or at risk of poverty, through a neighborhood-based arts initiative.

The Arts have been nationally recognized as a vehicle for learning enhancement and improving learning skills.  The proposed ArtsCorps program grant, funded primarily through the Kansas Office for Community Service, utilizes a corps of citizen artists to provide educational and recreational neighborhood-based arts programs to at least four (4) neighborhoods with high concentrations of federally subsidized housing.  It builds on the established partnership with USD 259 to establish and maintain quality Community Education programming in Wichita public school facilities for accessibility to low- to moderate-income families in communities of need.  One such facility, Northeast Magnet High School, with its arts emphasis, provides the base of operation for the program, and has City of Wichita staff coordinating programming at that site.

The proposal to the Kansas Office of Community Services’ AmeriCorps program is for $134,607.  The proposed grant is will be leveraged by $16,341 from City of Wichita Neighborhood Initiative Project Account; $66,490 in existing City staff salaries and $1,943 in-kind City administrative costs; $10,500 of Department of Housing Services drug elimination dollars; $9,246 from in-kind services from WSU; $2,000 from in-kind services from The Center for Human and Organizational Development; and $1,000 from in-kind contributions from Triad Consulting, for a total of $107,520 in matching funds and services.

The City has Staff in place to meet program requirements.

TIDEMARK
UPGRADE/EXPANSION OF THE TIDEMARK DEVELOPMENT, PERMIT AND COMPLAINT TRACKING COMPUTER SOFTWARE SYSTEM.

Agenda Report No. 01-0495.

In 1999, a Neighborhood Code Enforcement Task Force was appointed by the City Manager to study and make recommendations regarding neighborhood maintenance codes and neighborhood code enforcement issues.  The Task Force included representatives from the City Manager’s Office, the Law Department, the Police Department, the Fire Department,  the Office of Central Inspection, and the Wichita/Sedgwick County Health Department.  Last year, a report prepared by the Task Force made seven (7) recommendations for improving neighborhood code enforcement and citizen complaint tracking.   A key Task Force Report recommendation was to develop a centralized, city-wide complaint tracking database for tracking neighborhood complaints by property location.

As a follow-up to this Report, the City Manager’s Office also coordinated a number of “Neighborhood Code Enforcement Improvement” focus group sessions with neighborhood stakeholders and staff from various code enforcement Departments/Divisions.   Again, the need to develop or expand a centralized, city-wide complaint tracking database emerged as a key component to an improved citizen complaint process, better-coordinated staff effort, maximum use of available staff time, and improved City response time to citizen concerns.

Members of the Neighborhood Code Enforcement Task Force and Information Technology/Information Services (IT/IS) personnel met several times to review the need for an upgraded, centralized complaint tracking database, and to determine the best, most cost-effective approach to upgrading to such a system.   This committee determined that the Tidemark system was a “best or breed” product, and recommended that Tidemark be upgraded for expansion and use by the Wichita/Sedgwick County Health Department, the Police Department, Neighborhood Assistants, and the City Manager’s Office.

On 2/9/2000, a presentation was made to the Information Technology Advisory Board on the proposed expansion of Tidemark.  The Board approved the proposed project and budget to immediately upgrade.

The Tidemark Development, Permit, and Complaint Tracking system has been in use in the Office of Central Inspection, the Fire Prevention Office, the Planning Department, the Development Assistance Center, and the Public Works Engineering Office for nearly two years.  There are 74 users of the system at this time.   The current proposal would expand Tidemark for use by the Wichita/Sedgwick County Health Department, Neighborhood Assistants, and the City Manager’s Office.  Other users could be added upon completion of the system upgrade, as needed.

The proposed expansion project will require an initial software upgrade to the Tidemark product, additional funds for the increased 2001 annual  Tidemark maintenance contract, and purchase of additional user licenses for the Tidemark product.  The proposed expansion will also require an upgrade to the Oracle software platform on which the Tidemark system resides.   The total one-time cost for the proposed expansion project is estimated not to exceed $86,100.

