The City Council met in regular session with Mayor Knight in the Chair.  Council Members Cole, Gale,  Lambke, Martz, Pisciotte, Rogers; present.


Cathy Holdeman, Assistant City Manager; Joe Lang, First Assistant City Attorney; Pat Burnett, City Clerk; present.


The invocation was given by The Most Reverend Thomas Olmstead, Bishop of Catholic Diocese of Wichita.


The pledge of allegiance to the flag was participated in by the Council Members, staff, and guests.

HUD ANNUAL  REPORT
HUD CONSOLIDATED PLAN ANNUAL PERFORMANCE REPORT.

Tom Smith
Grants In-Aid Coordinator reviewed the Item.


Agenda Report No. 99-952.


The City is required to prepare an annual performance report for projects covered by the HUD Consolidated Plan. The report includes activities of the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), Emergency Shelter Grant (ESG) and the HOME Investment Partnership (HOME) programs. The report covers the period from July 1, 1998 through June 30, 1999.


During the reporting period, City of Wichita residents received direct benefits from CDBG capital improvements, housing and public services. Beneficiaries totaled 29,339 (duplicated counts) and included 12,847 lineal feet of curbs and gutter, 59,351 square feet of sidewalks, 25,967 square yards of street and driveway improvements, 47 wheel chair ramps and 347 housing units rehabilitated. The HOME program assisted 40 households to secure affordable housing and ESG provided services to 2,288 persons (cumulative) by providing short term shelter, case management and other services. An executive summary of the HUD Consolidated Annual Performance.


The grand total expenses for all funding sources of the Consolidated Plan were $5,713,468. Total expenditures during the last fiscal year for the CDBG program were $4,415,103. HOME program expenditures during the program year were $1,217,531. Total ESG expenses were $80,834.


The City is required to provide for citizen review/comment prior to submitting the report to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). A public hearing is also required by the regulations. On September 4, 1999, the City published a notice accepting public comments until September 20, 1999. No comments were received. The report has been made available to CPO, and copies of the report were provided in the Finance Department, Human Services Department, City Council office and at the branch libraries.

CITIZEN INPUT
CITIZEN INVOLVEMENT PROCESS.

Agenda Report No. 99-953.


At the May 25, 1999, City Council Retreat, Council Members Cole and Pisciotte were asked to review the recommendations from the Citizen Involvement Task Force regarding restructuring the current citizen involvement process and develop a proposal for the City Council.   Council Members Cole and Pisciotte developed a District Advisory Board proposal and met with current Citizen Participation Organization (CPO) members, neighborhood association members and members from the Citizen Involvement Task Force.


Since there was not a consensus on the District Advisory Proposal, it has been recommended that the City Council develop an alternative citizen involvement process with an end date to the current CPO on or before April 15, 2000.    The planning and zoning process will also be reviewed as a part of this initiative.  The resolution sets forth the Council’s intent to proceed on these matters.


Currently, CPO and one Neighborhood Assistant positions are funded with CDBG allocations.  Staff would need to work with representatives from HUD, Housing and Urban Development, to determine qualifications for changes in the current process.


The City Council has the authority under its Home Rule powers to sunset and abolish the CPO.
Council Member Pisciotte
Council Member Pisciotte expressed concern regarding the relationship between CPOs and development neighborhoods. 


A Citizen Involvement Task Force came forth with a report; however, there was no consensus on how to restructure citizen involvement.


Public hearings were held on a proposal developed by Council Members Cole and Pisciotte, again with no consensus.

Council Member Cole
Council Member Cole said the proposed Resolution had been rewritten and read the following portion of the Resolution:


Council Member Cole said what is determined from looking at the MAPC will have a large impact on the function of a new entity.

Mayor Knight
Mayor Knight inquired whether anyone wished to be heard.

Elizabeth Bishop
Elizabeth Bishop, representing Partners in Development Research, a group whose mission is to involve more citizens in land use decision making, asked the Council to consider the deep connection between citizen participation, neighborhood activism, and urban planning.  Land use decision making is the heart and soul of neigherbood activism, and a major motivator for citizen participation.


