ORDER OF BUSINESS
Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.  The Board did introductions and CM Schlapp explained that the District II Advisory Board meeting is ran differently from all other districts.  She advised that she does not conduct the meeting that Joe Johnson conducts the meeting.  CM Schlapp expressed that this allows her to better receive feedback/advise from the Board and that she participates in the meeting but just does not conduct the meeting.

Approval of Minutes and Agenda

The meeting agenda for February 5, 2007 was approved.  (Goodpasture: Mollhagen, 11-0)

The meeting minutes for January 8, 2007 were approved as submitted (Ryan:Goodpasture, 11-0)

STAFF REPORT

3. Community Police Report

Officer John Ryan, 39 Beat (Patrol East), advised that the Police had been working to address the concerns with the sale of alcohol to minors.  The Officers setup a sting where they sent minors into 25 different establishments, and out of the 25, 6 businesses sold to minors.  These businesses were cited and will go to court in the near future.  The Police department will continue to address this issue and have obtained a grant to help support the efforts. 

Board Members wanted to know if the Police were satisfied with the follow-up of these cases once they had cited them for selling alcohol to minors.  Officers Ryan advised that they are satisfied as the penalties are steep and in some cases the businesses may lose their license.

Officer Ryan also advised that graffiti on the old K-Mart building is an issue, they are seeing repeated tagging’s on this property and as quickly as it is removed, it is ht again with more graffiti.  Police is working with City staff to have graffiti removed as quickly as possible, but this is a constant nuisance.

Board Members wanted to know who from City staff was responsible for addressing the issues at the K-Mart building.  Officer Ryan advised that Randy Thome handles the issues on the property.

Officer Ryan also discussed parking issues at Hyde and Christ Elementary.  Parents are parking illegally and they have discussed this issue with the principals of the school, as well as distributed over 300 flyers explaining the importance of parents parking appropriately.  In addition they have begun to cite parents for illegal parking.  There have been 6 citations given to the parents at Hyde and 15 citations at Christ, in addition 3 arrests.  The arrests were made due to parents not having a license.

The Board thanked the Officer Ryan for his report.

Action Taken: Received and filed.

NEW BUSINESS

4. Charitable Solicitations

Captain Brent Allred, Patrol East, presented the Board with information on the proposed new Chapter 3.26 related to charitable solicitation.  In past years, the Wichita Police Department has experienced safety concerns with persons soliciting at intersections.  Police can ask participants to adhere to the standards of conduct, however there is no immediate means to enforce the guidelines if violated. 

With the proposed new chapter 3.26, the Wichita Police Department can remove those individuals that violate any provision proposed therein.  The new chapter defines the license that is required for a charitable solicitation event as well as the application process and the requirements for license eligibility.  

Using many of the current guidelines as the foundation, the proposed chapter both clarifies existing standards and imposes some additional ones, such as allowing individuals 16 years of age or older to solicit at intersections and requiring the designation of a responsible person who is at lest 21 years of age to be present and act as a supervisor of the charitable solicitation event.  Finally the proposed ordinance gives the Chief of Police or the Chief’s designee the authority to suspend a charitable solicitation license if the organization or any participating individuals fail to adhere to the standards of conduct, or if any part of the license application is found to have been falsified.   Captain Allred also noted that the approved intersections for charitable solicitation had also been revised and that the Traffic Engineer will advised of any construction projects on those assigned locations so that licensing will not give out permits for those locations, while they are under construction.

Board Members wanted to know if the Fire Department had to go through this process, do solicitors have to wear something that is reflective, the definition of an intersection, and if the ordinance could be changed from “No license will be granted in less than 48 hours” to less than 96 hours?

Captain Allred responded that the Fire Department must obtain a permit and go through the same process.  Solicitors should wear reflective clothing but they only receive a permit from the City so it would be there responsibility to require reflective clothing of their participants.  Captain Allred explained that he would gather the feedback from all districts and take that information back to the committee for charitable solicitations and address the possibility of change the hours from 48 to 96.

Action Taken: Board recommended approval with the requested change of the hours from 48 to 96 hours as the timeframe as to when no license would be granted. (Hesse: Crotts, 11-0)

5. PUD2006-00003

Dale Miller, Planning Department, presented the zoning case to create a planned unit development north of K-96 and west of Webb road along Toben Street North.  The applicant proposes to create a planned unit development consisting of eleven parcels, primarily for the purpose of allowing share signage among parcels.  The main purpose of the proposed planned unit development is to allow parcels or lots within the development to share signage without the signage being considered offsite.  The applicant is also asking to increase the size of the signage from 35ft to 45ft tall and 450 square feet.

Staff is recommending approval based on the information and the following conditions, with the exception to condition # 5; staff agrees with the applicant request to increase the signage to 45ft tall and 450 square feet would not cause a problem.

