On Thursday, July 24th the Department of Finance hosted a public meeting on #282009

City Manager Budget Proposal for District Advisory Boards (DAB) and the general public.
Members of each of the six DAB groups were invited to attend and ask questions or raise con-
cerns about the 20€8010 Proposed City Budget. Members of the public were also encour-
aged to attend and address City staff with questions. David Warren, Director of Water Utilities,
also gave a brief presentation about a water rate increase.

Questions were raised about several issues and projects including the funding of park and rec-
reation positions and services and cultural arts funding. The Finance staff was commended for
its hard work in putting the budget together and presenting Council with another year of no in-
creases in taxes.

Neighborhood Services staff was involved in planning the event through date selection and
DAB invitations, and staffing the event through assisting with seating, and the castion
answer session.
