Sedgwick County Residents Serving on
Human Trafficking Advisory Board
Multiple Agencies Involved

Representatives of the Wichita Police Department, Sedgwick County Sheriff’s Office, the District Attorney’s Office in Sedgwick County and other local organizations have been appointed by Kansas Attorney General Steven N. Six to serve on the Human Trafficking Advisory Board.  

“The purpose of the board is to address the issues of human trafficking in Kansas by using a four-pronged approach of prevention, protection, prosecution and partnership,” said Six.  “This approach will allow Kansas to develop a model to address human trafficking issues within the state.”


Those from Sedgwick County serving on the board include Wichita Police Officer Dwain Diehl, Sedgwick County Sheriff’s Sergeant Amy Tracy Osburn, currently assigned to the Exploited and Missing Child Unit, Marc Bennett, Chief Attorney of the District Attorney’s Office in Sedgwick County, Cheryl Webb, Director of Community Outreach Services of the YWCA/Women’s Crisis Center, Diana Schunn, Director of the Sedgwick County Child Advocacy Center and Karen Countryman-Roswurm of Wichita State University.  The advisory board is chaired by Assistant Attorney General Christine Ladner, a former assistant district attorney in Sedgwick County.

Diehl and Webb were asked to serve because of their involvement in Project Butterfly.  Project Butterfly was created by the Wichita Police Department and the YWCA/Women’s Crisis Center in late 2006 to help local women transition from prostitution to positive, productive lifestyles.


“Among the goals of the advisory board will be to examine ways to assist victims through community coordinated responses to human trafficking, to ensure Kansas is utilizing the best practices in addressing the crime, and to examine public policies to ensure necessary changes are made to decrease human trafficking at the state and local level,” Six said.  


A panel discussion to help educate the public on the issue of human trafficking will take place at Washburn University on Saturday, February 27th from 12:00 – 3:00 p.m.  Officer Diehl, Detective Kent Bauman of EMCU and Chief Attorney Bennett will be members of that panel.
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
