Building Activity

2006 Building Activity
Highlights

1. The fastest growing areas of Sedgwick
County for new residential units continue to
be the Wichita Northwest and Northeast
growth areas. They together represent 46
percent of the new units countywide in
2006.

2. Building Permits were issued for a net total
of 2,764 new residential units countywide.
This is down ten percent from 2,803 in
2005. Another 156 net residential units
were built within Andover in Butler County.

3. Eighty-three residential demolitions oc-

curred in Sedgwick County during 2006. It
is estimated that 46 percent of all demoli-

tions occurred in Wichita's Central growth
area.

4. Of the 2,061 new residential units permitted

in the seven Wichita growth areas, the
Northwest and Southwest growth areas ac-
counted for 905 new units, about 44 percent
of the new unit activity in the Wichita urban-
ized area.

5. About 74 percent of the residential permits
issued in Sedgwick County were located in
Wichita during 2006. This up 8 percent from
2005.

6. In 2006, over $327 million were invested
countywide for commercial, office and in-
dustrial new buildings, additions, and re-
modeling projects. This is down nearly 10
percent from 2005.

RESIDENTIAL BUILDING PERMITS

Methodology

Net residential unit change was calculated by
first determining the total number of new resi-
dential units as reported by building permit data.
From this total, the number of units demolished
was subtracted, yielding net residential change.
Figures for Wichita and the unincorporated por-
tions of Sedgwick County were determined by
building permit data supplied by the City of
Wichita Office of Central Inspection and Sedg-

wick County Information Services. Building per-
mit data for the county’s 19 small cities and An-
dover in Butler County was provided by a survey
conducted by the MAPD.

Data for Wichita and unincorporated Sedgwick
County have been geo-coded with address data of
projects to show fairly precisely where activity is
occurring. Data for the other cities in the county
and Andover are shown with aggregate totals for
each community.

Permits by Comprehensive Plan Growth Area

Residential construction across Sedgwick County
experienced healthy activity in 2006 according to
the number of building permits recorded. The

distribution of this activity is illustrated in Figure
13. Table 12 shows Sedgwick County’s net resi-
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dential unit totals for 2006 for each city in Sedg-
wick County and their growth areas, rural Sedg-
wick County and Andover. It also includes aver-
age annual data for the period 2001 through
2005. Figure 14 shows net residential totals for
each year from 2001 through 2006 for Sedgwick
County.

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In 2006, the 90 net residential units added in the

unincorporated areas of Sedgwick County ac-
counted for 3 percent of the residential activity

countywide. Table 13 illustrates the number of

2006 net residential units permitted in the unin-

corporated areas of Sedgwick County by growth

area as outlined in the Comprehensive Plan. The

table indicates that approximately 47 percent of

the unincorporated area activity was located in
the Comprehensive Plan’s identified urban
growth areas.

Overall, about 47 percent of the net residential
units gained across the county were located in
either incorporated cities or in areas identified as
Wichita or small city urban growth areas.

Figure 15 illustrates Wichita’s new residential
unit trends since 2001. Also, Table 14 provides
a summary of Wichita’s new residential building
permits by type for the years 2005 and 2006 plus
the five-year annual averages for the years 2001-
2005. Approximately 75 percent of new units
were single-family homes in 2006. This is 14
percent less than the average for single-family
