Additional traffic citations written in Kellogg enforcement project

Wichita Police officers today continued the Kellogg traffic enforcement project with additional

citations issued to speeding and aggressive drivers.

A total of 41 traffic citations were issued on West U.S. 54 on July 17, 2009 prior to termination
of the project due to rain. During the operation, 12 speeding citations were issued in the
vicinity of West Kellogg and Seneca St.; 25 speeding citations were issued in the vicinity of
West Kellogg and Mid-Continent Road; and 4 speeding citations were issued in the vicinity of
West Kellogg and Tyler Road. Since the operation began on July 1%, 738 traffic citations have
been issued to motorists.

The highest speed recorded was 90 miles per hour in an area where the posted speed limit is

60 mph. The operation resumes next week and will end on July 31%.
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
