COMMENTS BY HOWARD TICE.

Howard Tice
Howard Tice, 4840 Kimberly Lane, requested appeal of the storm water management fee assessed against his property.  Mr. Tice said the property is not serviced by the system.

Council Member Cole
Council Member Cole reviewed things done in the area over the last four months  including removing silt, cleaning the drainage easement, cleaning 23 culverts, and completing a survey of the area, all involving over 100 labor hours and 47 equipment hours.

Those kinds of things do improve the situation over all and persons in the area should be asked to contribute to the City-wide improvement.

NEW BUSINESS
TRANSPORTATION SYSTEMS
PRESENTATION OF INTELLIGENT TRANSPORTATION SYSTEMS REPORT.
David Hill
David Hill, Associate Vice President with HNTB, reviewed the report.

Computers, communications, and process control technologies are being used to improve the efficiency and safety of transportation systems.  These advanced technologies are generally components of an Intelligent Transportation System (ITS).

The purpose of the ITS Early Deployment Study for the Wichita metropolitan area is to identify the ITS user services appropriate for Wichita and to develop a Strategic Deployment Plan to provide these user services.

The existing highway system in the Wichita metropolitan area includes both extensive freeway and arterial facilities operated and maintained by KDOT, KTA, the City of Wichita, and Sedgwick County.  Much of the congestion experienced in the area is related to incidents on these systems.  There area, however, areas that do experience recurring congestion, such as US 54 (Kellogg Avenue) to the east of downtown and at the I-235 interchange.  Transportation improvement projects outlined in the 2020 Transportation for the Wichita-Sedgwick County Metropolitan Area are anticipated to mitigate the growth of the recurring congestion areas.

The highest priority user services, based on agency rankings, are traffic control, emergency vehicle management, hazardous material incident response, incident management, and highway-rail intersection.  The user services address both recurring and incident related congestion, as well as contribute to the prompt identification and removal of incidents and enhance the safety of motorists and agency personnel.

The major short term activity is implementation of a freeway management system in the Wichita metropolitan area, mainly along I-135 through the center of Wichita. This facility carries high traffic volumes and has a high occurrence of accidents.  System components have been identified for a system that provides coverage of the entire metropolitan area.  The proposed ITS addresses incident detection, confirmation, and response, and includes vehicle detectors, closed circuit television cameras, highway advisory radio, variable message signs, and a traffic/emergency operations center.

Following adoption and approval of the recommendations contained in the study by the appropriate state and local agencies, the next step will be to secure the funding for implementation.  The applications are expected to be incrementally deployed so the cost of implementation can be spread out over time.

CITY CREDIT CARD PROGRAM
CITY CREDIT CARD PROGRAM.
Cathy Holdeman
City Managers Office reviewed the Item.

Many businesses and organizations have issued credit cards under their own names. Easily recognized programs include GM and AT&T credit cards. It is not uncommon to see cards issued by universities, or other large organizations.  Businesses and other organizations issue credit cards for several reasons. The cards increase name recognition for the organization issuing the card. Additionally, they may make customers more loyal to  products or services provided. Finally, the organization issuing the credit card benefits as they receive a percentage of revenue from the credit card sales.

Aside from convenience, customers take credit cards because they are often offered attractive interest rates, valuable rebates or other rewards, such as product discounts, free merchandise, or in some instances money back on purchase volume.

It is proposed that the City of Wichita implement a Credit Card Program and allocate revenues from such a program to designated services, focusing on areas of public art, cultural, recreational and entertainment activities.  In a very limited way, the City is already involved in a credit card program with its use of its purchasing card.  This card is used by authorized employees for various purchases (materials, supplies, travel, etc.), thus reducing transaction and accounting costs. It allows the City to have a consolidated statement and a reporting device on a monthly basis and is a more efficient and expedient way to initiate certain routine purchases.

City management needs to continually find new and different ways of doing business to address the many changes occurring in our community. The City must be able to adapt to the information revolution, changing demographics, and continued technology advancements.  As an attempt to address the opportunities put forth by our changing environment, it is being proposed that the City develop a new and innovative program based upon concepts used in the private sector and a limited number of non-profit organizations. The proposed program is a Credit (affinity) Card Program to be issued under the City of Wichitas name and a major credit card name (VISA or Master Card).

