EMPLOYEE PENSION ENHANCEMENTS.

Mayor Knight
Mayor Knight inquired whether anyone wished to be heard and no one appeared.

Council Member Cole
Council Member Cole said the recommendation is an easy choice for City Council members with limited information regarding pensions.  If there is a disaster, it will be in the future and a problem for future City Council members to solve.  
Most private employers are moving away from the kind of benefits being considered today.


In the not-too-distant past, the City Council had to provide funds because a pension plan was not covered.


The most expensive enhancements are the increase in benefits from 50 to 75 percent and the Police & Fire DROP provision


Council Member Cole suggested the City investigate moving in the direction of a 401K plan.

Mayor Knight
Mayor Knight stated that, in 1980, a task force on cost effective government looked at all government operations with an intensive focus on finance.  The result was modification of the retirement systems.

Ray Trail
Director of Finance explained that the private sector primarily uses defined contribution plans.  If the markets out perform, the employee benefits.  If the markets under perform, the employee receives less benefit.


Public pensions generally use defined benefit programs.  Benefits to employees are generally based on final average salary times a percentage for years of service.  The pension is strictly related to the final average salary.  Wichita is one of a few that also provides a defined contribution plan for employees.  The Police and Fire Retirement employees are not as interested in a defined contribution plan.  The Police and Fire employees are not covered by Social Security and need a more stable pension plan.


The change recommended by Council Member Cole would retire a Council shift in philosophy and concept.  There is a desire to continue exploring options for Police and Fire.


The Retirement Boards went the extra mile to determine the actuarial basis.  Previous failure had to do with a flawed actuarial analysis.  


The employees concerns for those that were caught in between have been addressed.

Council Member Martz
Council Member Martz  said the retirement plans are currently over funded at a 7 ¾ percentage which is fairly conservative.


The 50 percent change to a 75 percent maximum is closer in line with other industries.

ARTS &CRAFTS CENT.
ARTS AND CRAFTS CENTER LEASE AGREEMENT.
Chris Cherches
City Manager reviewed the Item.


Agenda Report No. 99-1063.


In February 1999, the City Council approved a lease with the SER organization to utilize the city-owned building at 2601 North Arkansas Street.   In  March 1999, the City Council was requested to modify the lease which waived the rental fees pending occupancy, along with extending the term of the initial lease from three to five years. The SER Corporation, on behalf of other tenant agencies,  proposed  to lease the building  for its  main offices, in collaboration with other agencies for the Hispanic Community Center Initiative.  Nothing has been done at this building since the February approval date.


In their proposal to use this facility, the SER Corporation was to partner with other agencies to provide the following services: 1)  SER Corporation, job training and preparation; 2)  Wichita A.C.T.’S on Truancy Project, truancy counseling to youth and families; 3)  Child Care Association for  Head Start classroom for bilingual children; 4)  Hispanic Tutoring Program, tutoring assistance; 5)  Quivira Council--Boy Scouts of America, for outreach, recruitment and meeting space; and 6)  Hispanic Family and Pregnancy Crisis Center, assistance for families and teens.


The City agreed to maintain the facility until occupancy, including routine expenses (i.e. utilities, cleaning, grass mowing, vandalism repairs, etc.).


The Arts and Crafts facility has approximately 14,000 square feet. Recently, the SER Corporation informed the City that in order to provide the services originally intended,  additional space would be required (estimated to be approximately 22,000 square feet).   To accommodate the proposed usage and space needs, the SER corporation is requesting the City to allow the demolition of the Arts and Craft building and permit a new structure to be constructed. On the site.  As an alternate proposal,  the SER groups would request that the lease term be extended to ten (10) years, or donate the building to the Hispanic/Native American Coalition and SER corporation.


The Arts and Craft building is located on city-owned property referred to as the Evergreen Park area. As such,  any disposal would require approval of the Park board.  Even though the building is in need of some repairs and modernization, it occupies an excellent geographical location to serve the area neighborhoods and should be retained as a public-owned asset and not released.  Demolition of this structure is not felt to be justified because of the value still remaining in the building and the  multiple uses that could be accommodated at this building without expansion.


