Weapons Destruction

In January 2005, the Wichita Police Department presented a request to the City Council to destroy approximately 800 weapons that the Department has seized.  The Council directed the Police Department to look at alternate weapons disposal methods, including the sale of weapon parts or the sale of weapons.  The Police Department put together a citizen committee to look at options.  Additionally, House Bill 195 was signed into law by Governor Sebelius, which slightly changes the way weapons from District court cases can be disposed.  A review of weapons disposal options will be presented during this workshop.
