The
Neighborhood Services team is often the link between these Associations and the City
departments and services needed. The team has positive ways of communicating anc
responding to associations that gain trust, build quality relationships and make a dif-
ference.

3. Improving Neighborhoodsif a neighborhood needs improvement, local residents are
the best resources to help initiate change. Associations and City Departments can
work together to develop long range beautification and improvement projects. Im-
proving neighborhoods is one of the main goals of the Neighborhood Services team.
We strive to provide both physical and educational resources to residents to help with
their efforts to make their neighborhoods better. The NS team often partners with as-
sociations on projects such as dilapidated building repair, home repair resources and
education, yard cleaning, bulky waste clean ups, neighborhood gardens, neighbor to
neighbor training, inspection education, and volunteer opportunities.

It is important to have similar goals and objectives when working together. The goal is to
make our neighborhoods and communities better places to live, and to continue to help all
Wichita neighborhoods whether your neighborhood has an established Neighborhood As-
sociation or not.
