Discussion of Sexually Oriented Businesses

On February 8, 2005 the City Council approved a six-month moratorium on the acceptance and approval of applications for permitting and licensing sexually oriented businesses. The Council directed staff to more fully study the regulation of such businesses and to pursue development of comprehensive ordinances regarding such licensure and regulation. The staff team is ready to present its findings and recommendations to the City Council for discussion and direction.

The City Council at its June 21, 2005 Workshop received a presentation on the Draft Strategic Agenda. The Draft Plan is divided into four sections: Economic Development and Education; Quality of Life; Infrastructure; and Government. The Council is asked to provide input on Vision, Mission and Core Values statements along with the section on Quality of Life.

City staff has been approached by the Wichita Downtown Development Corporation to explore whether or not the City should allow street performers in the downtown area. Should the Council indicate support for allowing street performers, staff will continue its research on managing and regulating performers and will bring back a revised ordinance for Council consideration.
