Comments by Robert Hartman, Kansas Children's Service League - Fluoridation.

Robert Hartman
Robert Hartman said fifty years of research have proven that fluoridation is safe and works.  If the water were fluoridated, poor, disadvantaged children wold have fewer cavities and dental diseases.  There are 24,000 disadvantaged children in this area and 42 percent of Kansas have no dental care coverage.


Fluoridation might be the only means of dental care for lower-income families.

City Engineer reviewed the Item.


Agenda Report No. 00-0264.


The signatures on the Petition represent 116 of 192 (60.4%) owners and 49% of the improvement district area.  A February 17, 2000, neighborhood meeting was held to discuss the Petition.  Sixteen property owners were present.  Most indicated support for the project.


The improvement district is a mixed use area that is predominantly residential in character.  There are several large tracts that are undeveloped.  Area residents report that the well water is poor quality.  The area is planned for annexation by the City of Wichita.


The estimated project cost is $1,900,000 with $1,596,000 assessed to the improvement district and $304,000 paid by the Water Utility.  The Utility share is for the cost of oversizing the pipe to serve future development beyond the improvement district.  The proposed method of assessment is the square foot basis.  The estimated rate of assessment is $00.14 per square foot of ownership.  An area property owner with a large residential lot has requested that the method of assessment be changed to the per unit basis.  Residents of the Pine Bay neighborhood, a golf course/residential development, have requested that their fairway easements be removed from the improvement district.

Mayor Knight inquired whether anyone wished to be heard.

Kim Edgington
Kim Edgington, representing George Clark, said Mr. Clark had the well tested for 35 different substances and all tests results showed the substances as being non-detectable.  This would create an extreme economic hardship on residents with limited incomes in the area.

RECONSIDERATION OF RESOLUTION NO. R-99-384 - PETITION FOR WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM - 57TH TO 63RD STREETS SOUTH.  (District III)

Agenda Report No. 99-981 A.


On October 12, 1999, the Council considered a petition seeking water distribution system improvements for an area located outside the city limits between 57th Street to 63rd Street South and west of the Riverside Drainage Ditch.  The petition called for apportioning the costs of these improvements on a square foot basis.  The Council, based on comments from several owners of property in the improvement district, approved the petition but modified the method of assessment to provide for apportioning the costs on a modified fractional basis.


Further review of the improvement district and ownership records indicate that apportioning costs on a modified fractional basis would result in a spread of assessments which does not appropriately allocate the costs of the project in a manner consistent with the benefits each parcel of land receives.  The proposed amendment apportions costs on a square foot basis, consistent with the petition.


The estimated project cost is $1,660,000.  This area is now within the City limits and; therefore, the Water and Sewer Utility will pay a portion (10%) of the project representing the costs of constructing oversized lines to serve future development.  For the portion of the total cost paid by the improvement district, the estimated rate of assessment is 21.7¢ per square foot.


The petition submitted last fall is sufficient under state law and the Council may amend the provisions of Resolution R-99-384 to change the method of apportioning the costs of the project from a modified fractional basis to a square foot basis, and to reflect the reduction in the share to be paid by the improvement district.

Timothy York
Timothy York said the 1 to 1.5 method would provide $2,500 difference in assessment while with the other method, one owner would pay three times as much as one sharing a common property line.


Mr. York said he did not choose to have a larger lot.  Persons with smaller lots do not incur the high cost of maintenance required by larger lots.

The signatures on the Petition represent 9 of 12 (75%) of resident owners and 39.9% of the improvement district area.  A March 9, 2000 neighborhood meeting was held to discuss the Petition.  No property owners were present.


Bullinger is an unimproved sand road that provides access to an area of single-family homes and a church building.


The project budget contained in the petition is $75,000 with the total assessed to the improvement district.  The method of assessment is the square foot basis.  The estimated rate of assessment is $00.28 per square foot of ownership.  The project budget includes an estimated amount for the construction of drive approaches which are assessed directly to individual properties and are in addition to the estimated amount to construct the street.

