After discussion and a tour of the Museum, Patrick Zollner agreed to draft a letter outlining the suggestions of the SHPO for an addition with connector.  Copies will be sent to the Museum, the Historic Preservation Board, and the Historic Preservation Office.  Receipt of the letter will be noted on the July 2004 HPB agenda and copies will be included in the Board Members’ packets.

2.  George Platt and Randal Steiner attended a meeting to discuss the restoration of the Old Sedgwick County Courthouse and the rebuilding of the Clock Tower.  There is strong support among the County Commissioners to restore the Courthouse and Clock Tower.  A firm from Texas provided consultation.  Michelle Enke offered to research available photographs for images of the Clock Tower.  There will be future meetings on the subject before final decisions are made and contractors sought.
