Public Works

I. Dave Calvert called the meeting to order.

a. Mr. Calvert gave the board an update regarding his health. He is doing much better and glad to be back!

b.   Jeff Myers, Public Works, gave an update on the construction improvements underway in the atrium. He asked the board if there were any suggestions regarding making the building more accessible while under construction. Jeff Farney recommended directing traffic around the East side of the building from the South lot as a better solution. Dave Calvert asked if a path of travel analysis had been conducted. Kent Johnson, DMCG consultant, stated a path of travel analysis is being conducted but the results are not available at this time. 

II. Meetings for the Remainder of 2005

a. A calendar of meetings was passed out to each board member. Discussion arose that the public could not attend the morning meetings. Lori Lawrence recommended that an evening meeting be scheduled. The Board agreed on making the October meeting from 4:30 –5:30 p.m. to allow for public attendance. Jeanne Goodvin said she would check the availability of the boardroom and send out an updated meeting schedule (updated schedule noted at the conclusion of the minutes). 

III. Updates:

a. Transition Plan (progress report- DMCG) 

i. Kent Johnson explained that the on-site surveys are still being done and are expected to be complete with in the next 3 weeks. They will then come back for spot checks after the “survey write-ups” gets underway. Dave Calvert asked if the airport was being evaluated. Mr. Johnson was unsure. Mr. Farney said the airport was on the Request For Proposal and would be evaluated. Mr. Johnson concluded by saying the survey write-up would be completed two to three months after the survey analysis was completed. 

b. Sub-Committee (Designation and membership selection)- Dave Calvert passed around a sign-up sheet for committees.
i. Transportation Appeals Committee- Dave Calvert appointed Steve Stanbaugh and Valerhy Harmon to this committee. This committee’s responsibility will be to review transportation appeals and provide recommendations.
ii. Transportation (General)- This committee will evaluate accessible transportation already in place within the City to see what improvements need to be made. There was also discussion this committee might evaluate the availability of accessible lodging within the City. 
iii. Wheelchair Accessible Parking Committee- This committee will make recommendations related to illegal parking in wheelchair accessible spaces. This committee will also analyze the prosecution system for those who have illegally parked. 
** There was a question regarding how much staff support will be available to help with the duties of the committees. Staff support is not yet determined. Dave Calvert envisions the committees to be living, growing, and changing. He wants the committees to produce new ideas and come back to the board as a whole for advice and discussion. Calvert also noted that committees have the authority to hold public meetings.  

The next meeting of the Access Board was listed at the bottom of the agenda; Wednesday, September 28th 10 - 11 a.m. first floor boardroom, City Hall.  Jeanne Goodvin thanked everyone for coming and closed the meeting at 10:58 a.m.
