              MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL
Wichita, Kansas, April 13, 1999

        Tuesday,  9:10 A.M.

The City Council met in regular session with Mayor Knight in the Chair.  Council Members Cole, Ferris, Gale, Kamen, Lambke, Rogers; present.

Chris Cherches, City Manager; Gary Rebenstorf, Director of Law; Pat Burnett, City Clerk; present.

The invocation was given by Rev. Jeff Gannon, Chapel Hill Fellowship United Methodist Church.

The pledge of allegiance to the flag was participated in by the Council Members, staff, and guests.

Minutes -- approved
The minutes of the regular meeting of April 6, 1999, were approved 7 to 0.

COMMENTS BY MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS
Mayor Knight presented Plaques and Keys to the City to outgoing Council Members Greg Ferris and Sheldon Kamen.

Council Member Kamen
Mayor Knight
Mayor Knight stated that Council Member Kamen has given the last twenty years of his life, in a very formal way, to public service.  He has served continuously since 1985, with distinction, on the Wichita City Council and was also president of the Board of Education for U.S.D. 259. 

Mayor Knight expressed deep appreciation for the time Council Member Kamen has given and for the concern he has shown.

Council Member Kamen
Council Member Kamen said that in his twenty years of service he has been perceived in different ways.  Joe Pisciotte mentioned that I have become a Wichita institution and other people said I should be in one.
When I first got on the Board of Education, I felt that I could give the children a better education and help them out in many ways.  I have to say that it took me a while to realize that I was the one getting the education.  

I think that any of the Council Members, here on the Bench, could get a P.H.D. in Human Relations and, probably, get a lot of credit toward Psychology, Law, anything you want to mention, Structural Engineering, and so forth.  I have been very fortunate to get that type of education for twenty years.
Regarding Council Member Ferris, None of us are indispensable but I think the one who is closest to being indispensable is Greg Ferris.  I feel that he has the unusual ability to take problems that seem big, at the time, and reduce them to their most common denominator and then solve them.  Many times he has solved problems that we did not even know we had.  He is probably one of the most effective elected officials that I have served with, if not THE most effective.  I think he will be sorely missed by the Council and by the City of Wichita.  This is not to say I believe in the same philosophy as he has all of the time but he surely is very effective as a spokesman and as an elected official.
Council Member Kamen thanked all of the council members and said he had not met a council member who had not given something to the City.  Thanks was also given to all of the board members, staff of the City, staff of U.S.D. 259, family, and friends.

When I met my wife, Janice, I thought I could not love her any more, and as years go by, I think we have become one person.  I really do not think I could live without her.  She has supported me in every which way.

I do believe there is one person who is very outstanding while I have been on the City Council.  On the Council, we look around and we say the City of Wichita needs this and it is voted on, and we say well, we have done our part.  Maybe we have and maybe we have not.  But, there is one person here who has to take what we have voted on, whether he believes in it or not, and make it effective.  He has to make sure that it is done.  I think that is an extremely hard job and you need the right person here to do that.  I really would like to give a standing ovation to Chris Cherches who has made that possible.

Mayor Knight said, Sheldon, as usual, has preempted some of my remarks but, then, I guess I can forgive him one more time.  Our roles sometimes become very blurred.

This presentation, for me, has a lot of personal significance.  Greg was described as a person who, somehow, saw issues that others did not see.  While that may be beneficial in some ways, the real contribution is that he was able to participate in a significant, influential way on the issues that people did see - which I think is far more important.

There have been some significant challenges in this community.  While some communities look at these kinds of challenges and say there, really, is very little way of finding resolution; Greg has been able to take a lead and make sense out of very complicated challenges for this City.
Greg is like the younger brother to me.  I have watched him grow.  I have watched his contribution to this city grow and the importance of that contribution spread.  He truly is going to be missed.  When you look at some of the issues that we have dealt with, just in the last four years, that I think will have lasting implications to this City, you always find Gregs footprints.
Greg has served this City for the last twelve years.  He ran for office, the first time, when he was 25 years old and he almost won.  He has been a constant voice for leaving this community better and more beautiful than he found it.
One of the things I am totally confident of is that Greg will continue to be a participant in the affairs of this community.  I have no doubt, whatsoever, that I can call on him or Debbie at any time, as long as what I am calling on would leave this City and its people better.
Council Member Ferris
As the old adage goes, I have some good news and some bad news.  The good news is:  this is the last formal speech you will have to listen to me.  The bad news is: it is probably going to be a long one.  

