More citations issued in Kellogg traffic operation 

 

Wichita Police officers Wednesday issued 51 citations during the latest phase of the Kellogg 

traffic operation looking for speeders and aggressive drivers.   

 

On July 15, officers from all four Field Services bureaus targeted speeders in the construction 

zone on East Kellogg between Woodlawn and Webb Road, in the construction zone between 

Washington and Hillside, and in 4800 and 6000 blocks of E. Kellogg. 

 

During the operation, two citations were issued in the 50-mile-per-hour construction zone in the 

2000 block of E. Kellogg; 14 citations were issued in the 60-mile-per-hour zone in the 4800 

block of E. Kellogg; 5 drivers were cited in the 60-mile-per-hour zone in the 6000 block of E. 

Kellogg; and 28 citations were issued in the 35-mile-per-hour construction zone in the 8300 

block of E. Kellogg. 

 

The highest recorded speed was 77 mph in a 60 mph zone, and 59 mph in the 35 mph zone.  

Since the month-long operation began on July 1st, 500 traffic citations have been issued. 
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
