Thousands more support the 

runners' efforts through "Adopt-A-Cop" runner sponsorships, local fundraising events, 

corporate sponsorships and Torch Run T-shirts (more than 400,000 sold) and other 

merchandise sales to fellow law enforcement officers, families, friends and the public.
