Chairperson Tony Rangel called the meeting to order at 2:15 p.m., with eight members present.  Minutes of October 18, 2006 and November 15, 2006 were approved. 

NEW BUSINESS

3.
Agenda Item:  Low-Income Housing Tax Credits/Turtle Creek – Mark Stanberry 

Staff recommended adoption of the application for resolution of support from YARCO Companies for the Low-Income Housing Tax Credits in connection with acquisition and renovation of the Turtle Creek Townhomes.  The request is with a partial waiver of the 20% market-rate set aside requirement, in order to provide 10% of the units as market-rate units.  The HAB originally reviewed this project during its January 18, 2006 meeting and approved recommendation of the adoption of the resolution of support by a 7-0 vote.  YARCO was unable to follow through on its proposal because the general partner would not approve the sale of the project.  The general partner has now approved the sale and has asked YARCO to submit a tax credit application in February 2007.  After discussion, Huffman/Galyon made a motion to approve staff recommendation.  The Board unanimously (8-0) approved staff recommendation.

4.         Board Direction – Tony Rangel

The Board reviewed and discussed the purpose, function and responsibilities of the Board in terms of the past year’s activities.  After discussion, the Board decided to develop by-laws and clarify Board member expectations.  These will be on the January or February Board meeting agenda, along with identifying specific goals for 2007.  Due to several members announcing they would not be able to attend the January meeting, some agenda items may be deferred to February.  Chairperson Tony Rangel announced he would send a notice to the membership to determine availability and plan accordingly. 

OLD BUSINESS

5.          Discussion:  Redevelopment Authority 

The Board reviewed and discussed recent meetings and presentations on the Redevelopment Authority, as well as a summary prepared by staff.  The Board decided to continue that discussion at the next meeting, to clarify specific components of the RDA and to determine an official position of the board.

Discussion:  Housing Policy Implementation

The Board also reviewed the material prepared by staff regarding an implementation plan for Housing Policy strategies and agreed that this should be a focus for 2007.  Specifics will be outlined during the next board meeting in either January or February.
