
High gas prices are keeping 
more and more people at 
home this summer.  And 
that means many people 
are entertaining friends and 
family in their homes in-
stead of going out of town.  
The Housing and Commu-
nity Services Department is 
pleased to be able to pro-
vide you with safe and sani-
tary housing, however we 
want your family entertain-
ment experiences to be just 
as safe.  Following are 
―Seven Super Steps to Safe 
Food In the Summer‖, from 
the Fight Bac! Website. 
 
1. Wash, Wash, Wash Your 

Hands (as in Row, Row, 
Row Your Boat).  Always, 
wash your hands with 
warm water and soap for 
at least 20 seconds be-
fore and after handling 
food. 

2. Marinating Mandate.  Al-
ways marinate food in the 
refrigerator.  Don‘t use 
sauce that was used to 
marinate raw meat or 
poultry on cooked food.  
Boil used marinade be-
fore applying to cooked 
food. 

 
 

3. Hot, Hot, Hot.  When grill-
ing foods, preheat the 
coals on your grill for 20 
to 30 minutes, or until the 
coals are lightly coated 
with ash. 

4. Temperature Gauge.  
Use a food thermometer 
to ensure that food 
reaches a safe internal 
temperature. 

5. Where‘s the Beef?  
Chicken and Fish?  Ham-
burgers should be cooked 
to 160

o
F, while large cuts 

of beef such as roasts 
and steaks may be 
cooked to 145

o 
F for me-

dium rare or to 160
o
F for 

medium.  Poultry must 
reach a temperature of 
165

o
F.  Fish should be 

opaque and flake easily. 

6. Stay Away from the Same 
Old Plate.  When taking 
foods off the grill, do not 
put cooked food items 
back on the same plate 
that held raw food, unless 
it has been washed with 
hot, soapy water first.  
And in hot weather 
(above 90

o
F) foods 

should never sit out for 
more than one hour be-
fore going in the refrigera-
tor. 

7. Icebox Etiquette.  A full 
cooler will maintain its cold 
temperatures longer than 
one that is partially filled so 
it is important to pack 
plenty of extra ice or 
freezer packs to ensure a 
constant cold temperature.  
Keep the cooler out of the 
direct sun. 

Housing Authority staff are 
often called upon to assist 
persons who have financial 
needs but frequently they 
face those who have physical 
needs as well. On several 
occasions staff have gone 
the extra mile to assist per-
sons who have visual impair-
ments.  Recently, support 
staff from the Section 8 pro-
gram became concerned 
when a person with limited 
vision waited more than an 
hour for his arranged ride.  
She was ready to take him 
home in her car but working 
as a team, we were finally 
able to contact the van ser-
vice and he was able to get 
home.  On another occasion 
a Public Housing support 
person assisted a man with 
limited vision in completing 
the Public Housing applica-
tion.  She talked 
him completely 
through the proc-
ess, including 
guiding his hand 
to the place where he signed 
his ―X‖.   Vicki Liguori and 
Shreda Johnson are just two 
of many Housing employees 
who deliver results that mat-
ter! 
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Other ways you can be a good 
renter—and this goes for Public 
Housing and Section 8 clients.  
These tips are taken from the Kan-
sas Tenants Handbook. 
 

Keep the parts of the building you 
rent (especially appliances) as 
clean as the building‘s condition 
allows. 
Try to get along with the other 
tenants (or neighbors). 
Check with your landlord before 
you attach anything to the apart-
ment (or house), such as shelves 
or carpet. 
Check before having a roommate 
move in since this is a change in 
your original agreement.  Check 
also about pets if you want to get 
one. 

Notify your landlord if you plan to 
be away from your house or apart-
ment for more than a few days.   
Also keep in mind that you are 
responsible not only for your own 
actions, but also those of your 
family, your friends, your friends‘ 
friends—any person or animal in 
your home with your expressed or 
implied consent.  Any damage or 
trouble caused by these other par-
ties can be held against you. 

 
Rent tenancy is a two-way street, and 
you as a tenant should do all you can 
to meet your responsibilities. 

Public Housing residents should be 
advised that there may be a change 
in the time that courtesy rent state-
ments are received starting with the 
August statements.  New electronic 
systems are being installed which 
could cause a delay in the creation of 
rent statements.  However, RENT IS 
DUE ON THE FIRST OF THE 
MONTH, regardless of whether or not 
you receive your rent statement prior 
to that time.  As a renter, it is your 
responsibility to insure that your rent 
is paid on time.  In most rental situa-
tions, rent statements are not issued 
at all—the tenant just knows that their 
rent is due on a certain date. 
 
So, please be a good renter, and pay 
your rent on the first of the month, 
whether you get a statement or not.   

     The moYour Public Housing and 
Section 8 programs rank in the top 
tier of HUD Housing Authorities.  
Both have been designated as 
―high performers‖ which means that 
we are meeting and exceeding 
HUD‘s expectations for providing 
safe, sanitary housing for Wichita 
residents.  We are proud of this 
designation because it means our 
staff are delivering quality services 
in accordance with our guidelines.  
Sometimes we know that you are  

frustrated when we cannot make 
exceptions in specific situations, but 
it is important that we treat every-
one‘s situation according to the 
rules HUD establishes. 
     Being designated as a High Per-
former also places us in a position 
to apply for more funds to provide 
even more services to you.  So our 
staff will continue to do everything 
they can to maintain this status. 
     Of course, just as we want to be 
careful to follow HUD rules, we also 

want to be sure we are providing 
you with the services you need and 
want.  That is one of the reasons 
we distribute surveys to our Public 
Housing residents and Section 8 
clients, and why, as you will note 
below, we want you to send those 
in so that we can either congratu-
late our staff who are doing a good 
job, or make corrections if you iden-
tify a problem in our system.  And in 
case you were wondering, I read 
each of your responses.  I look for-
ward to reading even more! 

We need to hear from you about 
our ‗behind the scenes‘ he-
roes  
and others!  Each month we 
distribute customer surveys 
to persons who have re-
ceived services through our 
department.  The survey 
asks questions about how 
well we have done in deliv-

ering quality services and in-
formation to you.   
So, when you receive a sur-
vey, please fill it out and return 
it in the postage-paid envelope 
provided.  Let us know what 
we did well, and if there are 
any ways in which we can im-
prove.  We look forward to 
hearing from you!

EXTENSION REQUESTS 
FOR 

FAILED INSPECTION ITEMS 
 

For fairness and consistency the 
Section 8 Division applies the 
following policies and procedures 
for receiving and processing re-
quests for extending Housing 
Quality Standards compliance 
deadlines.  The following pro-
vides details on conditions  un-
der which extensions will be 
granted to Section 8 clients and/
or landlords. 
 
1. Extensions will not be 

granted without just cause. 
2. Verbal extensions will not be 

granted.  All extensions must 
be submitted in writing, 
emailed or faxed to the Sec-
tion 8 office prior to the date 
repairs are to be completed.  
Extension requests must be 
received 7 days prior to any 
scheduled inspection. 

3. Extensions will not be 
granted at initial inspections. 

4. Extensions will not be 
granted for life threatening 
violations requiring correc-
tions within 24 hours.
