2. Purpose /Function of the Board- Jay Hinkel explained that as a result of a lawsuit against the City of Wichita the City choose to acknowledge the disability related issues in the community. The Board was created as part of the settlement of that suit to discuss and make recommendations on projects, plans and facilities as the City of Wichita moves forward to address disability related issues. The Board is compiled from a broad spectrum of representatives from disability related non-profit organizations and City Manager and Council member appointees who are thought to have insight on disability related issues. Hinkel also explains how the number of representatives on the Board can expand if the Board recommends or the City Manager chooses that action. 

3. Operating Policies- Dave Calvert discussed with the Board the operating procedures he has drafted are a result of the settlement with the City. The procedures can be amended at any time with a majority vote of the Board. He then went through each item of the operating procedures and asked for comment. After comments were discussed Pasmore made a motion to approve the Operating Procedures. Nickel seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

· Amendment- An amendment was added, which expanded the residency requirements for Board members from the City of Wichita to Sedgwick County. Hedrick made the motion and Yonce seconded. The motion passed unanimously. 

4. Additional Functions of the Board

a. Art and Advisory Board- Hinkel explained the City of Wichita Art and Design Board approved construction projects for the City mainly related to aesthetic features. The Settlement Agreement calls for one member of the Access Advisory Board to serve on the Art and Design Board to give ADA related input on construction projects.

b. Sub-committee to hear Transit appeals- Forrest Nagley explained the need for a sub-committee of members of the Access Advisory Board (AAB) to handle appeals from transit riders related to disability issues. Nagley discussed that ADA requires Para transit for those who are unable to use the normal Transit system, but that FTA requires that the Paratransit users be medically certified as needing that service.   The process will be that appeals of service denials first go to Jeanne Goodvin and if the complainant is still not satisfied, the appeal will go to the AAB subcommittee. Subcommittee meetings will be called as needed to expedite these appeals. The number of members on the committee and manner in which the committee conducts business is up to the Board. 

c. Citizen Complaint Subcommittee- An additional subcommittee will be needed to assess complaints from citizens relating to program and facility access. If after those complaints have been reviewed by Jeanne Goodvin, a resolution had not been reached. 

d. Self-Assessment Process- The City will be retaining a consultant to perform an inventory of City programs and facilities, and help prepare an updated self-assessment and transition plan.  This consultant will seek input from the AAB on various issues prior to making its recommendations.

Elections- Goodvin moved for the appointment of Calvert as Chair of the Board.  Second by Hedrick. This motion passed unanimously. Calvert nominated Farney to be the primary representative from the AAB and Jeanne Goodvin to be the AAB alternate or additional representative on the Art and Design Board. Second by Weigel. The election of Vice Chair is still to be decided. Calvert requested those who are interested to contact him.
