Don Vaughn, seconded by Jerry Short, moved to accept the November minutes, motion carried 5-0.

Chairman, Terry Irwin announced there would be a change in the agenda to accommodate the guests.

Max Christenensen, of Oakridge Construction, presented his request for variance for the mechanical vents to each island.  After a lengthy discussion and debate, Jerry Short, seconded by Leon Breedlove, moved to deny Mr. Christensen’s request, motion carried 5 – 0.