If the upgrade is approved, it will begin immediately.   It is projected that approximately 30 new users of the system will be added in 2001 (primarily Environmental Health, Neighborhood Assistants, and City Manager’s Office), and that another 30-40 users will be added in the next phase of the project (additional Health Department staff,  WPD personnel, additional WFD personnel, and perhaps some Treasury Licensing staff).

There are funds available in a neighborhood initiative project account to pay for the proposed $86,100 expenditure.   The 2001 budget will be revised to reflect this expenditure for the Tidemark system upgrade/expansion.  All proposed user additions will be evaluated in the upcoming and subsequent budget cycles.

Contracts will be reviewed and approved as to form by the Law Department prior to signature.

Brookside, owned by Sonya Thomas Patrick and Bryan M. Patrick.  The site contains 13,000 square feet and is improved with a 1,518 square foot brick single-family residence.  The property has three       bedrooms and one and a half baths.  The planned expansion of Kellogg will require the removal of the improvements and utilization of the entire site.

The property was appraised at $79,500.  This amount was offered to the owners and accepted.  The owners are locating replacement properties and will relocate on or soon after closing.  The site will then be processed for immediate demolition.

Funds have been budgeted in the Capital Improvement Program for acquisitions for this project.  The funding source will be General Obligation Bonds paid by local sales tax revenues.  A budget of $141,600 is requested.  This includes $79,500 for the acquisition, $ 51,100 for moving and relocation, $8000 for demolition and $ 3,000 for closing costs and title insurance.

TELEPHONE EQUIPMENT MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT.

The Wichita Airport Authority (WAA) owns and operates the telephone systems on Mid-Continent and Jabara Airports.  Tenants are re-billed for their use of the system equipment and their use of telecommunication services which are purchased at a volume discount and resold with a markup that still results in a savings for the users.  Net revenues are in excess of $300,000 per year.

There are two local companies who provide maintenance with Rolm/Seimens certified technicians – Comm Link, Inc. and Seimens Communications.  Although the local office of Seimens Communications was contacted numerous times, they have not responded to the request for quotes.  Comm Link is the current provider of these services at both airports, and has been since 1996.

The agreement amount for Mid-Continent is $64,550.16 and for Jabara is $9,640.00.  The amounts represent an increase of $4,226.16 and $1,040.00, respectively, from the prior year agreements.  Funds are included in the current operating budget for this service.  The agreements are for one year and include a 60-day termination and payment cancellation clause.

AGREEMENT – USE OF LAND – JABARA AIRPORT.

On December 19, 2000, the City Council approved a Letter of Intent for the development of an 18,000 sq. ft. executive hangar at Col. James Jabara Airport to be leased to Wichita Air Services, Inc. (WASI) and Jack P. DeBoer, and designated these two jointly as Preferred Developer for the construction of the hangar and related developments.  The Letter of Intent called for the negotiation of a development agreement and lease.  These documents were subsequently approved by the City Council on February 6, 2001, along with a Resolution authorizing the issuance of General Obligation Bonds of the City of Wichita to pay all or a portion of the costs of constructing an aircraft hangar and associated improvements.


The agreements approved by the City Council address the arrangement between the City of Wichita and Wichita Air Services, Inc. and Jack P. DeBoer. The cost of the hangar and associated improvements will be financed by the City and fully amortized over the term of the lease from payments received from WASI and DeBoer.  Lease payments will also cover the land lease payments to the WAA.  In that the Wichita Airport Authority holds title to the land, it is necessary for the City of Wichita to enter into an agreement with the Wichita Airport Authority.


The term of the land lease between the City and the WAA mirrors the term included in the agreements previously approved by the City Council between the City and WASI and DeBoer.  Revenue to the WAA will be in the form of land rent, which will range from $5,725 the first year, to $8,097 the fifteenth year.  In addition, special assessments at the rate of $.09 per sq. ft. will be assessed.