Ms. Bishop expressed five serious concerns regarding citizen participation in the community's planning processes:

Ms. Bishop asked that the CPO not be sunset unless or until a replacement has been decided on and the MAPC issues have been fully addressed.

Larry Ross
Larry Ross said the proposed District Advisory Boards had a flawed process and there was no consensus developed; and that the "CPO is superior to the great void."

Bill Willey
Bill Willey, past president of CPO 2, said CPO is probably the most "in your face" representation of local government.  It is a good way to address public concerns.


More citizen input is needed.

Council Member Pisciotte
Council Member Pisciotte suggested a more all-inclusive method for citizen involvement should be found.


The community is capable, with broad based input, to develop a dynamite proposal called the "Wichita Plan which should involve everyone in the decision making process

Council Member Cole
Council Member Cole said she was looking for advisory boards that would meet on a monthly basis to consider issues common with most of the neighborhoods.  There should be meaningful dialogue to help decide what the needs are for the district.


There is no way a Council Member can attend 35 to 40 meetings, develop a comprehensive work plan, and develop concerns for neighborhoods.

Council Member Lambke stated that he would like to see each Council Member submit ideas for City Council consideration.

PUBLIC HEARING ON SUPPLEMENTAL ASSESSMENTS FOR ONE PAVING AND ONE WATER PROJECT.
Cathy Holdeman
Assistant City Manager reviewed the Item.


Agenda Report No. 99-954.


During a recent reconciliation of outstanding projects, two errors were identified on two separate special assessment projects.  All affected parties have been notified of the supplemental assessments and the public hearing.  City Staff held an informal hearing regarding these assessment adjustments on September 24, 1999.


The paving resolution for the 37th and Toben project was filed in 1984.  At that time, the resolution called for the parcels to be assessed on a front-foot basis unless lots were subsequently split, then assessments would be based on a square foot basis. Construction of the improvement was delayed until development was substantial enough to  necessitate the improvement.  When the improvement was completed (and the parcels ready to be assessed), all of the parcels had been split or altered in some fashion with the exception of four parcels.  When the specials were computed for this area, however, the logic used was invalid for the lots being assessed.  The result was approximately half of the owners were being overcharged, and half were being undercharged.


The water resolution for the Rocky Creek Addition was filed in 1996; however, in March of 1997, a rescinding resolution was submitted to Engineering.  This resolution called for a reduced improvement district which would have increased the (per lot) cost of the remaining parcels.  The parcels being excluded from the original resolution were to be added to an improvement district for an adjacent improvement, thus equalizing the assessments for the two improvement districts.  When notices of assessment were sent, the calculation was based on 55 lots as opposed to the new district size of 38 lots.  The principal increase to each property owner is approximately $520.


Statements of Supplemental Assessments with these adjustments were mailed to property owners on September 17, 1999.  By approving the supplemental assessments, the corrections can be made to the tax roll; affected property owners will receive their corrected property tax bill in November reflecting the changes proposed.


The supplemental assessments are authorized pursuant to provisions of KSA 12-6a12..

NORTHWEST SEWER IMPROVEMENTS.  (District V)

Cathy Holdeman

Agenda Report No. 99-955.


In March 1997, the City Council authorized Staff to retain professional engineering services to develop a master sewer plan for the northwest to address current and future sewer system needs.  On January 19, 1999, the City Council approved a plan for a new sewage treatment plant and other improvements to serve northwest Wichita.


On March 11, 1999, the City Council conducted a public hearing on a number of potential sites for the new sewage treatment plant.  On March 30, 1999, the City Council selected a site for the new sewage treatment plant, and directed Staff to start the process of retaining a consultant engineer to design and construct the improvements.


A Request for Proposals (RFP) for management of the northwest sewer treatment facility projects was sent to qualified engineering firms.  The City's Staff Screening and Selection Committee recommended the team of B&C/PEC to perform the work.