Conditions of staff recommendation to approve:

1. Add 35-foot building setbacks along K-96 and 34th Street North.

2. Add “leased area” abutting the west property line of Parcel 8 to the PUD for joint signage purposes.

3. Revise General 2 to clarify that site development standards, including but not limited to parking requirements and screening, shall be provided per the Unified Zoning Code as per requirements for the LI zoning district unless otherwise specified by the general provisions of the PUD.

4. Add to General Provision #11 that a landscaped street yard is required along Toben Street North and 34th Street North.

5. Provide revised sign plan, reducing the number of signs on K-96 by two and provide a proposed plan of the larger size.  Incorporate general provision that signs shall be shall conform to the sign plan, shall not be less than 150 feet apart; sign height not to exceed 35 feet or 20 feet above the base elevation of the adjoining freeway, as defined in the Sign Code, Sec. 24.04.251.

6. Delete General Provision #15.

7. Any major changes in this development plan shall be submitted to the Planning Commission and to the Governing Body for their consideration.

8. The transfer of title of all or any portion of the land included within the Planned Unit Development does not constitute a termination of the plan or any portion thereof, but said plan shall run with the land and be binding upon the present owners, their successors and assigns, unless amended.

9. Prior to publishing the resolution establishing the PUD zone change, the applicant(s) shall record a document with the Register of Deeds indicating that this tract (referenced as PUD #23) includes special conditions for development on this property.

10. The applicant shall submit 4 revised copies of the PUD to the Metropolitan Area Planning Department within 60 days after approval of this case by the Governing Body, or the request shall be considered denied and closed.

Larry Frutiger had concerns with the signage and wanted to leave the size at the 35ft.  David Mollhagen explained that the sign would be the same size as the Target sign off of K-96 and this should not be a problem.

Action Taken:  Board recommended approval with the noted modification on the size of the signage.  (Crotts: Mollhagen, 10-1) Larry Frutiger voted against request.

6. ZON2007-00005

Dale Miller, Planning Department, presented the zoning request to change from single family residential to allow for duplex developoment.  The applicant would like to develop twin homes along a cul-de-sac.  The area consists of two developed, platted lots located midway between North Rock Road and North Webb Road, on the south side of E. 45th Street North.  

Dale explained that the property to the west has already been developed with duplexes and the new development will include duplexes, a cul-de-sac and that the property is 2.5 acres in size and while hold 14 dwelling units.

Agent Terry Smith, Vulcan Co. advised that the owner wanted to build more duplexes in conjunction with the existing ones and that he had spoken with a concerned resident about a promise made when the original duplexes were put in.  The resident has advised that they were promised that a screening fence would be put up and that has not been completed.  Mr. Terry advised that he would go back to the owner and have this addressed.

Diana Olben, 4423 N. Linden, lives in back of the proposed development area.  She advised that she was promised that they would receive a screening fence when the last set of duplexes were developed and wants to know if the Board would require that screening fence to be installed before approving this request.  She indicated that she does not oppose the development but would like the screening fence put up before new construction begins.

Action Taken:  Board: Board recommended that the case come back to the DAB for recommendation after the fence has been installed.  (Crotts:DeVries, 11-0)

Dale Miller asked if the MAPC should here the zoning request on March 15, 2007, since the recommendation is to ensure the fence is installed first.  CM Schlapp advised that if the fence is installed before the MAPC meeting on March 15, 2007, then staff should proceed with MAPC hearing the case; however, the case still needed to come back before the DAB for recommendation.

Agne Aubrey from Wichita Lifeline, Inc. arrived DAB allowed her to present her information.

Mrs. Aubrey passed out brochures describing the program.  She advised that their service is dedicated to elderly and disabled individuals.  Wichita Lifeline is a non-profit personal emergency response service that ensures that older adults living at home get quick assistance when needed.  

As a subscriber of the program participants will receive a pendant or wristband that has a button for the participant to push so they can ask for assistance.  The monitor is connected with your phone line and when you push the button it sends a signal to Lifeline and they will respond and get the necessary assistance out to you.  The program is $35.50 per month, with a one-time enrollment fee of $60.00

Board Members wanted to know if there was any subsidize programs or contracts.  Mrs. Aubrey advised that they have a indigent fund and they also apply for grants to help reduce the cost for those who are unable to afford the service and that no contract was required for the service.

Board thanked Mrs. Aubrey for her time and presentation.

Action Taken: Receive and filed.

Board recognized Officer Ward and voted to re-open the meeting.  (Hesse:Mayes, 11-0)

Officer Ward, Patrol North, 46 Beat, advised that they will be conducting traffic compliance stops as they have noticed an increased amount of speeding.  He also advised that they are aware of the drag racing that is occurring and working to address the issue.  In the enforcement of the drag racing, he believes that the individuals may be using scanners as they are disbursing quickly when Officers are on their way to the scene.  This issue will continually be looked at and addressed appropriately.

Board thanked Officer Ward for his time.