The idea of the City as the issuer of a credit card could be financially beneficial as the City will derive revenue from cardholder purchases. (Revenue is rebated back to the City from the issuing bank.)  Revenue is based upon the number of cards

issued, and the usage volume of the credit card. The more cards that are issued and the more the card is used, the more revenue the City will receive. This revenue could allow the City to accomplish some special projects or programs, such as funds for the arts, culture, recreation, and entertainment.

To encourage individuals to apply for a City credit card, the City must develop an attractive incentive package. Incentives could include discounts at golf courses or other recreational programs, discounts on local museum purchases and memberships, discounts on cultural and entertainment activities,  to name a few.  The City will need to develop partnerships with arts, cultural and entertainment providers to create the volume and quality of  incentives that have value to the cardholder.  The greater the value proposition, the more likely the card will be used, and correspondingly the larger financial rebate to the City and its designated program recipients.

Preliminary research has been conducted to assess the viability of a City Credit Card Program. Other cities have investigated the issuance of credit cards and a limited number of  programs have been initiated. The research indicates that the few cities which have initiated a credit card programs have used them as a secondary revenue source to fund a specific cultural attraction. The revenues derived from those programs have not been as significant as what is anticipated for the City of Wichita Credit Card Program.

Research from a local consultant in the credit card business, has indicated that major national banks, whose primary focus is issuing consumer debt (credit cards), are now interested in working with local units of government.  One major bank has initiated a discussion with the consultant relating to multiple use cards (enhanced magnetic striped cards, or smart cards) and is considering a test market, which could be the City of Wichita.   In essence, the credit card could be combined with a smart card (which has stored value) and could be used to pay for bus fares, library fines, golf course fees etc.) Thus, the market for issuers of credit cards, appears to be more favorable to municipalities, especially with the advent of emerging technology and the growth of electronic commerce.

Discussions were recently held with two of Wichitas largest financial institutions, Commerce Bank and Intrust Bank.  Commerce Bank noted that they have limited experience in the credit card market. They affirmed that the pool of card holders and the incentive package offered is critical to the success of a card. The bank expressed that its interest would be contingent upon the City guaranteeing the Bank a certain amount of business from the card.

Intrust Bank has more experience with issuing credit cards; it currently issues the KU and K-State affinity cards.  Before Intrust would consider working with the City on a credit card program, they would need to know more about the specific incentives to be offered. This bank would  also want to have financial projections based upon the number of cards issued and the dollar transactions associated with the cards, as well as potential revenue from incentive partners.

Based upon the research completed with local banks, and a review of market trends in the larger credit card market, it is proposed that the City retain the assistance of an experienced consultant if it is to move forward with development of the Credit Card Program. A local firm, Marketing & Business Administrators, Inc. (MBA) has extensive experience in this area and would be able to guide the future course of action for the City. Specific responsibilities would include: affirmation of the Citys goals for the credit card program; research and development of the enhancement partners; research and recommendations on product technology (mag striped and smart cards) and uses; development of an RFP to financial institutions; evaluation of proposals with a recommendation to the City; contract negotiations with the successful financial institution and association (VISA or MasterCard); participation agreements with the enhancement partners; card design; card roll out; and initial maintenance.

The cost associated with the development of a City Credit Card program are primarily for developing and negotiating the incentive package involved with credit cards and the appropriate banking institution.  Professional services for consulting services will be required to assist Staff in moving forward on this project.  It is estimated that it will require over 500  hours along with other necessary services to bring this project to fruition.  Of course, if it is determined that there is no market or the necessary incentives can be developed, this project can be abandoned without the necessity of spending additional funds.

Staff is seeking an allocation not-to-exceed $75,000 to develop and market this credit card program. Significant revenues from this program are anticipated once the card is developed.  Revenues (based upon a negotiated percentage, the issuing bank will rebate a percentage of the revenue back to the City) will be dependent

upon the volume of card holders and the dollars spent by persons using the card. Implementation funds are proposed to be taken from General Fund reserves; These funds will be reimbursed from initial proceeds of the credit card income.

The City would have no legal liability for card holder who do not pay their bills.

Mayor Knight momentarily absent with Vice Mayor Rogers in the Chair.

Council Member Martz
Council Member Martz said improper use of credit cards is the number one financial problem for citizens.  Council Member Martz spoke in opposition to additional credit cards being made available.

HYDRAULIC RECONSTRUCTION
RECONSTRUCTION OF HYDRAULIC, FROM MACARTHUR TO SOUTH CITY LIMITS.  (Requested by Council Member Lambke)

Council Member Lambke
Council Member Lambke reviewed the Item.