If additional space is required as SER represents and  it is the Hispanic/Native American Coalition and SER corporation’s intent to conduct a capital campaign to secure funding to construct such a new facility, it would seem to be in their interest to seek another site, construct their new building and terminate the lease on the Arts and Crafts facility to accommodate other area needs of the community.


Utilized for Building:  When this building was made available, a Request for Proposals was solicited from area groups.


The RFP outlined the intended usage of this building  “.this facility will be targeted primarily for Hispanic community uage.  One of the primary considerations will be the maximum benefit to the entire Hispanic community as opposed to restricted use by one agency.  The successful propoer must provide evidence they have the financial resources, experience and community support to provide the proposed services/program(s), and will not require City involvement or subsidy.  The operation of the Centre must be carried out in a manner that reasonably protects the public investment and expectations of the City.”


There was no provision in the RFP to offer alternatives or  conveyance of disposal of the property since it was never the intention of the Park Board to sell this property.  The term of the lease was established at not more than five years, but with an option to renew under given conditions.


Inasmuch as this building has been idle since February, the Council has the option to terminate the lease or approve, with consent of the Park Board,  other options, including:

(1) Continue with current lease terms/conditions, as originally proposed and accepted.

(2)  Consider extending the lease under various covenants (see below 1)  that would include the   redevelopment, as 

proposed.

(3) Reopen the availability and solicit desired uses from interested groups for use of the facility in an as-is 

condition.

1 -   Convenants would include, but not limited to:  development of plans and specifications for City review and 

approval by specified date; Initiation of construction/rehabilitation by specified date; complete and occupy 

building within given date; implement governing structure prior to construction; implement programming within 

specified date.  If any of the “milestones” are not met, upon notification of failure to meet, covenants, the City 

would immediately termine the lease.


The City has not yet received any rental payments under the lease since no occupancy has occurred; however, operational costs are still being borne by the City. The City Council has allocated $75,000 to make basic repairs that would permit this building to be used; however, these improvements have not yet been contracted pending the finalization of plans by SER.


Any proposal to change the use,  convey or sell this property would require  concurrence of the Park Board.

Mayor Knight
Mayor Knight inquired whether anyone wished to be heard.

Richard Lopez
Richard Lopez, SER Corporation, said the building is 40 years old and Mr. Cornejo has indicated it would be less expensive to build a new structure than to make renovations and add an addition to the building.


Mr. Lopez asked that the Council consider donating the structure or extending the lease so funds can be obtained for renovations.

Mayor Knight
Mayor Knight said the facility is much newer than many schools and has 40 to 50 more years of life.  The building is publicly owned and publicly used.  There is no way Mayor Knight would support razing the building.

Council Member Cole
Council Member Cole said there was excitement with the SER plan and said the start should be small and then see whether the space could be filled.  


There are other organizations, that focus on kids, interested in being in the building.  These organizations would go well with the services being talked about.

Mayor Knight
Mayor Knight said the City wants to be responsive to the leasing requirements.  Perhaps a long-term lease could be provided with provisions that, if expectations are not met, the lease could be terminated.

Knight moved that the City Manager be asked to meet with SER, the Native American Coalition, and others to help

HUD CONSOLIDATED PLAN - ESTABLISHMENT OF PRIORITY NEEDS.
Tom Smith
Grants In Aid Coordinator reviewed the Item.

Annually, the City submits a HUD Consolidated Plan/Combined Application for Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), HOME Investment Partnership program and Emergency Shelter Grant (ESG) funds. As a part of the submission of the HUD Consolidated Plan, the City is required to prepare a new Five-Year Strategic Plan covering the period July 1, 2000 through June 30, 2004.


One of the requirements for the new Five Year Strategic Plan is the identification of priority needs which will assist in allocating federal, state and local resources to principally benefit low and moderate income persons. The priority needs can be changed annually, if desired. However, during the last five year plan (1995-99), the City elected to establish priority needs and operate the plan without modification of the priority needs.