The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) requires submittal of a Consolidated Plan/Combined Application for the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), the HOME Investment Partnerships (HOME) and the Emergency Shelter Grant (ESG) program. Staff have prepared the plan which includes the priority needs, a Five-Year Strategic Plan (2000-2004), a One-Year Action Plan (2000-2001), and the Citizen Participation Plan. The One-Year Action Plan includes the annual funding allocations made by the City Council on March 7, 2000.


The City’s preliminary 2000-2004 Five-Year Strategic Plan identifies needs and general strategies to be employed to address needs. The preliminary 2000-2001 One-Year Action Plan lists the specific federal resources expected to be available from various grant assistance programs to address priority needs (as adopted by the City Council); a description of the activities funded by the City Council; and the geographic location of the activities to be undertaken during the fiscal year. The 2000-2001 One-Year Action Plan covers the period July 1, 2000 through June 30, 2001. The proposed Plan also includes the amended Citizen Participation Plan approved by the City Council March 28, 2000.


The 2000-2001 One-Year Action Plan totals $5,855,000 and is comprised of grant funds and estimated income (primarily from revolving funds such as Historic Loans). Other funds include unexpended funds from prior year completed projects. All of the Consolidated Plan funds have been previously allocated by the City Council and committed to revolving funds or approved projects. Including the Section 108 Loan Guarantee and Economic Development Initiative funds, a total of $10,193,700 will be available for approved projects.


The City has met all federal requirements to proceed with issuance of a preliminary Consolidated Plan/Combined Application. A thirty-day public comment period is required before the Plan can be formally adopted and submitted to HUD.

CESSNA
CESSNA INDUSTRIAL DISTRICTS (WALLACE AND PAWNEE) EXPANSION.
Gary Rebenstorf 
Director of Law reviewed the Item.


Agenda Report No. 00-0339.


On February 27, 1979, the City Commission adopted resolutions recommending the approval of Cessna Aircraft’s petitions for the incorporation of the Pawnee Industrial District and the Wallace Industrial District.  The County Commission ordered the incorporation of those two districts on February 28, 1979.  In May of 1979 the City approved ordinances authorizing agreements with Cessna providing for the non-annexation of property within the two districts.  Additional land was included in each industrial district in August of 1987.  The non-annexation agreements were for 20 years, the maximum allowed by State law.  On June 15, 1999, the City Council extended those non-annexation agreements for another 20 years.


Cessna is now seeking the City of Wichita’s recommendation in support of an expansion of the two industrial districts.  Cessna also seeks an amendment of the non-annexation agreements to cover the proposed new expansion areas.


Cessna Aircraft Company has filed petitions with Sedgwick County to include newly acquired properties within the existing Pawnee and Wallace Industrial Districts.  Because the properties are within 3 miles of the Wichita City limits, City consent to the expansion is required under State law.  Timing of the expansion is important to Cessna because of the infrastructure construction necessary to its plans to build a new $12.5 million Cessna parts distribution facility.

Similar documents are prepared for each industrial district.


The current City budget has not projected property tax revenue from property located within the Cessna industrial districts or the expansion areas.  There would be no reduction in City tax revenue as a result of the expansion of the districts.

On August 6, 1996, President Clinton signed the Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA) Amendments of 1996.  Section 1452 of the Act established the Drinking Water Loan Fund (DWLF) to assist public water supply systems in financing costs of infrastructure to achieve and/or maintain compliance with SDWA requirements and to protect public health. Legislation creating The Kansas Public Water Supply Loan Fund (KPWSLF) was passed in 1994 and may be found in K.S.A. 1998 Supp. 65-163d through 65-163u.  The appropriation for Kansas for FY99 is $775 million.