Twelve years, to try to sum it up as I thought is virtually impossible.  There are really some very, very important things that have happened to me, though, in the last twelve years.  I owe a great deal to this City.  What you see here - Debbie and I met at a function for the City while I was on the Council, and I had the opportunity to marry a very beautiful woman and have, you can see, two of the greatest kids that anybody could ever have.  They have been a true support.  When I had to go to meetings at night, it is not easy to leave kids when you do that.  So that, the City has given to me in a way that I am not sure I will ever understand.

More than that, I have made many, many good friends.  

I would like to recognize a little bit of the things that have happened.  The Hyatt Regency Hotel is standing on the river.  There is a flyover on Kellogg.  We have a K-96 By-pass.  Downtown, when Bob, Sheldon, and I started twelve years ago, was virtually on its way into the river and, now, is a very prideful spot for our whole community.  We have grown - population.  The economy has gotten stronger.  Not that I can take credit for that, but that the Councils that I have been able to work on have been able to do that.  It is really quite an honor to have been able to participate in some of that.

There are council members that I have served with over the years that have been very, very strong but I can honestly say that this was absolutely, the last four years, the best council I have been associated with.

Joan, you and I, if you had put us in a room and asked our philosophies, would probably be on opposite ends of the spectrums.  We have worked together.  We have accomplished things.  She has become a very close friend.  She is a very strong advocate for her district and her people but, more than that, she has a real heart for the City and I feel quite privileged to be able to call her friend.

Phil Lambke and I did not have the opportunity to have as much time - we have only served together a couple of years.  But, Phil, you are an enormously strong advocate for your points of view.  I have never met a more genuine, honest individual who truly wanted to accomplish the things that he believed in, and he really as been very strong in that.

If Joan and I are on opposite ends of the spectrums, I do not know how you would describe George Rogers and myself.  George and I, when we first started, we really did not really know how to treat each other and we have become very good friends.  George and I have accomplished things and we have actually voted together a time or two.  We have to look at each other and made sure one of us is not wrong when that happens but it is not because George and I do not like each other, or disagree, or have problems.  George genuinely fights for his point of view and believes the things that he says.

Bill Gale, really, as the Mayor has said, he considers me as a little brother.  I consider Bill much the same way.

I never said little, I said younger.
Council Member Ferris
Bill is, really, one of the bright stars in this community.  I think what this community has in store, in the next four years, out of Bill Gale is really going to be a privilege for this City.  I expect Bill to pick up a lot of the tough issues that I have had the opportunity to work on.  Bill, I would ask you just to speak up a little bit now.  Sheldon and I are gone and you will have room to get your word in edgewise now.

My very close friend, Sheldon Kamen, we came on the Council, he had been on here two years, so he has been here all of the time I have been here.  Sheldon is a man that is sometimes hard to understand, sometimes hard to figure out but, without exception is the smartest individual I have ever had the opportunity to be around.  Once you get to know and listen and find out the things that he really wants to say, Sheldon usually communicates things that are very, very important.  It is a great lesson.  He has been an inspiration and an example for me.  He has stood by his issues.  He is one of the strongest advocates for his point of view.  He is a man of tremendous integrity.  Sheldon, I am going to miss sitting next to you and serving with you.  It has been an extreme pleasure.

Finally, there is what I think is one of the greatest Mayors in the City and, frankly, I do not just think that.  I had the opportunity to travel for the Mayor a couple of times and go to meetings on his behalf and the reception that I received because I was representing Mayor Bob Knight was enormous.  He has a national reputation.  I am not sure the City realizes, quite, just how fortunate they are to have the caliber of Mayor that we have.  Over the last four years, I have watched him allow Council Members to become the best they can be.  I have watched him help us to take on the tough challenges.  Bob, I am going to miss sitting with you, as well, but I know that this City is in great hands because the Mayor of this City is a strong Mayor and a Mayor who is willing to lead this Council into things that will continue to grow.