Staff negotiated a contract with B&C/PEC for Northwest Sewer Improvements Program Management in the amount not to exceed $2,816,220.  Services included in the contract are: Program Management; refinement of the Northwest Sewer Master Plan in consideration of the plant site selection; zoning; site permitting; main pump station siting; development of plans and specifications for the new plant, main pump station and force main, Basin 2 improvements, and Basin 3 improvements; construction phase engineering services; and plant start-up services.  B&C/PEC are required to parcel out at least 75% of the design work to local engineering firms.


B&C/PEC will perform the professional services in the scope of services of the contract for an amount not to exceed $2,816,220.


The projects associated with the Northwest Sewer Master Plan are divided into three projects:

The recommendation is for the improvements in Basins 1, 2 and 3 to be designed and constructed with the Northwest Sewage Treatment Plant as part of S-512.  Therefore, it is proposed to shift $950,000 in the 1999 CIP budget from S-514 to S-512.  There will be no change in the total CIP budget.

On August 3, 1999, the City Council approved a Contract with Camp Dresser & McKee, Inc., (CDM) for design services for improvements at STP #2 (CIP S-513) Sewage Treatment Plant #2 Improvements.  Included in the improvements were additional odor control measures at the facility.


Staff and CDM believe the modification to the headworks structures, coupled with recent concerns, offers an opportunity to expand the areas in which odors are controlled at STP #2.  As a part of the project, Staff recommends involving interested parties such as Citizen Participation Organizations and area citizens in a public forum on odor control initiatives related to the project.  The forum would also serve to increase awareness of what has been done in the past.

After receiving responses to the RFP the City’s Staff Screening and Selection Committee selected the firm of Jones Rice Foster, P.A. of Wichita, Kansas to perform these services. The firm of Jones Rice Foster, PA was selected by the City’s Staff Screening and Selection Committee to conduct a needs assessment study in order to provide recommendations for the design of three potential park sites—Chapin Landfill, Brooks Landfill and the Garvey site.  The consultant will 1) identify community stakeholders with in interest in development of the sites, 2) hold public meetings and interviews with interested parties and neighborhood groups 3) organize an oversight team to evaluate and provide recommendations as a result of the public input, and 4) develop a final report to the City.

FRANCHISE REVIEW
MULTIMEDIA CABLE FRANCHISE REVIEW:  CONSULTATION SERVICES.


Agenda Report No. 99-962.


The current franchise ordinance with Multimedia Cablevision was adopted by the City Council on February 18, 1994.  At this time, the franchise ordinance (originally adopted in 1990) was voluntarily reopened at the request of Multimedia to expand the cable franchise grant into a broadband telecommunications network.  Beyond the expansion of technical services available from Multimedia, other terms of the ordinance were essentially left the same.  In September 1996, a financial compliance review was completed.


In May 1999, the City provided Multimedia written notice of the City's desire to perform a five-year review, as provided by the ordinance, of the current franchise.  The objective of the review is to look at changes in law and regulations as well as the entire franchise agreement to determine what changes or technology improvements are needed.  City Staff met with Multimedia prior to the announcement of the Asset Purchase Agreement by Cox Communication, Inc., of Multimedia and discussed issues.


On September 14, 1999, the City Council approved the ordinance transferring the franchise agreement from Multimedia, Inc., to CoxCom, Inc. (a subsidiary of Cox Communications, Inc.).


Cox Communications, Inc., has acknowledged that a five-year franchise review is in process.


From preliminary reviews, Staff believes that the current franchise may not be fully serving the community in technical services provided to the Public Educational and Governmental Institutes (PEG Access) which were previously agreed to in 1990.


To assist Staff with technical advice, a Request for Proposal (RFP) was developed seeking a formal assessment of the current franchise ordinance, recommendations for negotiations, and benchmarking the term/conditions of recently negotiated franchises in other communities.  Additional services will be to provide an education and training session to senior management on the application of data communications technology for municipal operations.


The RFP was sent to 24 firms; the City received four responses.  The Staff Screening and Selection Committee recommended the joint proposal of the Baller Herbst Law Group combined with Navigant Consulting to perform the desired services.