The 1998-2007 Capital Improvement Program includes funding to upgrade South Hydraulic Street to a four lane roadway.  The portion of Hydraulic from MacArthur to 47th Street South is programmed for construction in 2005; from 47th Street South to south of 55th Street South is scheduled for 2007.  Prior Capital Improvement Programs in the late 1980's included construction of Hydraulic Street at earlier dates.  In 1989, the project was deleted primarily because of the high cost and need of associated drainage improvements and the relatively low growth in traffic volumes.  It was reinstated in 1991 with construction scheduled for the year 2000. After the 2020 Transportation Plan was adopted by the City Council in 1994, other projects with higher priority ratings (i.e. traffic volumes, safety, and traffic growth rates) pushed this project further into the future and, in the most recent approved Capital Improvement Program, it was scheduled for the years 2004-2007.

The area surrounding Hydraulic is comprised primarily of mixed-type residential neighborhoods.  Much of the area was originally developed outside the City without adequate drainage systems.  Development activity and traffic volumes are increasing, but not as rapidly as many other parts of the City.  Since 1988, traffic volumes in the portion of Hydraulic - from MacArthur to 47th Street South -  have dropped from 5-16%.  The latest available counts show 24-hour two-way traffic counts of about 9,100 vehicles/day north of 47th Street and 10,000 vehicles per day south of MacArthur.  In the same time period, traffic volumes in the section of Hydraulic from 47th Street South to 55th Street South have increased from 10-19%. The latest counts are 7,500 vehicles/day north of 55th Street and 12,900 vehicles/day south of 47th Street.  These numbers indicate that the most critical section of Hydraulic is south of 47th Street South.

Although development and growth in traffic volumes have been the primary concerns expressed by many of the residents of this area, an adequate drainage system is a prerequisite for any street construction and is an overriding financial issue and budget concern.  This area is not unlike what the same area of South Seneca was until drainage and paving improvements were constructed in that there are many unpaved residential streets and nonexistent and/or inadequate drainage systems.  Solving these drainage problems will require an significant investment.  Should the City Council desire to begin work towards designing and constructing the required drainage systems to allow for street construction, Staff would recommend contracting for a drainage study which would reflect the area drainage needs involved with this project,  followed by the design of the required drainage facilities.  Following this pre-Hydraulic construction drainage system, the design of the pavement reconstruction could follow.

Should the City Council wish to reschedule this project, the Capital Improvement Program would have to be amended to program necessary costs associated with this project. An accelerated  implementation schedule and estimated costs follows:

Funding for the drainage design and construction is not currently budgeted in the Capital Improvement Program, nor contemplated in the current Storm Water Utility fee structure.  Funding options are to include this work to compete with other projects utilizing General Obligation bond funding, programming it to compete with other Storm Water Utility fee funded projects, or to increase the Storm Water Utility fee to cover the increased cost.

The current Capital Improvements Program(CIP) is currently under review for capital budgeting for the next two years.  Planning for Hydraulic Street (drainage and construction) could be included in the CIP if it is the intention of the City Council to advance this project.  Because of the significant costs involved with this project, some additional revenue sources may be required to complete the priority capital needs already established by the City Council.

Steve Lackey
Director of Public Works said two of the considerations in how the project is to be programmed would be evaluation of traffic volumes and drainage.  The area has no underground drainage system and would require a pump station to drain the water into the river.

Because of the drainage problems, the project kept falling back in the CIP.

Mayor Knight inquired whether anyone wished to be heard.

Lynn Wassinger
Lynn Wassinger, representing the South End organization, said there is a desperate need for street, drainage, and sidewalk improvements in the area, and requested the project be moved up in the CIP.

Dr. Terry Holter
Dr. Holter, representing the South Wichita Business Association, said Hydraulic has been a major concern for six to seven years.  There are security and safety problems for the schools.  Development in the area is increasing dramatically.  Hydraulic will be a major street with the new development.

Mayor Knight requested that Staff identify financial options to support the project and asked that the City Manager return to the Council with possible actions.

Council Member Rogers
Council Member Rogers said he needed all the information possible on whether the County would participate if the City approved the project(s) in segments.