A preliminary list of needs for the 2000-2004 period have been developed. The needs were compiled from City Council goals, the Wichita-Sedgwick County Comprehensive Plan, Long Range Planning Task Force, Neighborhood Revitalization Plan and neighborhood plans. All of these plans had substantial public participation and comment during their development. The list of needs was sent to over 300 local agencies and to interested citizens and community groups for public review and comment. The Citizen Participation Organization and the Human Services Board were also requested to independently rank the preliminary needs.


The City Council has the option of accepting the list of preliminary needs with priorities provided by the public, re-ordering the priorities, or identifying other needs with appropriate designations (High, Medium, Low or No Such Need).


Priority Needs:  The needs presented are community-wide needs which would require all available resources including public, private and federal grant funds to address. If the City Council elects to rank a community need as a high priority, it is anticipated the City would invest resources to address the priority need.


Approximately $5.4 in Consolidated Plan grant funding is estimated to be available to the City next year. This is comprised of approximately $3.7 million for Community Development Block Grant, $1.6 million in HOME funds and $133,000 in Emergency Shelter Grant funds. Actual grant amounts are subject to annual Congressional appropriations.


The Consolidated Plan requires designating the relative priority of housing, community development and homeless needs as “High, Medium, Low or No Such Need”.  HUD defines these terms as follows:


1.
(H) High Priority: Activities to address this need will be funded by  the City during the five year period.


2.
(M) Medium Priority:  Activities to address this need may be funded by the City during the five-year period if funds are
available.


3.
(L) Low Priority: The City will not fund activities to address this need during the five-year period.


4.
(N) No Such Need
There is no need, or it has been addressed.


A public hearing is required by HUD to obtain public comment on housing and community development needs for the Consolidated Plan.

Mayor Knight
Mayor Knight inquired whether anyone wished to be heard and no one appeared.

Council Member Cole
Council Member Cole said she would like a one-week deferral to give Council Members an opportunity to add input.  The blighted program is listed high but specific areas are way down on the list.  City Council Members know the programs that would fit with over-all needs.

Mayor Knight
Mayor Knight said the priority needs list is consistent with priorities heard by the Council.

Council Member Rogers
Council Member Rogers said the priority list is consistent with the needs in the community.

Council Member Cole
Council Member Cole asked whether, if Council Members feel strongly about it,  funding would be considered later for items listed on the bottom.

Mayor Knight
Mayor Knight responded that funding is always in flux.  This is 90 percent consistent with what has been discussed.

Knight moved that the public hearing be closed and the priority needs be established.  Motion carried 7 to 0.

The Council was notified on September 21, 1999 that the proposed assessment rolls were on file for public inspection in the Special Assessments Section of the City Clerk's office.


Notice of hearing was published October 1, 1999, ten days prior to the date of hearing, and affected property owners have been notified in writing.  City personnel held an informal hearing October 11, 1999, for the water and sewer projects.


Statements of Special Assessment will be mailed to the property owners on November 5, 1999.  The property owners have 30 days from date of statement to pay their assessment and avoid paying interest.  The assessments not paid during this period will be in the February 2000 of Bond Sale No. 758 and put on the year 2000 tax roll over a 15-year spread at the interest rate for which the bonds sell.

Council Member Cole requested information on the cost for those unable to afford fluoride treatment and to find a way to provide treatment.

Council Member Pisciotte
Council Member Pisciotte stated that, if this issue is allowed to go before the City Council, the facility will be filled to capacity with people articulating position, not the interests of the community.  The interests of the community are health and choice. 

The City Council should not have to be a court of last resort.


The Mayor has suggested a better way to resolve the issue.

Council Member Rogers expressed concern with the options available through the use of fluoride.  There is more than one way to provide fluoride.

The developers of Bay Country Addition have submitted an Agreement to respread special assessments from a portion of Bay Country Addition which has been replated to Bay Country Second Addition.