The Water & Sewer Department submitted a preliminary request for a loan of  $12.13 million for reimbursement of expenses associated with the Northeast Water Transmission Main. The loan has been tentatively approved pending a public hearing, an environmental review, and enactment of a Resolution by the City Council.


The interest rate on the loan will be 80% of the 90 day bond index and will be secondary to other revenue bond debt.  The loan will not impact the credit rating of the General Fund, nor the ability of the General Fund to issue bonds.  Interest will accrue as the Utility draws down the funds, and only the amount actually spent on the project will be borrowed.  The Finance Department concurs with the loan request.

The City is offering for sale two series of General Obligation Airport Temporary Notes totaling $1,630,000 and two series of General Obligation Airport Bonds totaling $3,595,000 for the purpose of providing temporary and permanent financing for duly authorized capital improvement projects for both the Mid-Continent and Jabara Airports.


Temporary financing will be composed of General Obligation Airport Renewal and Improvement Temporary Notes, Series A, 2000 (Tax Exempt), in the principal amount of $730,000 and Series B, 2000 (Subject to AMT) in the principal amount of $900,000.  The Series B, 2000 Notes are subject to the alternative minimum tax ("AMT") because the improvements being financed directly benefit private businesses at the airports, such as the airlines.


The proceeds from the sale of the Series 2000A (Tax Exempt) and the Series 2000B (Subject to AMT) Bonds will be used to permanently finance certain airport improvement projects, including improvements to terminal buildings, the airfield, other airport facilities, ground transportation, equipment and other miscellaneous items.  The Series 2000A Bonds will be issued in the aggregate amount of $840,000 and the Series 2000B Bonds will be issued in the aggregate amount of $2,755,000.


Sealed bids will be accepted until 10:30 a.m. CST at the City Council Office, at which time the bids will be publicly opened.  No bids will be accepted after the 10:30 a.m. deadline.  The bids will be verified, tabulated and presented to the City Council at 11:30 a.m.  By law, the City must award the sale of the bonds and notes to the bidder whose proposed interest rates result in the lowest net interest cost to the City.


Both series of temporary notes will mature on April 26, 2001 and will be retired at that time, either with PFCs, the proceeds from the sale of permanent financing bonds or renewal notes.  These series of bonds will mature serially over 10 years with principal maturities structured to produce level annual payments of principal and interest.  The bonds will be callable in 2005 with a 1% call premium. The airport facilities will make the payments of the principal and interest on any and all financing to be issued.


Bond Counsel will review and approve the bids and the Law Department will approve the authorizing Bond Ordinances which have been prepared by Bond Counsel.

CONTRACT FOR TRANSIT MANAGEMENT SERVICES.

From 1981 through 1999, the City has directly, or through the Wichita Metropolitan Transit Authority, contracted with Ryder/ATE for professional transit management services.  The most recent contract was approved on March 2, 1999, for services to be provided at a rate of $7,784 per month for a period of 12 months with services provided on month-to-month basis.


In September 1999, Ryder Systems completed the sale of Ryder Public Transportation Services  to FirstGroup PLC.  Effective in January 2000, Ryder/ATE, the business segment with which the City had contracted for management services formally changed its name to FirstGroup America, Inc/First Transit.


A new contract has been negotiated with a 3% rate increase, or a rate of $8,017 per month, becoming effective February 1, 2000.  The new contract is a month-to-month contract for a period not-to-exceed 6 months.  The new contract was approved by the City Council on February 1st. but the language regarding liability issues was subsequently not approved by FirstGroup America/First Transit.  The City’s Law Department has renegotiated the liability portion of the contract which has been modified accordingly.  Staff is currently examining the long-term management alternatives for transit management.

HOMELESS SERVICES
HOMELESS SERVICES CONTRACT.


Agenda Report No. 00-0347.