I also have the great fortune of having a couple of friends taking the place of Sheldon and myself.  Bob Martz and I have known each other quite some time.  I may have known Bob longer than I have been on the Council.  To know that Bob is going to fill the shoes in the Fifth District - Bob is a man who is a little bit more soft spoken than I am but that would probably be almost everybody.  Bob is one who has an enormously strong character.  Bob is one who has a very strong determination to do the right thing.  I have so much confidence that he is going to be a great Council Member.  I could not be more excited that he is going to be filling this seat.

Joe Pisciotte and I met for the first time twelve years ago, today, when I got sworn in and we have grown to be friends over that time.  I wish I could give Joe some advice but Joe knows more about this job than I do.  Joe taught me a lot about this job.  So now, I leave and my mentor takes a seat on the Bench.  It is a little ironic but it is also very strong.  

So, Joe and Bob, I wish you all the best.  I know you are going to be great Council Members.  This will, truly, be a great Council.

I said thanks to Debbie and my kids because they are really the light of my life but my mom and my sister have just come in and I do not see my dad.  I just want to say a few words about my dad.  I could not have done this job without my father.  Dad picked up the slack at my business.  He has been there but, more than that, my dad and mom taught me that character does matter, that being honest does matter, and doing the right thing does matter.  

Mom and Dad, I want to thank you for the character that you have been able to give me.  Thank you for just your strength.  

That is all the speech that I have.  I think Bill Gale will be a lot more outspoken than he has been but never as outspoken as Sheldon and I.  You will not have to listen to these long, lengthy speeches from the Bench.  You have a City that is going to grow and be great and prosper. 

Bob, thank you once again.  The Council, thank you for this honor.

I have appreciated, this last four years, to serve with Greg, with Sheldon, and with Mayor Knight, as well as our other colleagues.  I am definitely going to miss Greg and Sheldon.  I should not be embarrassed to say it because Greg already said it, but I considered Greg an older brother and really looked up to him.  I am going to miss not having him around but I know I can always count on him.  Our friendship will not end.  The same with Sheldon, as well.  Sheldon, I learned a great deal from him as well. I first met Bob out at Pawnee Prairie Park and Bob was one of several new Park Board Members.  They had an orientation one Saturday morning and I, kind of, crashed that party but I asked and they said I was more than welcome.  So, from that morning both Bob and I, and several others, got orientated, as far as the Park Department and all the functions it does.  I have gotten to know Bob better over these last couple of years and look forward to getting to know him even better and serving.  Our districts are adjacent and I know we are going to share a number of projects that we will look forward to working on together.

Dr. Pisciotte, I am starting to get used to calling him Joe.  I first met Dr. Pisciotte, well, I first met him as he was the one trying to talk me into getting into the Masters of Public Administration Program which I eventually did, and tried, and have since taken a hiatus from it.  Everything was getting so busy I had to give something up so I gave that up.  But, I had the pleasure of sitting in and taking a couple of his classes.  He has had a big part in educating me and helping make me a better council member and I definitely look forward to the opportunity to serve together with him on the Council.

Of course, I would be remiss to share a few extra words about Mayor Knight.  I consider him, like Greg, a close friend.  He has been so supportive of me these last four years and it really has helped me to be a better council member and to do my job.  I greatly appreciate his support and his friendship.  If nothing else,

just to come in, in the afternoon, and have a chance to sit down with him and chat about things.  I look forward to that continuing, Mayor, and looking forward to continuing to serve with him.

Last, but not least, I would like to thank the folks of the Fourth District, primarily southwest Wichita.  We have added a few precincts - added four, gave up one because now we go up, pretty much, to Central and the river on the north, taking up the Delano neighborhood.  It is a big, diverse district - one where I had the fortune of growing up in.  Therefore, it has been even a bigger and greater honor and privilege to represent the Fourth District and this area on the City Council.