The total fee for services will not exceed $29,400.  The funding for this project is budgeted within the departmental research/development account.

LAWSUIT PAYMENT
PAYMENT FOR SETTLEMENT OF LAWSUIT - CASE NO. 98 C 2205.

The City is the defendant in a personal injury action in which the plaintiff has alleged she was damaged as a result of City negligence in maintaining the water meter box in the 700 block of Hunter Street in southeast Wichita.  


The case was tried in May and the City was found to be 46 percent at fault; the plaintiff 44 percent at fault; and unknown third persons to be 10 percent at fault.  The plaintiff was awarded $29,258.21 in damages resulting in a judgment against the City in the amount of $13,458.78.  The plaintiff moved for a new trial on the issue of damages, alleging that the jury award was insufficient and inconsistent.  The court agreed and a second trial is set for late in October.  This trial would consider only the issue of the plaintiff's damages.  The findings as to fault are set by the first trial.  After evaluating the risks associated with defending the second trial, the Law Department believes there is a substantial possibility that the damage award in the second trial will be higher.  Plaintiff has offered to settle the case for a total payment of $20,000.


Funding for the settlement payment is from the City's tort claims fund.

NORTHEAST SEWER .
NORTHEAST SEWER IMPROVEMENTS.

Agenda Report No. 99-964.


On June 18, 1996, the City Council approved the expansion of the urban growth/service area to include an area generally east of Webb Road to 127th Street East and from north of 17th Street North to 29th Street North and authorized Staff to include that area in planning sewer improvements.  On February 3, 1998, the City Council approved a contract with Mid-Kansas Engineering Consultants to develop a NE Sewer Service Area Master Plan and to design certain improvements to serve this area.  On July 21, 1998, the City Council approved construction of Phase I of the Northeast Sewer Main.  On October 20, 1998, the City Council approved modifications to the CIP that allocated $7.7 million in 1998, 1999, and 2000 for the projects outlined in the Northeast Sewer Service Feasibility Study. These funds are currently in S-5, Mains for Future Development.


In order to better track projects designed and constructed in this service area, Staff proposes setting up a new CIP project, S-515, Improvements in Northeast Wichita.  Subprojects would be set up under this CIP as needed.  Funds from S-5 designated for the Northeast Sewer Improvements would be transferred to this project.


The total budgeted CIP will not increase.  This involves a transfer of allocated funds from one project to another to facilitate financial accounting.


The Bond Resolution and Notice of Intent associated with this project were adopted and approved on October 20, 1998, in the amount of $7.7.million.

CHENEY RESERVOIR
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING/COST SHARE AGREEMENT – CHENEY RESERVOIR WATERSHED.

Agenda Report No. 99-965.


Cheney Reservoir, one of Wichita's major sources of water, provides approximately 60% of Wichita's annual water supply.  Cheney will play an even larger role in meeting the City’s water supply needs in the future.  On August 24, 1993, the City Council authorized Staff to assist Reno County with the submittal of a grant request to the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency for a watershed improvement grant.  As part of that action, the City Council authorized the City to share the costs associated with implementing "best management practices" for the watershed.


It has been determined that Cheney Reservoir has two pollution problems:  sedimentation and phosphates.  Sediment washes into Cheney Reservoir from soil erosion, displaces water, and is a major factor in determining the "life" of the Reservoir.  Measurements of phosphates in the North Fork of the Ninnescah River and in the Reservoir indicate phosphate levels higher than desired.  High phosphate levels can lead to an increase in microscopic plant activity, thus increasing taste and odor problems in the water.


The Reno County Conservation District has funds available from the Water Resources Cost Share Program (WRCS) and the Non-Point Source Pollution Control Fund (NPS) to finance implementation of conservation practices in the watershed.  Under these two programs (WRCS and NPS), the producer can implement “best management practices” that will reduce the pollution from their land and apply for reimbursement of up to 70% of the cost of the improvements.  The proposed cost-share agreement stipulates that the City will pay the remainder of the costs for the improvements (30%) in the watershed.  Producers will not be eligible for any costs that exceed the County Average Cost for such improvements.