Ritchie Paving has contracted to accomplish the improvement of Zoo Blvd. between 12th Street and I-235.  The east/north side of Zoo Blvd. is being constructed at this time and it will soon be necessary to construct the east half of the Zoo Blvd. and 13th Street intersection. UPGRADE FOR EXPRESS OFFICE EQUIPMENT.

The Water and Sewer Department purchased a NCR 7780 remittance processor with image capabilities and an archive system in 1997.  This system is operated by the Express Office, which is part of the Finance Department, and is used to process approximately 1.2 million water payments each year.  During staffs Year 2000 analysis, it was found that the equipment needed upgrades to be compliant for Y2K and a modification was needed to allow for purging of old data.

Wausau Financial Systems is the vendor that provides technical assistance and maintenance for the remittance processor.  The company will perform the necessary upgrades and conduct testing on this equipment to bring it into compliance for Y2K at a cost of $16,910.00 and perform the modifications for purging of old data at a cost of $1,110.00.  Both items will be complete at a cost not to exceed  $18,020.00.  The software is proprietary, therefore, Wausau Financial Systems is the only vendor to be considered for this project.  To meet the City of Wichitas Year 2000 compliance deadline of June 30, 1999, work must be scheduled by

May 1, 1999.  Funding for the Y2K compliance issues of $16,910.00 will be paid out of the Water Utility Fund while the purging modification for $1,110.00 will be paid for by the Finance Operating Budget.

MT. HOPE CONTRACT
ANIMAL SHELTER SERVICES CONTRACT FOR THE CITY OF MOUNT HOPE.

The City of Mount Hope has requested that the Health Department, through the Wichita Animal Shelter, provide animal shelter services for Mount Hope.  In addition to serving citizens of Wichita, the animal shelter currently provides animal shelter services for the Sedgwick County program serving unincorporated areas and the cities of Clearwater and Park City.  These services are provided under contract between the Health Department and the respective jurisdiction, and were previously approved by the Council.  Additional agreements are pending with Eastborough and Maize.  The Animal Control Program is not a City-County function and is funded strictly by program generated revenue (e.g., dog owner licenses, redemption and boarding fees, shelter contracts) and general City of Wichita tax support.

Use of a central shelter facility by multiple jurisdictions minimizes administrative overhead, and provides a central point of contact for citizens redeeming strays, searching for lost animals, or seeking to adopt pets.  This system provides better customer service at a lower cost, and represents intergovernmental cooperation at the operational level.

The charge to Mount Hope of $ 20.00 per animal will allow total cost recovery for the services provided, including administrative overhead.  In addition to the $20.00 per animal charge, Mount Hope will pay the actual costs of any rabies testing required for animals picked up within their jurisdiction.

CITY HALL CAFETERIA
CONTRACT FOR MANAGEMENT OF FOOD SERVICE.
Agenda Report No. 99-392.

The City Hall Cafeteria operated from the time City Hall first opened in November 1975 through 1996, under several operators.  The cafeteria closed in late 1996 after the last two operators experienced losses.  No operator was found to continue the cafeteria given the age and condition of the furnishings and equipment.  The City expended funds to remodel the space, update the furnishings and refurbish kitchen equipment as necessary.

The Bistro offers employees and visitors in City Hall  a good environment, variety of food choices, and competitive prices; however, the Bistros traffic and gross operational receipts have been insufficient to maintain a suitable food operation.

The Bistro operators have indicate they  are not in a financial position to continue to operate under the current lease agreement (unless it includes a 30-day notice and escape clause) due to the high risk of operating losses. To ensure continued operation of the Bistro (or any food service in City Hall) will require the City to consider some form of guaranteed minimum. Under the terms of the agreement,  in weeks when the operator achieves a weekly gross of (at least) $4,300, the City would pay no support.  For weeks that may fall below this threshold, the City would support the difference with a weekly minimum.  The Operator and City would also work to improve marketing of the Bistro to attract additional food business. so as to minimize any monthly support. A City Hall food service may not be viable as a stand-alone enterprise without City assistance.  A contract amendment has been negotiated with the Bistro operator for the City to provide financial assistance.

Under the terms of the proposed agreement, the Citys commitment would not exceed $30,000, but could be less based upon the gross income threshold.  Funding for the food service financial support will come from the General Fund.

SAFE AND DRUG-FREE SCHOOLS & COMMUNITIES GRANT APPLICATION.

REPAIRS TO CHENEY DAM
REPAIRS TO CHENEY DAM.
Agenda Report No. 99-397.