The land was originally included in several improvement districts for a number of public improvement projects.   The purpose of the Agreement is to respread special assessments on an equal share basis for each lot.  Without the Agreement, the assessments will be spread on a square foot basis. Cheney Reservoir is a major water supply source for the City of Wichita currently providing approximately 60% of Wichita's annual water supply. On May 7, 1996, the City Council approved an agreement with the U.S. Geological Service (USGS) to begin water quality sampling in the watershed above Cheney Reservoir and began a cooperative program with the USGS and the BOR for a five-year program to perform water quality analysis at sites throughout Cheney watershed.


Objectives of the program are to develop a comprehensive baseline water quality database for nutrients, total suspended sediment, and herbicides throughout the watershed.  Data will be used to determine chemical loading into and out of Cheney Reservoir, to identify chemical loading within the watershed, and to evaluate the effectiveness of improvements that are completed in the watershed.


The total cost of the project will be $1,820,000.  The Joint Funding agreement with USGS will provide 50% ($910,000) of the cost and the Cooperative Agreement with the BOR will provide almost 50% ($900,000) The City will be responsible for the remaining $10,000, along with some analysis at the Water and Sewer Laboratory for an estimated cost of $30,000.


The BOR has submitted two Modification of Assistance Agreements:  one for $196,500 and one for $13,000 bringing their total funding during 1999 to $394,500. These two modifications are needed in order for the City to retain BOR funding for the project.


Funding for the City’s share of the expenses can be paid from CIP W-500, Cheney Water Quality Improvement, which has an annual authorization of $200,000 for cost-sharing water quality improvement projects.


City Council approval is required for items with a cost of $10,000 or more.

CHDO PROJECT
COMMUNITY HOUSING SERVICES/CHDO PROJECT CONTRACT.

CONTRACT AMENDMENT - ANNEXATION SERVICE EXTENSION PLANS.

EATON PLACE PROJECT LENDER AGREEMENT.

The City Council approved a Letter of Intent with MetroPlains Development LLC (“MetroPlains”) on August 25, 1998, for the redevelopment of the Eaton block properties located on east Douglas Avenue in downtown Wichita.  Since then, MetroPlains, City staff and other project participants have worked to finalize a diverse financing package.  All elements of the financial package are now ready for implementation, except for the conventional mortgage loan financing intended to provide permanent financing for commercial retail portion of the Eaton Place Project.  The original lender identified for this piece has declined to make the loan.  As a consequence, the City has assisted MetroPlains to find a replacement lender, the Bank of America.  In order to secure the financing, the Bank is asking the City to provide a cash flow liquidity facility as partial credit enhancement.


The Eaton Place Project consists of two primary components:  1) a 115-unit apartment complex financed with tax-exempt bonds, HOME and CDBG funds, and housing and historic tax credits; and 2) a commercial component consisting of streetfront retail shops, offices and a restaurant, financed with taxable industrial revenue bonds, historic tax credits and equity. A portion of the taxable IRBs will be permanently financed with a $1.5 million conventional mortgage loan.


Under normal lending circumstances, banks require that a significant portion of a commercial retail property be pre-leased prior to giving a loan commitment.  However, given the historic nature of the Eaton Place property and the small size of retail enterprises expected to lease space in the property, it is not possible to provide pre-leasing of space 18 months in advance of project completion.  To substitute for pre-leasing, banks look for credit enhancements to ensure sufficient cash flow from leases to cover loan payments and operating costs.  In this case, the Bank of America would like for the City to provide a limited guaranty to supplement that of MetroPlains and Key Construction.


The cash flow amount that is to be covered by the City’s and MetroPlains’ guaranty is $330,000.  One-half of that amount, $165,000, would be covered by the Lender Support Agreement and the other half by an irrevocable bank letter of credit provided by MetroPlains.  In addition, Key Construction, the general contractor, will provide credit enhancement to ensure completion of the construction work.