The City recognizes that homelessness is serious community problem. Over the past several years, the City has taken a number of actions to address this problem, including financial support to assist homeless shelters with offsetting operating costs.  City staff has also worked with members of the Homeless Task Force to develop the Comprehensive Plan to address homeless needs.  Although the Plan is a thoughtful plan which provides information on the needs of the homeless, it does not provide sufficient information as to whether the providers are producing meaningful outcomes which, if achieved, will make a difference in reducing homelessness in the Wichita community.


On December 14, 1999, the City Council approved funding for services associated with homelessness. It was recognized that a consultant was needed to review the recommendations in the Comprehensive Plan to address homelessness and to also review the work product of the homeless providers.  Specifically, additional research is needed to determine the scope of services provided by homeless providers; determine if duplication exists; and to identify if there are ways in which the system can be more efficient in service delivery (this includes increased collaboration and the building of partnerships between agencies, government and the private sector). This analysis should result in a meaningful work product that will be a valuable decision-making tool for the future.


A Request for Proposals (RFP) was issued for consulting services to review, analyze and make recommendations on the homeless plan and to work with providers to develop and/or refine outcomes-based measurements. Two firms responded to the RFP and the proposals were reviewed by a selection committee.   Based upon the qualifications and experience of the firm, the selection committee recommends the contract be awarded to Public Solutions, LLC.


This firm has experience with working with coalitions, governments and other organizations. Additionally, they have a strong background in developing and implementing outcomes-based measurements.


The cost of consulting services is $37,000.  Funding from the General Fund was authorized by the City Council on December 14, 1999.

KS DEPT OF HEALTH
MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT WITH KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENT.

LONG TERM CARE
VOLUNTARY LONG TERM CARE COVERAGE.

As the population continues to age, more and more individuals are faced with the high cost of nursing home and in-home care for dependents and relatives.  LTC insurance provides a mechanism whereby the costs of this care can be insured for a fixed monthly premium based upon the age of the employee at the time of enrollment.


The Health Insurance Advisory Committee reviewed proposals from various providers of LTC coverage and found the proposal of UNUM to be the most favorable.  Employees can purchase LTC insurance for themselves and/or their spouse through payroll deductions at the group rate.  Coverage is also available to other relatives of the employee, at the group rate, through a direct billing from the company to the employee or relative.  The City will only be involved in payroll deductions for employees that select this coverage for themselves and/or their spouse.  All employees eligible to participate will be guaranteed coverage if they choose to participate during the original offering or at the time they are hired.  Coverage availability for spouses and other relatives will be based upon medical underwriting standards.


The entire premium for this coverage will be paid by the employee with no contribution by the City.  The City’s role will be limited to payroll deductions and premium payments to the insurer.

PERMIT FEE ADJ.
PROPOSED BUILDING PERMIT FEE ADJUSTMENT.

Agenda Report No. 00-0350.


The Office of Central Inspection has been a self-sustaining Special Revenue Fund since 1984, and has received no funding from the General Fund since that time.  The Office of Central Inspection is funded primarily through building construction permit fees, building plan review fees, and business licensing fees.


On December 12, 1995, the City Council adopted Resolution R-95-560 setting forth the intent of the City Council with respect to Office of Central Inspection budget reserve levels, permit discounts, increases, and other matters pertaining to the continued operation of the Office of Central Inspection as a Special Revenue Fund.


A key component of Resolution R-95-560 was the City Council’s stated intent to maintain the Office of Central Inspection operating budget cash reserve at an amount equal to between 3-4 months of the annual OCI expenditure budget.  Per the Resolution, permit fees will be discounted or increased as needed to maintain the 3-4 month target reserve level.


The Office of Central Inspection operating reserve has recently fallen below the 3-month target level, and presently stands at 2.7 months.   Based on revenues received in January and February, 2000, it appears the reserve will not increase to the 3-month minimum level in the year 2000 if a building permit fee increase is not imposed.