It has been a terrific four years, not only for the City of Wichita but for the Fourth District.  We have seen a lot of great, wonderful things happen.  We have gone from zero neighborhood associations to eight, now.  I think that is a huge key of all the tremendous things we are seeing in the area.  The folks that have come together, working with each other, working with community police officers, working with other City staff, working with businesses and churches and schools in the neighborhoods.
I look forward to continuing to work with the folks in the district and to continue to see great things happen.  

I had the opportunity, last Friday, to share my appreciation to a few, well actually several hundred were there, of City staff, the Decade Club members.  City employees who have been with the City for ten years or more.  I was surprised when I heard, not too surprised but encouraged when I heard, that there are over 1,400 members of that club.  About 450 were there that afternoon and I think that speaks well and to the dedication and commitment of our employees and our staff.  I look forward to continuing to work with them to provide the great services that we do to the citizens of our City.

Finally, I had the distinction, four years ago, to be the youngest member elected to the City Council and, now, I try to be too parochial but I think south Wichita has, indeed, has benefitted from district elections that started about twelve years ago.  Today, I am proud of having the distinction of the first one to be re-elected to a south Wichita District.  I think that speaks that it will be, hopefully, to the benefit of our area.  I only mention this because the paper mentioned it.  I think they were right on about the south too and I look forward to further improvements in south Wichita.  I would like to, hopefully, be able to play a small role in that.  As I mentioned earlier, all the neighbors out there - there is no way one person or two Council Members can do it - again, I thank the people of District Four for placing their trust in me and giving me this honor and privilege to serve them on the City Council.

I Wish him, Mrs. Kamen, and their young son all the best.  I know he will remain involved and give us the benefit of wisdom and his many years of experience.

Greg Ferris will be missed.  I have Great admiration for his willingness to take on the tough issues.  He has Brought a certain effervescence to the Council.  Both he and Kamen have left a legacy of which they can be proud.

I will try my best to fill the void left by your departure.  I have known and worked with Mayor Knight and Council members Rogers and Gale for many years.  I will look forward to getting to know and work with Council members Lambke and Cole.

I also look forward to working with Mr. Martz.  During the course of the campaign, I got to know him quite well.  He is a gentleman and conducted his campaign in that manner.

I would take a moment to thank those who were responsible for allowing me this opportunity.  I Would like to single them out, but like the mummies of ancient Egypt, we too are pressed for time.

Thanks to all those dozens and dozens of folks who worked so hard in the campaign.  You know who you are and you are all special.  We agreed at the outset that we would run a campaign based on the issues and a message about those issues.  We did that, with dignity and civility, and I am honored to have been associated with such a great group of people.  No one should have had a s much fun as we did.  I think you set a high standard for campaigning, and I acknowledge the role played by the Mainstream Coalition.

I acknowledge one very special person: Linda, my best friend, partner, and fellow traveler.  She made the campaign enjoyable and a constant source of energy.  Each day after she came home from her job at Boeing, it was off to working a precinct.

When we decided to undertake this campaign, Linda and I agreed on several things:  

That we would campaign on the issues.  That we would have fun.  That we would take the opportunity to meet many people and make many new friends.  

We did all that and I would like to share briefly some of the things we learned during the course of knocking on several thousand doors and talking to several thousand people.

We learned that a pine oak and the Bradford pear are the trees of choice in the Second District.  We learned that Colorado Blue Spruce trees do quite well here.

We re-affirmed that Wichita and the Second District have the most friendly people anywhere.  We were warmly received and we discussed everything from politics, children, grandkids, football and basketball.  We were frequently invited in for refreshment and even to stay for dinner.  We never knew that the welcome mat and the welcome signs on so many doors could be stated in so many languages.

We learned that politics is local and that City government touches individual lives in many important ways.  To name but a few:

We learned about Mike and Amy Bankston, and Marie and Gregg Goschas concern over vacating an easement that impacts so profoundly their daily quality of life.  

We learned about Mr. and Mrs. Jim Palmer and the concern they share with their neighbors in Penstemon and Waterford and other areas over traffic safety on Rock Road.