Although funds for this program were authorized for the Reno County Conservation District, administration of the funds will be through the Cheney Watershed Citizens’ Management Committee.  This Committee is administering the Watershed Management Plan and coordinating the efforts to promote the installation of “best management practices” in the watershed. The funding agreement will help facilitate the creation of partnerships between producers in the watershed and the City to reduce pollution entering Cheney Reservoir.  All counties in the watershed, Stafford County, Pratt County, and Kingman County, have agreed to participate.  Projects completed in those counties will be submitted to the City through the Reno County Conservation District.


There are several alternatives available to the City to reduce or eliminate pollution in Cheney Reservoir.


1) Participate in this program.  The WRCS and NPS programs will provide 70% of the funds used to correct pollution problems in the basin, with the remaining 30% financed by the City.


2) Wait until the pollution problems are more severe. If this alternative were selected, the City would risk available funding sources, as the current WRCS and NPS programs may not be available in the future.  Furthermore, customer dissatisfaction with taste and odor, or the cost of treating it, would have a detrimental impact.


3) Forego efforts to work in the basin and respond to the water quality in the Reservoir.  Poor water quality in the Reservoir could be treated by using various methods, such as granular activated carbon, ozone, or other such methods.  The cost could be as high as $800,000 per year to remove taste and odor compounds in the water, but would not remove the sediment coming into the Reservoir.  To remove the sediment after it is in the Reservoir, and thus extend its life, would require that the sediment be dredged which is a costly and environmentally destructive process.


The maximum WRCS cost-share to a single producer in a fiscal year is limited to a total of $7,500 for each of these programs.  The amount calculated is based on the County Average Cost, or actual cost, whichever is less.  In Reno County the amount of WRCS funds available in fiscal year 2000 is $100,222, and the amount of NPS funds available in fiscal year 2000 is $39,000.


In Stafford County the amount of WRCS available to a single producer is limited to $5,000, and the NPS Program is limited to $5,000 in fiscal year 2000.  The total amount of WRCS available in Stafford County is $24,498 for FY 1999, and $21,165 for NPS.


In Pratt County the amount of WRCS available to a single producer is limited to $3,500, and the NPS Program is limited to $1,750 in fiscal year 1999.  The total amount of WRCS available in Pratt County is $31,306 for FY 2000, and $24,000 for NPS.


In Kingman County the amount of WRCS available to a single producer is limited to $3,500, but for the NPS Program they have left open the option to give all of their funds to a single producer, up to $35,000, in fiscal year 2000.  The total amount of WRCS available in Kingman County is $26,987 for FY 2000.


Total costs to the City shall not exceed $78,435 for WRCS and $50,644 for NPS in fiscal year 2000 for a combined total of $129,079.00 in fiscal year 2000.


These programs are part of a total program in the watershed that is estimated to cost $3,481,400 over a six-year period that started in fiscal year 1995.  Other sources of funding include the EPA, the State Water Plan, the USDA (WQIP $350,000 and ACP Special Projects), as well as the City of Wichita.  This has diversified the cost among numerous funding sources.


The City of Wichita has budgeted $200,000 per year over the past five years in CIP W-500, Cheney Watershed Protection Plan.  The new CIP has allocated $300,000 for years 2000 and 2001, and $200,000 for 2002, 2003, and 2004.

COMPUTER/DATA
FIRE DEPARTMENT COMPUTER SYSTEM.

The Fire Department uses computer technology for electronic mail, report writing, fire data compilation and other functions through a network of personal computers and custom written software supported in-house by Fire Staff.  The Current "Firenet" system is not Y2K compliant and must be replaced.  Additionally, Fire Staff no longer has the in-house expertise to install or maintain a new system.


Change Works and City Staff evaluated Fire system needs.  A new system design proposes replacement of the Firenet system with new, Y2K compliant, computers and servers at a cost of $302,975, and ongoing management of the system through the Data Center at an annual cost of $159,756.  This will include increasing the Data Center staffing by one System Analyst II position.  