Cheney Reservoir is a vital component of the City's water supply system.  In 1998 it provided over 65% of the City's water supply.  The dam was constructed in 1995, and was funding by the Bureau of Reclamation, with cooperative funding from the City of Wichita.  As part of the construction agreement, the City is responsible for maintenance of the dam.

In 1998 the Bureau of Reclamation inspected the dam and facilities at Cheney, and prepared the Comprehensive Facility Review for Cheney Dam.  That report included an observation about the condition of the dam.  It states "...damage to the soil‑cement slope protection on the upstream face by wave action and freeze thaw activity continues; the damage presents a potential threat to the integrity of the dam if the dam core material is eroded by wave action at locations where the slope protection has been completely removed.  It is recommended that the reservoir by lowered sufficiently to determine the extent of damage to the slope protection, and that repair methods be developed to prevent erosion of the embankment core material.  It is also recommended that the areas of most severe damage to the slope protection be repaired using funds to be budgeted by the City of Wichita".

Cheney Reservoir is an important component of the City's water supply, and lowering the reservoir could have a significant impact on available water supplies.  At conservation pool, the reservoir holds approximately 170,000 acre feet of water (55,540 million gallons), but if it is lowered four feet it holds only 130,000 acre feet (42,470 million gallons), a reduction of 24%.

Because of Cheney's importance, staff recommends against lowering the reservoir levels for the sole purpose of doing an inspection.  Local structural engineers who have inspected the dam have already identified numerous areas that need to be repaired.  It is estimated that a contractor would only be able to do about $500,000 of work during the winter period if the reservoir is lowered in the fall, and then allowed to fill in the spring.

Staff recommends the City tentatively plan to lower the reservoir later this year (October) to inspect the dam, but also have a contract to do at least some repairs at that time.  While the water is lowered it will be possible to identify and prioritize repair locations, so that if all of the repairs can not be completed at that time, a construction plan can be created for the next time that it would be possible to lower the reservoir.  However, it is recommend that the reservoir be lowered only if the long range weather forecast predicts average, or above average, precipitation during the spring of 2000.   Notification would be provided to the Kansas Dept. of Wildlife and Parks and the other major lake users so that they would be able to schedule activities that they may want to do while the reservoir levels are lower.

In order to comply with the  Comprehensive Facility Review for Cheney Dam, the City needs to try to lower the water level in the reservoir to inspect the dam. The alternatives for the City Council to consider are:

1)
Approve a project to do repairs while the water levels are lowered in 1999-2000.

2)
Do not approve a project at this time, but instruct staff to perform inspection activity only while the water levels are lowered in 1999-2000, and use the information gathered during that inspection to plan a project to be completed in succeeding years.

The estimated cost of repairs possible during the winter season is $500,000.  In order to fund these repairs, the CIP must be amended.

The City's Administrative Regulations require that projects with costs in excess of $10,000 be submitted to the Council to initiate the project.

The City and 10 businesses in the Site have reached agreement with EPA on a reimbursement plan. The Citys portion of the oversight costs is not to exceed $125,000 plus interest and will be paid from the NIC Tax Increment Financing budget.  The oversight costs paid by the City and the other parties will be reallocated to the responsible parties when Project is completed.

The street was not a part of the original plat and the right-of-way was deeded from the Reserve Area.

Waterman Street is not an open street at this location; however there is a short stub in existence with curbing and gravel surface from Circle Drive to the east end of the applicants property.  This portion of the street provides access to the applicants garage.  The applicant wishes to obtain ownership of the land of the land adjacent to his lot in order to provide better control of the usage of that street area.

The Park Board has reviewed and approved this request.  If this vacation is approved, the Park Board is expected to transfer the title of the north half right-of-way to the applicant maintaining a five foot public access easement.  The Board wanted to ensure that a five foot public access easement would be retained along the north edge of the right-of-way, where an existing sidewalk is located.

No one spoke in opposition to this request at the MAPCs public hearing, and the MAPC voted to approve the vacation, adopting the findings of fact that are incorporated in the Vacation Order, subject to the applicant providing a survey to

determine the exact location of the existing drive and any utilities, prior to the case being set for hearing before the Wichita City Council, and that any portion of the Waterman Street right-of-way presently utilized by any utilities be retained as a utility easement.  The applicant has submitted a survey which shows the existing utility line in Waterman, and therefore the entire street right-of-way will be retained as a utility easement through the Vacation Order.