The Lender Support Agreement will have a maximum term of five years, same as the term of the loan.  However, the City’s cash flow guaranty amount will be reduced as the commercial property is leased, so long as MetroPlains’ letter of credit remains in place.  Once 66% of the property is leased, the City’s guaranty will be fully eliminated.  MetroPlains agrees to repay the City if any funds are advanced under the Lender Support Agreement, and any such advances will be subrogated to Bank of America’s mortgage.


There are no financial obligations created by this agreement except in the event that lease revenues from the commercial portion of Eaton Place are not sufficient to meet both operating expenses and debt service.  In any event, the City’s maximum annual obligation, under the agreement, is limited to $165,000, subject to annual appropriation as required by the Cash Basis Law.  The funding source for any expenditures arising from this agreement will be the Self Insurance Fund.


The Lender Support Agreement has been drafted by the City’s bond counsel with assistance by the Law Department.  The agreement can be approved by ordinance citing the City’s home rule authority.  In order to meet the deadline for starting construction imposed by federal regulations, it is necessary to declare an emergency and adopt the ordinance on first reading.

OMNISPHERE
OMNISPHERE REPAIRS AND MODIFICATIONS.  (District I)

Chris Cherches
City Manager reviewed the Item.

The building that currently houses the Omnisphere was originally opened 1915 as the City’s public Library.   Andrew Carnegie donated $75,000 for the construction, and the City of Wichita matched the donation for a total construction budget of $150,000.   In 1967, the Carnegie Library was replaced by the new Library (across the street).  The Carnegie building was then used as the Municipal Court building until 1975 when most City services moved to the new City Hall.  The building was then renovated and placed in use as the Omnisphere and Science Center.  The building was placed on the National Register of Historic Places in 1987.


The Omnisphere function will no longer be in the building with the opening of the new Exploration Place.  The future use for the building is committed to the proposed Museum of Aviation History.


To protect/preserve this building, extensive work is needed to bring the building up to current standards.  The electrical system is very old and becoming unsafe.  The other systems in the building are dated and are experiencing added cost to maintain.   The basement must be partially demolished to not only replace the under floor plumbing and electrical systems.  To meet  ADA standards, this building – because of multi-stories -  have an elevator.  Because of the historical designation,  all work must be closely coordinated with the State Historical Preservation Committee.  An architect  is needed to work with City Staff to determine repairs required and assist with the design and construction work.  It is anticipated that the necessary repairs and remodeling can be achieved in 2000-2001.


The 2000 and 2001 CIP (PB-350007 District 1) has a combined total of $642,000 budgeted for the repairs and modifications.   Of this, $342,000 will be funded by General Obligation Bonds.  Currently, $300,000 of the $642,000 is unfunded.   A Historic Preservation Grant Application will be submitted to the State Historical Preservation Committee in an effort to obtain funding for a portion of the unfunded  $300,000.  Upon approval of the project by Council, Staff will advertise for proposals from architects, and seek Council approval to award Contracts to get the design started promptly.  Payments to the architect will be made after January 1, 2000.

FLOOR SCRUBBERS
AUTOMATIC FLOOR SCRUBBERS - BUDGET ADJUSTMENT.  (Districts I, II, III, and VI)

A parking lot sweeper for Century II and an electronic control board for City Hall are budgeted in the 1999 Revised Budget.  After a review of priorities, it has been determined that automatic floor scrubbers are to adequately care for various Recreation Centers, and that the purchase of the sweeper and control board should be postponed for a year.  Some of the Recreation Centers have between 20,000 to 30,000 square feet of hard floor with only one custodian to care for them.  Following large functions, one custodian cannot get the building cleaned with brooms and mops before the next function begins.  Automatic floor scrubbers will dramatically improve the cleanliness.


A Budget Adjustment is needed to move $20,000 from the Public Works Century II budget and $4,000 from Public Works City Hall budget into the Public Works Park budget to provide for the purchase of four automatic floor scrubbers. Budget Adjustments greater than $10,000 require Council approval.