On March 24, 2000, the Central Inspection and Finance Department staffs met with the Wichita Area Builders Association (WABA) Industry Board (the Industry Board was established in response to Resolution R-95-560).  The budgetary issues and proposed permit fees increases were reviewed; the Industry Board concurred that an immediate 15% building permit fee increase should be implemented in accordance with Resolution R 95-560.  The Board further concurred that it would support additional building permit fee increases, if needed, when staff and the Board meet again in late June or early July 2000.


Staff anticipates that an additional 10% building permit fee increase may be necessary in the third quarter of the year 2000 to assure that the operating reserve level increases to, and is subsequently maintained at, the minimum 3-month target reserve level.


If the 15% fee increase is approved, the fee increases will be implemented on April 10, 2000.  Any person obtaining a building permit or submitting building permit plans on or after this date will pay the increased fee amount.


Formal City Council approval of building permit fee increases or discounts is not required by Resolution R-95-560; however, because this is a budgetary matter which effects the annual City budgeting process, Council review and approval of the proposed fee increase was sought.

CENTURY II/EXPO HALL SANITARY SEWER AND PUMP STATION.  (District I)

The Century II/Expo Hall sewer system requires improvements to reduce recurring problems.  In 1999, a project in the amount of $185,000 was established using Convention and Tourism Fund cash.  At that time, Professional Engineering Consultants, PA (PEC) was selected and approved by the City Council to perform engineering services in an amount not to exceed $27,500.


The identified sewer work is needed to correct the problems in Century II and Expo Hall.


PEC prepared bid documents to install a new sewer lift station and force main to resolve the sewer problems at Century II/Expo Hall.  Bids were received on March 24, 2000 in the amount of $185,000.  Engineering , construction, and contingency costs, however, are expected to raise the total project cost $46,000 to $231,000.


Two other projects are in progress at Century II and Expo Hall which are also funded with Convention and Tourism Fund cash.  Both of these projects are currently well within their budgets.


The existing project budget for the sanitary sewer corrections at Century II/Expo Hall is $185,000.  With engineering and construction costs, and a 10% contingency, a total budget of $231,000 is required.  Projections indicate that $57,000 in under-expenditures will be available from the Expo Hall Weatherproofing and Stagehouse Roof projects.  A portion of these funds will be transferred to the project to fully fund the required work.


Budget adjustments in excess of $10,000 require City Council approval.

WATER UTILITY IMP.
WEBB ROAD PUMP STATION.  (District II)


Agenda Report No. 00-0352.


Most of the City receives water pumped directly from the Hess Pump Station which is located near the Water Treatment Plant.  Elevation of the City increases in the northeast corner so water must be pumped again in order to have adequate pressure in that area.  There are two pump stations that provide the additional pressure:  the 37th St. Pump Station located on 37th St. between Woodlawn and Rock Rd., and the Webb Rd. Pump Station located at 21st and Webb Rd.


On March 10, 1998, the City Council approved a project to install an additional variable speed pump at the Webb Rd. Pump Station to improve service.  The project envisioned installing an additional variable speed pump with a capacity of about three million gallons-per-day (mgd).  Since the initiation of the project, the Water Master Plan has identified a need for additional pumping capacity from the Webb Rd. Pump Station.  The Plan recommendation is to install a five mgd variable speed pump rather than a three mgd.  The  installation of a larger pump will require significant modifications in the electrical system at the pump station, along with a larger variable frequency drive.


The modifications will increase the cost beyond the original budget.  The current CIP (W-555) has a budget of $116,000; however, the revised project will cost approximately $480,000.  There are two projects in the CIP that are being completed and will have savings available to apply to the proposed improvements: demolition of the Murdock St. Pump Station (W-544, $300,000), and the Lincoln St. Pump Station (W-543, $270,000).


It is recommended that a total of $364,000 be transferred from the two projects to CIP W-555 to allow for funding of the recommended improvements. 


The transfer of funds will not increase the total budget for the Capital Improvement Program.


City Council authorization is required for fund transfers in excess of $10,000.