We learned that people are passionate about the quality of life we enjoy in Wichita, including parks and recreation facilities for kids.  Examples: Barry and Paula Downing, Linda Perrissin and Karen Perkins about soccer; and Sue and all the other Schnapps about tennis.  Each is focused on the relationship between sports, and risk free kids.

We learned about drainage and rezoning over a used car lot on Harry and Rock Road from the Buzzis and Downeys.

We learned about the anxiety shared by Trix Nurenberger and her neighbors over the tower proposed for the College Hill neighborhood.

We learned about growth and development; about building inspections; and the critical role government plays in creating a positive environment within which business can flourish.

Mostly we learned that leadership has no meaning without connection to community, which includes affirming and reaffirming the values held by people in the community.

Occasionally during the course of the campaign, a word or two was said about my being an academic, a theoretician.  I must confess - I am that.

I am proud of the degree that I hold and the opportunity it has afforded me to work with hundreds of first rate students as they have prepared to enter public service or those who have sought degrees, training, or professional development to enhance their ability to perform in government.

I am proud of the opportunity it has afforded me to be part of an outstanding university which has a rich tradition of bringing its resources into the community.  The bridges that have built between town and gown are second to none in the country.  I have benefitted from over 20 years of working with my colleagues in the Center for Urban Studies in the integration of teaching, research and public service.

I look forward to the new energy that President Beggs has brought to the University and community; and to Professor Ed Fletjes return to serving as Director of the Center for Urban Studies.

But, I must also confess that in addition to being an academic and a theoretician, I am a dreamer, or more appropriately, A Pragmatic Dreamer.  That means working hard to bring people together, to focus on shared values, to make things happen for the good of the community.  It means facing the stark reality of budget constraints and closing the gap between expectations and the possible But it also means getting outside the box, to explore new, innovative ways to achieve high goals.

As a pragmatic dreamer I am confident that:  We can engage in cooperative economic development that means creating new jobs and keeping the jobs we have.  We can resolve the traffic problems on Rock Road, both immediately and long-term.  We can complete the next leg of Kellogg without leap-frogging and have a ribbon cutting by the end of 2003.  We can get fair and low fares in and out of Wichita.  We can establish parity in electric rates.  We can engage in growth and development that is smart growth and development.  Develop a policy that will allow the needed technology for digital towers without intrusion into the dignity of individual homes and neighborhoods.  We can continue to work towards a quality of life that goes hand in hand with economic development and creation and retention of jobs.

As a pragmatic dreamer, I am also confident that we can accomplish these things and more through:  Cooperating with the County Commission, County Manager, Staff and the elected County officials.  By lowering the asphalt curtain that is occasionally raised on Central Avenue between the City and County buildings.  Cooperation with other communities in the County.  Full partnership with City Manager, Chris Cherches and the City employees who are the ones who make city government work, the fire fighters, the service employees, and all those who labor to provide the services we take for granted.  Cooperation with the Sedgwick County legislative delegation and the Board of Education.  In partnership with the many businesses and organizations that create the jobs we all need and provide cultural, spiritual, and recreational components necessary for a quality of life for the citizens of this community.  By focusing on Wichita as more that the sum of its parts; that we are one community with shared values and interests.  By keeping a cooperative spirit among the citizens of the Second District and the City of Wichita.  As a pragmatic dreamer, I would hope that we can focus more on those things we have in common, on our shared values as we anticipate the next century.

I would also hope that we can acknowledge that we are a diverse community and that we need to continuously celebrate that diversity.

As the City of Wichita continues to grow and develop, we will face many challenges.  I believe that by working in the spirit of cooperation, and by keeping our common goals in mind, we can turn those challenges into opportunities.  We can establish our strategic place in the State and in the Country.

If we can do that, Mr. Mayor and members of the Council, for today, for the first hours of tomorrow, and certainly for the first moments of the next millennium, we will have achieved enough.

Im honored and humbled to be a part of the excitement that is taking place in this community.

Mayor Knight
Mayor Knight introduced his mother and father in-law, Betty and Glen Benedict, and said, He is my hero.
First of all, I want to thank my wife.  My wife, Jane, is just an extraordinary human being.  She met me when I was a nobody and loved me into being a somebody.  I am truly grateful for everything that she continues to do in my life.