Funding for the one-time costs for system installation is recommended to be provided from General Fund appropriated reserves.  Ongoing annual operating costs will be absorbed within the Fire Department operating budget

COLLEGE HILL POOL
COLLEGE HILL SWIMMING POOL IMPROVEMENTS.  (District II)

Council Member Pisciotte
Council Member Pisciotte reviewed the Item.


Agenda Report No. 99-967.


On August 19, 1997, the City Council considered a proposal by residents of the College Hill neighborhood for a public/private partnership to construct a new neighborhood pool.  The City Council voted 6-0 to approve the proposal.  A Petition was submitted and signed by 1,618 of 2,844 owners of property in the proposed improvement district.  CPO Council #2 considered the Petition on May 18, 1998 and voted 7-0 to recommend approval.  The project cost was estimated at $750,000, with $250,000 paid by the City and the balance by special assessments/ donations.  The estimated assessment to individual properties was $250 per ownership tract.


On June 2, 1998, the City Council approved the Petition and Resolution, and authorized the selection of an architect for design.  The City Council later approved a Contract with Howard & Helmer Architects for the pool design and the bid from Caro Construction for construction of the pool.


In June 1999, the excavation of the pool revealed ground water (underground stream)  at a level above the lowest level of the planned pool.   The geotechnical engineer’s initial response was that the water level would likely lower with the dry season.  Based upon this evaluation, the construction of the deep-end of the pool was postponed to see if the water level would lower during the summer.


In July, it was evident the water level was not going to lower.  To proceed with the footings, engineered fill would need to be placed for the footings.  The geotechnical engineer’s recommendation was to remove three inches of saturated muck from the bottom of the excavation and place recycled concrete to the level of the footings.  This was done but later rejected as a suitable base.  The engineer’s recommendation was to remove the saturated recycled concrete, install a filter fabric; install drain tiles, place one-inch rock to the level of the footings, and cover with plastic sheeting.


Two other modifications are also proposed because of the ground water problem.


(1) Instead of discharging the foundation drainage sump pump water onto grade, the water will be discharged into the storm sewer.


(2) Construct the surge pit above ground and lower into the excavation.


Staff recommendation is to have the City pay additional cost for the extra work to solve the ground water level problem.  The cost for the added work is $18,837 and will be funded from the Swimming Pool Improvements 


(P-9601) account.


When the project was marketed to the College Hill neighborhood, the cost to the property owner was estimated to be $250, total/$25 per month. 


The City Council may authorize an increase in the project budget by approving an amended Resolution.

PROJECT ACCESS GRANT FUNDING.
Council Member Pisciotte
Council Member Pisciotte reviewed the Item.


Agenda Report No. 99-969.


On June 1, 1999, the Medical Society of Sedgwick County (MSSC) presented the Project Access program to the City Council and the Sedgwick County Commission during a workshop session.  Project Access is a physician-led partnership of volunteer physicians, social service agencies, hospitals, clinics, area pharmacies, United Way, state and local governments to address the challenge of providing needed medical care to the working uninsured. The Medical Society of Sedgwick County is leading the community partnership to improve access to health care for low-income, uninsured residents of Wichita and Sedgwick County (estimated at more than 50,000). Project Access combines donated physician care, hospital services, and medication assistance in a coordinated program designed to complement and enhance the work of existing low-income clinics. The Wichita program is modeled on the Asheville, North Carolina model which has been operational for approximately three years and recently won a national Innovations in Government Award.


To be eligible for Project Access, patients must live in Sedgwick County, not have insurance and not be able to qualify for other programs such as Medicaid or Medicare. Total family income must be 150% or less of federal poverty guidelines (about $25,000 per year for a family of four).


Patients are referred through existing low-income health clinics, school nurses, parish nurses, the Medical Service Bureau and any physician in the Medical Society of  Sedgwick County. Participating doctors donate their time and services. Diagnostic and laboratory tests are also donated (where possible) and if patients need hospitalization they can be referred to Via Christi, Wesley, Riverside, Kansas Heart Hospital and the Kansas Surgery and Recovery Center. Patients enrolled in Project Access are provided a pharmacy card that can be used at area pharmacies for outpatient prescriptions written by Project Access physicians.