Funds in the amount of $20,000 for the Century II parking lot sweeper) and $4,000 (for the purchase of the City Hall control board) are budgeted in the 1999 operating budget.  A total of $24,000 is needed for the purchase of four automatic floor scrubbers at Park Recreation Centers (Linwood, Edgemoor, Evergreen and Orchard).

PHONE SERVICE
LONG DISTANCE TELEPHONE SERVICE.

The City did not renew the final year of the previous long distance contract in order to take advantage of dedicated long distance access, made possible by the City’s new telephone system installed in February, 1999


Because the type of service required had changed, a Request for Proposal (RFP) for long distance service was prepared.  The RFP was distributed to eleven firms; the City received eight responses.


In addition to price, the responses were evaluated based upon several factors, including the company’s Y2K compliance, the reliability and redundancy of the respective companies’ networks, and the ease of connecting to the City’s system.


Qwest Communications, Inc. meets all operational criteria and offers the lowest overall rate among the responding carriers.  The rates in the Qwest proposal are 29 percent lower than the average proposal, and 19 percent lower than the next-lowest proposal.  Finally, Qwest is well recommended by current customers.


Long distance expenditures are expected to decrease.

EMERGENCY SHELTER
EMERGENCY SHELTER FOR THE HOMELESS.  (District VI)

The City’s 1999-2000 budget includes an appropriation for emergency allocations to assist homeless shelters in meeting shelter emergencies during cold weather conditions.  The Homeless Services Coalition and the Inter-Faith Ministries have requested $7,500 for partial funding of the 1998-1999 winter overflow shelter.  The balance of the funds will come from the County and United Way.


The Winter Overflow Shelter has operated for several years during the coldest months of the winter to provide shelter to those in need of emergency overnight shelters.  These individuals are usually persons who do not seek assistance from traditional shelters.  This emergency shelter service will operate from December 1 through February 28 and will be housed for two-week periods at several downtown churches.  The emergency shelter program will provide services from 6:00 p.m. until 6:45 a.m.  Residents are given beds and are provided an evening meal, usually by the host or affiliated congregation.


The total budget for the Overflow Shelter program is $22,500.  The City, Sedgwick County, and United Way have each been requested to provide $7,500.   Additional in-kind resources, primarily facilities and food, will be provided by the participating churches.  Funds have also been requested from United Way and Sedgwick County.

Since 1992, the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) has awarded Comprehensive Grant Program (CGP) funds to the City of Wichita, Department of Human Services to modernize and update units in the Housing Authority inventory.  Because the Wichita Housing Authority (WHA) has more than 250 housing units, modernization funds are awarded each year on a formula basis.  Eligible Housing Authorities share the national allocation which is determined by a calculation using various characteristics of the housing authority.  The FFY 1997 Comprehensive Grant amount was $985,292 and the FFY 1998 grant totaled $1,042,140.


The Comprehensive Grant regulations allow three years for all funds to be spent.  At this time the CGP 1997 has been 100% obligated and 93% expended.  It will be 100% expended before the 9/30/00 time frame.  The FFY CGP 1998 grant is approximately 35% obligated. Both 


programs will be obligated and expended by the required time frame.

SEWER REPAIRS
PUBLIC EXIGENCY PROJECT - SANITARY SEWER REPAIRS.  (District I)

Staff was informed that a sanitary sewer was leaking into a storm water sewer located in Indianapolis Street at Topeka. The sanitary sewer is 110 years old and the point of leakage is difficult to determine.  Further inspection shows that sewage is backing up in the manholes, which appears to be related to the way the pipe was laid long ago; therefore, the sewer will be reconstructed for the length of a block to ensure that leakage is eliminated and the system is functioning properly.


The sanitary sewer lies mostly under the curb and gutter of Indianapolis Street, which is a brick street.  The cost for reconstructing the sewer in the same location would be expensive.  For this reason, the sanitary sewer will be moved to the south parking of Indianapolis.