NORTHEAST SEWER
FORCE MAIN INSTALLATION AT GREENWICH AND KELLOGG.  (District II)


Agenda Report No. 00-0353.


On October 20, 1998, the City Council approved the Northeast Sewer Service Feasibility Study and related Capital Improvement Projects.  The intention is to expand the Urban Growth /Service Area for the City of Wichita.  Mid-Kansas Engineering Consultants was hired to prepare the plans for the project.  On March 14, 2000, the City Manager was advised by memo from the Director of Water and Sewer of the need for the installation of a portion of force main and water service line, as a matter of public exigency due to pending site redevelopment. Because of the urgency, the installation of the force main and water service line was approved.


The owner of the property on the northwest corner of Kellogg and Greenwich is currently in the process of redevelopment, and a contractor is working to construct several new facilities on the site.  The force main for the northeast sewer service improvement will cross their property within an easement.  Because of the timing of the developer’s construction, it is necessary to install the portion of the force main and water service line that crosses the property ahead of construction, so as not to delay the development. The City has received a request to annex a 68.55 acre area situated at the NW corner of 37th Street North and Ridge Road.  The southeasterly corner of the site abuts the current City limits.  The property owner is planning to develop the property with 45 Single Family homes and 270,000 sq. ft. of commercial development, with the staging of development occurring over a three to four year period beginning 2000.  The Metropolitan Planning Commission approved the final plat for a 28.5 acre portion of the proposed area (Starwest Addition) on January 27, 2000.


Land Use and Zoning: The annexation site consists of one tract of undeveloped land, zoned “LC” Limited Commercial and “SF-20” Single Family Residential.  Land to the east, south and west of the site is currently zoned “SF-20” Single Family Residential with “LC” Limited Commercial at the corners of the intersection of 37th Street N and Ridge Road.  Land to the southeast of the site is zoned “LC” Limited Commercial, “GO” General Office and “SF-6” Single Family Residential.  Although the land directly north of the site is currently zoned “SF-20” Single Family Residential, there has been a request submitted to the Metropolitan Area Planning Department for a 11.5 acre C.U.P. (DP-253 Kaylor C.U.P.) which, if approved, would require a change in zoning.  The land directly south of the annexation site is also being considered for annexation with a proposed zoning change from “LC” Limited Commercial and “SF-20” Single Family Residential to “LC” Limited Commercial and “NR” Neighborhood Retail in association with a separate C.U.P.  The proposed zoning changes for the subject area are “LC” Limited Commercial (28.5 acres) and “SF-6” Single Family Residential (40.05 acres).


Public Services: The City Water and Sewer Department indicates that the subject property will have access to a 20 inch water main that is currently being installed along the Ridge Road right-of-way, between 29th Street North and 37th Street North.  As for sewer, the property proposed for annexation will have access to City sewer via a 10 inch line along the Ridge Road right-of-way, between 29th Street North and 37th Street North, that is also presently under construction.


Street System: Once all stages of the development have been completed, the property proposed for annexation will have access to 37th Street North, a two-lane unimproved section line road, which serves the area as the nearest major east-west road.  The site will also have access to Ridge Road, a four-lane improved section line road, which serves the area as the nearest major north-south road.  Currently, there are no plans to further improve that portion of Ridge Road or that portion of 37th Street North in the City of Wichita 2000-2009 C.I.P. or the 2000-2004 Sedgwick County C.I.P., but petitions for turn lanes and signalization are being taken with the plats and being approved for this area.


Public Safety: The Wichita Fire Department can serve this site within an eight (8) to nine (9) minute approximate response time from City Station #16 located at 1632 N. Tyler Road.  Upon annexation, police protection will be provided to the area by the Patrol West Bureau of the Wichita Police Department, headquartered at 661 N. Elder.