I believe that you have a feel, now, for this new city council, the way it is constituted.  I hope you have some sense of confidence that there is going to be a confidence and a capability to address community expectations.  We are a very varied and diverse community and growing more diverse each day.  I happen to believe that is a strength.  I happen to believe that constitutes the potential for greatness.

This city is moving beyond how many of us perceive it.  We are now a world-class city and some people are still engaging perceptions that, perhaps, reflected ten, twenty, thirty years ago.  I say that because I know that can be validated.  You measure a community by its citizens. You measure whether or not the future should be bright, whether or not we will be competitive and able to compete effectively in the global economy.  If you look at our companies, here in Wichita, and you look at the kind of people that call Wichita, Kansas, home, you have to be encouraged.  There is no other conclusion you can reach.  I do not know a lot about a lot of things.  I think I do know something about cities.  I have spent an awful lot of time the last twenty years trying to understand how you advance and succeed.  I believe the chemistry that we are blessed with here, particularly the human resources, everyone talks about the financial capacity and it truly unbelievable for a city of this size.  The human resources is what sets this city apart.  

I was on a panel about ten or twelve years ago in San Francisco with a famous reporter and newscaster that you may remember named Eric Severeid.  I had a chance to talk to him.  I was always very impressed with him and had a chance to meet him and discuss some things with him.  I asked him, What were the important characteristics of men and women who want to make a difference in politics?  He had covered politics through the world for probably forty or fifty years.  He told me, I have concluded that there are really two kinds of people that enter politics: people who want power in order to do something positive for their fellow citizens; and those who want power in order to be something.  I hope you recognize that the men and women that have the privilege of representing you on this City Council are men and women who want to do something.  They want to leave their city, as the ancient Athenians often said, a city better and more beautiful than they received it.

Finally, I just want to make one other comment.  I have received considerable attention by phone and correspondence in recent months about the fact that I am pro-business.  I think that most labels are, really, pretty insufficient to describe anyone but, from that particular respect, let me just say that I am guilty.  I am pro-business, aggressively.  I am aggressively pro-business and the reason that I am is that it really reflects the world that I have tried to spend a lot of time interpreting because I believe, with all my heart, that the standard for living for Wichita citizens is totally dependent upon the capacity of our local companies to compete and to be profitable.  I, like everyone sitting in this council chambers that I know, am concerned about social and economic justice.  Although I hold these standards and there are authentic beliefs, on my part as I know they are on yours, I understand that we have to create wealth in order to achieve other important social goals.  The more we want to deal with community challenges, the more we want to help the unfortunate as we should, those in need, our neighbors, for whatever reason that life has not treated very well, the more we are going to need a dynamic, economic engine - a full throttle economy.  I do not believe one cannot exist without the other.  

I want you to know that while we want to apply all the skills and all the aptitude, the collective energy that we have to helping those less fortunate, as I believe it is our responsibility to do, I will, with every ounce of experience that I possess and whatever influence I have been blessed with, I am going to do everything I can do to see that this world-class emerging economy that we have is sustained well into the future.  I know that the City of Wichita, its government, does not hold the keys to the economic kingdom but there are those matters that we have to participate in and I am hopeful that we do not lose our resolve and our will to focus on that because what I see happening is the fact that there is no assured, bright future for any city in the world.  Those cities that are going to be able to advance, those cities that are going to have a bright future, are those cities that are prepared to make some tough choices and to see that those choices are sustained.

I want to thank everyone, once again, for the privilege of being able to represent this City as its mayor.  As I often say, I think it is a very, very high calling.  I think that there is something so special about being able to represent your neighbors.  Most of all, I want to thank everyone assembled here, and those watching, for all they do for this community.

Council Member Rogers said, I do want to take this time to make a couple of comments about the two persons that have left the Council.  Either one of those is a misnomer.  They will never leave this Council as long as members that have had the opportunity to work with them are still here.  It is said that one can glean what they have learned by the experiences they have had with other people.  I have had the opportunity, in six years now, to work with Sheldon Kamen and Greg Ferris and I can tell you that there is no one that has learned more than I have from the two of them.