Patients are responsible for the $4 co-pay for each prescription when they receive their medication. Automatic generic substitutions are made when possible and pharmacy services and medications are provided at cost. Prescriptions are capped at $750 per client per year and a prescription formulary limits the types of drugs which can be reimbursed.


Project Access has established permanent offices at the Medical Society of Sedgwick County  located at


1102 South Hillside. Project Access has more than 200 doctors who have agreed to participate in the program and the independent pharmacies, Dillons, Albertsons and Osco pharmacies have also agreed to participate in the project.


The City of Wichita and Sedgwick County have been requested to provide $250,000 each for the first year for the prescription coverage. Sedgwick County has committed local funds for Project Access. United Way recently approved $120,000 to fund the first year of operation of Project Access. Project Access began accepting clients September 1, 1999.


The City has undertaken a public-private partnerships in the past and Project Access represents an additional opportunity to foster new public-private partnerships while improving health care for those least able to afford it. It also permits the City to take advantage of a national model program (which is being considered by 20 other cities) and generate significant return on investment of public funds.


The funding source for the City’s share of the prescription costs  (not to exceed $250,000) will be Community Services Block Grant (CSBG) funds. A contract has been negotiated between the City and Central Plains Regional Health Care Foundation, Inc. The City is requesting a total of $99,989 in grant funds.  No matching or local funds are required.

YOUTH OPPORTUNITY GRANT APPLICATION.

In June 1999, the U.S. Department of Labor issued instructions for Youth Opportunity Grant applications.   The grants are to be used to increase the long-term employment of youth who live in high-poverty areas, develop high-quality programs that help individual youth find better jobs, increase their educational attainment, and achieve community-wide impacts by increasing youth employment rates and educational attainment.  As part of a nation-wide competition, the Department of Labor expects to award 25 to 30 grants.


As grant recipient for the federal Job Training Partnership Act funds, the City of Wichita is the local entity eligible to apply for the Youth Opportunity Grant funds.  However, the grant application has been developed by (and the program would be operated by): Urban League of Wichita; the SER  Corporation; and Boys & Girls Clubs. Other partnering agencies include: Wichita Indochinese Center; Wichita Public Schools; Hope Inc.; Sedgwick County Juvenile Field Service; Ninth Street Church of God; Center for Health & Wellness; and Wichita State University.


The application is for $5 million to operate a local program for one year, with possible extensions of federal funding for an additional four years.  The program plans to serve at least 750 youth per year with a combination of education, job training, work experience, job placement, support service, and mentoring programs.


No City funds are requested for the program.  Sustainability after the end of federal funding will not require City funds.

ACQUISITION OF 7201-7203-7205 WEST CENTRAL FOR THE CENTRAL/RIDGE INTERSECTION PROJECT.  (District V)

The widening and improvement of Central from the Big Ditch to Woodchuck is included in the Arterial Corridor improvements in the 2000 CIP.  As part of this project, the intersection of Ridge Road and Central will be widened and turn lanes added.  These improvements will require the acquisition and removal of the commercial property on the southwest corner of the intersection, commonly known as 7201-03-05 West Central.  The site contains 15,625 square feet and is improved with a 4,057 square foot multi-tenant retail facility.    


The property was appraised at $275,000 and the owner has agreed to sell the property for this amount.  As there is State funding in the project, the three existing tenants will be eligible for relocation.  One of the tenants has a five-year, non-terminable lease.  He has agreed to modify his lease for $46,700.  This amount also includes his relocation benefits and represents a premium of approximately $10,000 for lease modification.  All tenants will continue to pay rent until they relocate. 


The Capital Improvement Program includes funds for Arterial Corridor acquisitions.  The funding source is General Obligation Bonds.  A budget of $370,000 is requested.  This includes $275,000 for the acquisition, $90,000 for relocation and $5,000 for closing costs and title insurance.