Staff met on site with several contractors and received four bids.  W. B. Carter Construction submitted the lowest bid at $33,731.00.  The City Manager approved proceeding with the project on October 14, 1999.


Capital Improvement Program, Reconstruction of Sanitary Sewer (CIP #S-4) has a budget of $2,300,000 for 1999.  This repair will be funded from Sewer Utility Revenues and Reserves and/or a future revenue bond issue.


City Ordinance 2.64.020, “Public Exigency,” allows the City Manager to authorize work to be performed by a contractor without formal bidding.

The applicant is requesting the creation of a Community Unit Plan for the southwest corner of 127th Street East and E. Central Avenue, with the entire C.U.P. being zoned “LC” Limited Commercial.  The majority of the site, 6.6 acres, is already zoned “LC”.  The remaining 1.1 acres represents the balance of the ownership on the western and southern edge of the tract.


The proposed C.U.P. has six parcels.  Parcel 1 is 3.63 acres in size and is situated as the interior portion of the development with one major point of access onto Central and one major point onto 127th.  The five remaining parcels abut Central or 127th and are all slightly less than one acre in size.  Access is proposed via one point of joint access between Parcel 3 and Parcel 4 and one between Parcel 4 and Parcel 5, plus sharing of the major openings with Parcel 1 onto Central and 127th.  The applicant states that cross-lot access circulation agreements shall be required at the time of platting to assure internal vehicular movement between parcels.  These would be particularly important for guaranteeing left turn access for Parcel 4 across Parcel 3 and Parcel 5.


The applicant proposes each parcel permit all uses in the “LC” zoning district except for adult entertainment establishments, group homes, group residential, halfway houses, correctional placement residences, private clubs, taverns, and drinking establishments.  Restaurants that serve liquor would be permitted as long as food was the primary service of the establishment.  All uses that require conditional use permits in the “LC” districts would be permitted only by amending the C.U.P.


Each parcel would be limited to 30 percent maximum building coverage and 35 percent floor area ratio.  All buildings would be limited to 35 feet in height.  Setbacks are shown at 35 feet on all exterior property lines of the C.U.P. A masonry screening wall of six feet in height would be constructed along the western and southern property lines where the adjacent property is zoned for residential use.  Landscaping would include a landscape buffer along the southern property line, and landscape street yards along Central, 127th Street East, and Garnett Avenue.


The applicant proposes that all buildings share uniform architectural character, color, texture and the same predominant exterior building materials, predominately earth-tone colors, and similar or consistent parking lot lighting elements.


The applicant proposes that all signs be in accordance with the Sign Code of the City of Wichita, and with the additional conditions that all freestanding signs along Central and 127th shall be monument-type signs with a maximum height of 20 feet, and the maximum square footage of sign face shall not exceed 80 percent of the C.U.P. frontage.  All monument signs shall be spaced a minimum of 150 feet apart, irrespective of how the land is leased.  The following signs would not be permitted in the C.U.P.: flashing (except time, temperature and other public service messages), rotating and moving signs; portable signs; off-site signs; window display signs with more than 25 percent of the window area; and signs on the rear of any buildings.


A suggested definition of a monument sign, until the Sign Code is amended, is that it be a detached sign where the width of the base of the sign is at least ½ of the width of the widest part of the sign face, or where the base consists of two or more supports where the sign face is not more than two feet above the average grade of the ground.  The materials of the base shall be one of the following: masonry, wood, anodized metal, stone or concrete.  A monument sign shall harmonize with the architecture of the structure or complex it serves and be constructed of materials consistent with the same.


The proposed C.U.P. is located in an area that is in the process of transition.  Historically, the area was developed with a semi-rural character.  The opening of K-96 with an interchange approximately one-fourth mile southeast of the site has provided an impetus for urban development along the East Central corridor.  New development in the area includes a service station/car wash and the Elpyco Church of Christ to the north.  To the east of K-96, there are several single-family subdivisions, and the Vyne, an assisted living facility.  Proposed new development includes relocation of the Church of the Magdalen to the northwest, proposed office development and a residential-suites hotel to the west.