Parks: Sedgwick County Park, a 480 acre regional park, is located approximately two (2) miles south of the property proposed for annexation. The park may be accessed through entrances located off 21st Street North.  The Wichita-Sedgwick County Parks and Open Space Master Plan: Parks and Pathways indicates no plans for future parks near the area proposed for annexation.


School District: The property is located in Unified School District 266 (Maize School District).  Annexation will not change the school district.


Urban Growth Area & Policy 32: The property is located outside of the urban growth area of the City of Wichita as shown in the 1996 amended Wichita-Sedgwick County Comprehensive Plan.  Although the property is located outside of the current Policy 32 urban service area, the property is located within the 2010 urban service area, as proposed in the draft 1999 update to the Comprehensive Plan.


The property proposed for annexation is currently vacant.  The total appraised value of the property is $6,270, resulting in an assessed value of $752.  Using the current City levy ($31.406/$1000 x assessed valuation), this roughly yields $24 in City annual tax revenues for the unimproved property.  The future assessed value of this property will depend on the timing of development, the type of development and the current mill levy.  According to the evaluation sheet submitted by the property owner, the property upon 100% completion will yield an appraised value of $19,800,000, resulting in an assessed value of $4,464,000.  Assuming the current City levy remains about the same ($31.406/$1000 x assessed valuation), this would roughly yield $140,196 in City annual tax revenues.


The property is eligible for annexation under K.S.A. 12-520.

AIRPORT AGREEMENT
AIRLINE LEASE AND USE AGREEMENT.


Agenda Report No. 00-0362.


It is the practice of the Wichita Airport Authority to establish the business understanding with the passenger carrying airlines serving Wichita Mid-Continent Airport through the execution of a lease and use agreement.  Currently, the WAA has agreements with 14 airlines.  The term of the proposed agreement is three years.  The current agreements expire on April 30, 2000.


The airline lease and use agreement establishes the landlord/tenant relationship.  Involved is the determination of exclusively leased space, preferential use space, and joint use space and the costs of operating the space.  Also established are landing fees based upon activity of each airline and landed weights.


Approximately 1/3rd of the operating revenues of the Authority are derived from these agreements.  The rates and charges are based upon costs of operation and debt service pursuant to DOT Policy, Federal Code, and U. S. Supreme Court rulings.  The estimated annual revenues of $4 Million are the result of variable rate structures established and agreed to by the airlines.

SUPPLEMENTAL AGREEMENT - INTRUST BANK, N.A.

In 1997, proposals were solicited from area banks and credit unions to provide automatic teller services (ATM) in the terminal building at Wichita Mid-Continent Airport.  Responses were received from three entities.  The entity proposing the most favorable offer to the Airport Authority was INTRUST Bank.  A one-year agreement was entered into and later extended for two additional years, through June 30, 2000.


Intrust, at its expense, provided and installed the ATM located in the terminal building, and is responsible for all maintenance associated with the operation of this machine.  The ATM has proven to be of value to the people using Mid-Continent Airport, in addition to providing a revenue source to the WAA.


Revenue to the WAA is a flat fee of $300 per month in addition to 50% of the surcharge income generated from users of the ATM.  Surcharge revenue to the WAA in 1999 was $18,869.

EXECUTIVE LIMOUSINE AGREEMENT.

The WAA has received a request from Executive Limousine to provide limousine service to and from Wichita Mid-Continent Airport.  Executive Limousine has been operating in the City of Wichita for the past seven years.  The company is currently in the process of working with the metropolitan transit authority and the City Law Department to complete the inspections and permits necessary to operate within the city and to serve Mid-Continent Airport.  Language is included within the agreement which states that its approval is contingent upon Executive Limousine receiving license approval through the City.


The limousine service would be an enhancement to the existing ground transportation services provided to the users of Mid-Continent Airport.  In addition to limousines, Executive Limousine also operates towncars and a 15-passenger van.


While the revenue to the WAA for the provision of this service is not significant ($150 per month), it does provide a quality service for travelers using Wichita Mid-Continent Airport.