They have all mentioned the kind of skills and attributes that Sheldon has and I agree with them totally.  

Greg Ferris has the ability to be as obstinant and obnoxious, as he does, and to be as compassionate and congenial and cordial as anyone I have ever seen.  It indicates the complexity of what a human being is and can be all about.  

I will never forget and I plan on continuing the kind of relationships that I have established with these two gentlemen. I can say to the citizens of Wichita that I do not know of anyone that has contributed more in a more sincere and dedicated manner than they have.  

The other members of the City Council, as have been mentioned, you simply learn from.  We have pursued every option, every alternative of every issue that has been presented to this Council in the six years that I have been here.

As far as Mayor Knight goes, some of us have had the opportunity to serve on national committees.  I can say to the Citizens of Wichita that the influence and the intellectual acumen that he contributes throughout this Country is recognized by leaders of every city that I have been in touch with on these committees, and that is over 3,000 large and small communities.

I will attempt, as the Vice Mayor, to continue, when Bob is absent, the kind of agenda, and the kind of atmosphere, and the kind of philosophy that he has espoused because I believe in it.  He gives as good as he gets.  He is cordial and respectful but honest and forthright.  I do not know of anyone that can expect any more of a leader of a city than what we have in the Mayor of the City of Wichita.  Mayor, I look forward to working with you and the Council.

Mayor Knight said that he and Dr.Postcard had met, as friends, with Sedgwick County Commission Chairman Bill Hancock and Commissioner Sciortino on April 12, 1999, and had talked about possibilities of starting a new day between the City and the County.

I came away from that meeting so encouraged, fortified, and feeling good that I wanted to take a very unusual step here and invite my friend, Bill Hancock, Chairman of the Board of County Commissioners to make some brief remarks about what I hope will be a series of steps that we are going to take to undo a very long history of pulling apart rather than pulling together.

I want to express my gratitude for your service to the City of Wichita, my district included is a large portion of that City.  You have been vital parts of making sure that those areas have been successful.  Thank you very much for the opportunity to serve with you.  I appreciate that.

To the new Council people who are coming on today, I want to say congratulations.  The two new members, and the two old members - not too old - pretty old, it looks like it is going to be a wonderful time for us and for the City of Wichita with the make-up of this particular Council.  I think it is an outstanding group.  They should be congratulated on the fine races they ran.

It is not often that County Commissioners, it is very rare, in fact, that County Commissioners or City Council people appear before the other governing body and take the time to say thank you.  That is partially why I am here today - to say thank you to the City Council. 

Last ten years I have had the opportunity and the privilege of serving as a County Commissioner and entering into many partnerships with the City of Wichita and together we have done fantastic things, amazing things, things that fifteen years ago, twenty years ago, we could only dream of.  And yet, in the last ten years, we have had tremendous successes.  Yes, we have had our differences but I like to believe that those differences that we have had were only expressions of values that we see in our community, respectively, and I think they were honest differences.  But, we have had tremendous success.

I know that yesterday we had a good meeting with Mayor knight and he is right, it was a fantastic meeting in that we talked about the possibilities for the City of Wichita and Sedgwick County.  We talked about a number of projects.  We made no decisions - I think those decisions will be left for a body of twelve and not a group of four, or five, or seven, but a body of twelve because we agreed that in order for us to be successful, for the next few years into the next decade, we will need to work together as one and continue the good work that we have done and the accomplishments that we have attained over the last few years.  I know that we will have differences.  I know our respective governing bodies will disagree and I know there will be disagreements even among the members of my own governing body and the Mayors own governing body within ourselves.  But, I know one thing, if we listen very carefully to each other and we try to discover the nature and maybe even the origins of those disagreements and those divisions, I truly know that those divisions will serve to color and enhance the decisions that we will ultimately make together.  So, it is not altogether bad.

I am here today to promise Mayor Knight and the Council, and the citizens of Wichita and Sedgwick County, that I will do everything that I can to assure that the Sedgwick County Government, its staff, and its management will give its best in cooperating and working with the City of Wichita over the next few years to accomplish all that we can in the time left to us.  It is a promise that I want to make and a promise I will work very hard to fulfill.