Existing uses on the proposed C.U.P. site includes an abandoned structure, most likely an abandoned house, and three or four additional residences.  These structures would be removed before commercial development.  The area to the south and southwest of the application area is occupied with residences zoned “SF-6” Single Family on lots averaging one to two acres in size.


At the CPO(2) meeting held September 27, 1999, CPO voted (4-1-1) to recommend the zone change and the C.U.P. be approved.  Several citizens were present.  The main concerns expressed were the type of development anticipated and whether the development will share in sewer costs associated with the Four-Mile Creek Sewer District.  One member abstained, noting a professional conflict of interest.


At the MAPC meeting held September 30, 1999, MAPC voted (13-0) to approve the zone change and the C.U.P. with the recommended conditions, as revised.  The applicant requested that the condition restricting access to Garnett be revised to allow one opening no farther than 300 feet south of Central, with the possibility of a second opening in the event the property to the west of Garnett is rezoned from “SF-6” Single Family.  This change was included in the motion.  Two neighbors were present to speak.  Both spoke in support of the application, but expressed concerns to ensure the development bears its fair share of sewer hook-up costs.

The applicant is requesting a Conditional Use to allow an accessory apartment on residential property zoned “TF-3” Two-Family Residential.  The property consists of two lots in the Dixon’s Addition to Wichita, totaling 6,500 square feet. Currently there is a garage at the rear of the lot, which will be removed, this being the approximate location of the new accessory apartment.


Through a divorce agreement, the owner, Mr. Jones, is required to care and provide for his ex-wife, who currently lives in the existing home.  The applicant wishes to move into the home and build an apartment for his ex-wife where the existing garage stands.


The site is bordered on all sides by property that is zoned “TF-3” Two-Family Residential, but is used for single-family homes.  Wichita’s original zoning code did not contain a zoning district reserved exclusively for single-family residences, so many of the older residential area have “two-family” zoning, even though they were developed predominately with single-family homes.  All the homes in the area are a mix of two- and one-story homes and appear to have been constructed at the same time, probably between 1918 and 1926.


The applicant has provided a site plan for the development of the accessory apartment. As stated earlier, the new apartment will be developed on the location that is currently occupied by a garage.  The new structure will be 24 feet by 24 feet and situated 6 feet off the side property line and 8 feet off the rear property line.


As per the Unified Zoning code, the Conditional Use requirements for accessory apartments stipulate:


(a) that a maximum of one accessory apartment may be allowed on the same lot as a single-family dwelling;


(b) that the appearance of an accessory apartment  hall be compatible with the main dwelling and with the character of the neighborhood; and 


(c) that the accessory apartment shall remain accessory to and under the same ownership as the principal single-family dwelling, including that it shall not be subdivided or sold as a condominium.


At the CPO(1) meeting held September 27, 1999, the CPO  voted 7-0 to approve the request subject to conditions found in the staff report.  The applicants, Shirley and Mansel Jones, stated that through a divorce agreement, Mr. Jones is required to care and provide for his ex-wife, who currently lives in the existing home.  The applicants wish to move into the home and build an apartment for Mr. Jones’ ex-wife where the existing garage stands.  One citizen was there to speak, expressing concern that the valuation of her property might be negatively impacted


At the MAPC hearing held September 30, 1999, Shirley Jones (co-applicant) discussed the request.  Mrs. Jones stated that she was in agreement with the staff recommendation and conditions.  There were two residents who spoke in opposition to this request.  Their primary concerns were that they did not want rental property in their immediate neighborhood and they did not want the “harmony” of the neighborhood disturbed.  After discussion, the MAPC voted to approve the request, subject to conditions stated in the staff report.  Petitions protesting the proposed Conditional Use from owners who represent 21% of the property within 200 feet of the application area have been received.


After the MAPC hearing, the applicants submitted a letter addressed to the City Council regarding this Conditional Use application.