I know it is a trite expression that I believe this is a new day but I believe that it is very true.  I am looking forward, now, to the next couple of years to doing all we can to enhance and enrich the lives of the citizens of Sedgwick County, the City of Wichita and the nineteen other cities, townships, and even the people in our region.  It is going be a pleasure.

On May 6, 1997, the City Council approved the reconstruction of 29th Street North, between Amidon and Arkansas.  The design of a three-lane roadway has been completed.  Southwestern Bell Telephone (SWBT), Kansas Gas Service (KGS) and Kansas Gas & Electric are preparing to relocate poles and underground lines so they will not be in the way of the new street construction.  SWBT plans to begin work during the week of April 12.  KGS will likely begin work in early May.  As soon as the utility companies have relocated their facilities, which is anticipated to be in June, construction of the street work is expected to begin .

Because the utility companies have facilities near the edge of the existing roadway on both sides, it will be necessary to close one lane of 29th and carry one lane of traffic.  It is expected that this partial closure will begin in early May and extend throughout both the utility relocation and street construction periods.  The partial closure will extend through summer and fall until the new street can be opened to two-way traffic.  It is anticipated that one-way traffic will be maintained for westbound traffic only.  Eastbound traffic will be detoured on Amidon, 25th Street and Arkansas.

The street construction project is budgeted at $2,100,000, to be funded by General Obligation bonds.

The Kansas Department of Transportation (KDOT) has approved the project for Federal funding.  The City will take bids for the project.  A City/State Agreement has been prepared.  The estimated construction start date is June, 1999. 

The project will provide an improved four-lane roadway to the developing area in northwest Wichita.

WATER AND SEWER (HVAC)
WATER AND SEWER LABORATORY HEATING, VENTILATING, AND AIR CONDITIONING (HVAC) IMPROVEMENTS.
Agenda Report No. 99-356.

The Water and Sewer Department operates a laboratory at the Water Treatment Plant to do analyses on water and wastewater samples.  This laboratory, which is certified by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), performs analyses on water samples to ensure that the Citys drinking water meets all EPA regulations.  It also performs analyses on wastewater samples for the Pretreatment Program and the Sewage Treatment Plant.  

An HVAC system in a laboratory is an especially complicated system.  It must meet not only the requirements for a normal indoor working environment, compensate for the operation of the numerous fume hoods that operate in a laboratory, but also condition the air so that the air does not interfere with the operation of the sophisticated laboratory instruments.  

In the past few years, there have been extensive problems with the HVAC system in the Water Treatment Plant laboratory.  These problems have been especially acute in the summer months when the laboratory has experienced very high humidities.  This has led to condensation dripping from the ceilings and sections of the suspended ceiling collapsing because of excessive moisture.  

In September of 1998, the Water and Sewer Department acquired the services of Professional Engineering Consultants to evaluate the HVAC situation in the laboratory and develop a plan to mitigate those problems.  The plan has been completed and numerous deficiencies have been identified in the current system with extensive modifications being recommended.

In the plan are four alternatives that would significantly improve the operation of the HVAC by conditioning the air that is used to supplement air flow to the various fume hoods.  Two of the alternatives provide a constant air flow to the hoods, but compromise worker safety because the fume hoods can only be used with the protective door either fully open, or partially open, to allow the worker to maneuver the chemicals.  These two alternatives also have the highest annual operating costs.  The third alternative would allow the hoods to be used with the door either partially or fully open, but compromises worker safety because the worker must ensure that the hood is operating before beginning the task.  

The fourth alternative would provide air flow to the hoods to match the door height and only require the workers to set the height as needed to perform their task.  This alternative also has the lowest annual operating cost.  Because of the nature of this project, Staff recommends that the project be done as a design-build, which requires the contractor to procure engineering services as part of the contract.  The fourth alternative is the recommended solution.

The estimated costs for the alternatives range, respectively, from $147,000 to $217,000.  Construction cost for the recommended option is $217,000 with engineering and contingencies bringing the total project cost to $280,000.  Adequate funds remain in CIP W-115, Water Treatment Plant Improvements, to finance this project.
