UNFINISHED BUSINESS
TRANSFER STATION
CONSIDERATION OF TRANSFER STATION CONDITIONAL USES.
Gary Rebenstorf
Director of Law reviewed the Item.

Agenda Report No. 99-222 A.

On January 26 and February 9, 1999, the City Council reviewed the issue of solid waste transfer stations and what addition requirements should be established for transfer stations located within the City.  Council directed that additional regulations be drafted.  As part of this action, Council also directed that decisions on conditional uses for transfer stations should be approved by the City Council rather than the Planning Commission.

Under the Unified Zoning Code (UZC), a transfer station is only allowed to be located in the Rural Residential, Limited Industrial, and General Industrial zoning districts as a conditional use.  A conditional use requires an application and case by case approval to assure compliance with the criteria of the UZC.  Any conditional use, including those for transfer stations, may be approved or disapproved by the Planning Commission as final action, unless appealed to the Governing Body.  The Governing Body, the Superintendent of Central Inspection, and the Planning Director all have authority to appeal a Planning Commission decision.  If appealed, the conditional use request then comes before the governing body as a recommendation for final action the same as a zoning decision.  The Council has discretion whether to hold another public hearing.

The City Council has the right to make the final decision on any conditional use application for a transfer station in the City that comes before it.  A conditional use may be approved, approved with conditions or modifications, denied, or returned to the Planning Commission for further consideration. 

Council may direct that all conditional uses involving transfer station applications within the City be appealed and automatically come to the Council for final decision.  This can be accomplished by an amendment to Council Policy 9 which establishes policy implementation procedures for City Council consideration of zoning and planning items.  A new section 3(f) to City Council Policy 9 would read as follows:

City Council Procedure

(f)
All MAPC decisions on Conditional Uses for a transfer station shall be appealed and shall come to the City Council for final decision.

No further Council action will be necessary to bring individual cases forward.  This will be direction to City staff that such decisions are always deemed appealed and will always be placed on the Councils Planning Agenda for final action.

If Council prefers a more formal approach to consideration of transfer station conditional uses, it may initiate an amendment to the UZC.  The amendment would require final City Council consideration for the approval or denial of any application for a condition use for a transfer station.  Textual changes to the UZC must follow the statutory amendment process.  It would require an MAPC hearing after 20 days published notice of the amendment.  The MAPC would then make its recommendation to the City Council and County Commission for the language changes.  The text change would be adopted as an ordinance change to the UZC.  The process will take several months to accomplish.

ORDINANCE ON LICENSING AND CONTRACTING FOR SOLID WASTE TRANSFER STATIONS.
Agenda Report No. 99-223 A.

Proposed Chapter 3.52 of the City Code establishes a licensing process for the operation of solid waste transfer stations in the City.  As part of the licensing process, the collectors will also enter into contracts with the City.  The license and contract will be in addition to any licenses or permits required by the State, County, and Zoning Code.

The contractual requirements are listed in the Ordinance:

Community-wide clean up.

Neighborhood/Bulky Waste Clean up.

Host fee.

Household/Small Quantity Hazardous Waste.

Radioactive Waste.

Yard Waste Storage.

Unsecured loads.

Natural disasters.

Other City waste.

Tires.

Asbestos.

Emergency plan.

The tipping fee surcharges for each service will be a per ton charge established by resolution of the City Council based upon a recommendation by the Public Works Director.  The fee will be adjusted annually based upon the anticipated volume of waste going through all transfer stations in the City.  The collection of fees will be subject to periodic audit.  Fees are to be paid to the City on a quarterly basis.

Existing cleanup programs have a cost impact of well over $1.4 million annually.  These programs are currently funded through tipping fees at Brooks landfill.  When County licensed transfer stations take over the waste disposal function, the licensing and contracting ordinance can provide a means to assist in the continued funding of those programs.  This funding source will be dependent upon the location of transfer stations within the City limits, however.  The tipping fee surcharges assessed through the proposed ordinance will be placed in the Citys solid waste fund and used to offset the costs of those programs continued by the City.  The license fees are intended to off-set administrative expenses of the licensing.

NEIGHBORHOOD PLANNING
CONTRACT FOR NEIGHBORHOOD PLANNING SERVICES.
Marvin Krout
Director of Planning reviewed the Item.

Agenda Report No. 99-263.

The Staff Screening and Selection Committee reviewed responses to proposals and selected Development Concepts, Inc., as the successful firm.

The target date for completion of the neighborhood studies is January 31, 2000.  All work is to be completed by March 2000.  The first two study areas will be Orchard Breeze and Center City.  Work in the Hilltop and Midtown North areas is expected to commence in August.

The agreement commits the City to use the grant money provided by the KDCH as compensation for the consultants.

There is no direct funding provided by the City.  The City is providing a 25 percent match for three of the grants awarded, and a one-third match for the Orchard Breeze grant.  This amounts to $17,500 in match which will be contributed primarily through the staff services of the MAPD, administrator of the grants.

ARTS & CRAFTS BUILDING
REQUESTED AMENDMENTS TO LEASE AGREEMENT.  (District VI)

Chris Cherches
City Manager reviewed the Item.

Agenda Report No. 99-264.

On February 9, 1999 the City Council approved a lease agreement with the SER Corporation for the Arts and Crafts Center, at 2601 North Arkansas.   The SER Corporation  proposed  to lease the City-owned building at 2601 North Arkansas for the main offices of its organization, in collaboration with other agencies for the Hispanic Community Center Initiative.  

The SER Corporation proposed to partner with the agencies to provide the following services: 1)  SER Corporation, job training and preparation; 2)  Wichita A.C.T.S on Truancy Project, truancy counseling to youth and families; 3)  Child Care Association; Head Start classroom for bilingual children; 4)  Hispanic Tutoring Program, tutoring assistance; 5)  Quivira Council--Boy Scouts of America, for outreach, recruitment and meeting space; and 6)  Hispanic Family and Pregnancy Crisis Center, assistance for families and teens.

The SER Corporation has requested three amendments to the agreement: (1) A date change on the agreement to reflect its effective date of February 9, 1999, (Council approval date); (2) the $200 lease payment be waived until the SER corporation occupies the facility; and (3) the renewal option be extended from three years as approved, to five years.  (The original language in the Request for Proposal allows for an extension up to five years.)

The City will be required to maintain the facility until occupancy, including routine expenses (i.e. utilities, cleaning, grass mowing, vandalism repairs, etc.)  An estimated cost of $300 a will be required

MUNICIPAL ENERGY AGENCY
MUNICIPAL ENERGY AGENCY.
Council Member Ferris present.

Joe Pajor
Natural Resources Director reviewed the Item.

Agenda Report No. 99-265.

Kansas law was amended in 1998, to remove restrictive membership requirements for a municipal energy agency (MEA).  Legislation allows cities to join together (by agreement) to form a cooperative agency for the purpose of planning, studying and developing facilities and programs to secure an adequate, economical and reliable supply of electricity and other energy.  An MEA operates as a utility, subject to the Kansas Corporation Commission (KCC).  Once created, it becomes a separate legal entity with broad authority and power to purchase, sell, exchange, or transmit electrical energy and to construct and operate generating and transmission facilities.  Currently, there is one existing MEA, the Kansas Municipal Energy Agency (KMEA), which was formed in 1980.  This agency has 40-member cities.  

It is proposed that the City of Wichita enter into Interlocal Agreement with other area communities with common interests to form Municipal energy Agency.

The creation of an MEA in South Central Kansas should include cities in the area with common energy interests, including such municipalities as Derby, Newton, El Dorado, and others.  It might also receive support and membership from the Regional Area Economic Area Partnership (REAP).  Once organized, this entity could be involved in the State-wide discussions of electrical energy issues, become a cost effective advocate for its members in the regulatory proceedings, and to implement planning and preparing for retail wheeling in the State, and to position itself to become (if it chooses) aggregators of electrical power for its residents under retail wheeling. 

K.S.A 12-885 et seq., permits municipalities to create an MEA.  The procedure to develop an MEA begins with the initial identification of member cities.  This can be achieved by having interested cities adopt a Statement of Interest to Participate or a Resolution authorizing the creation of an MEA pursuant to K.S.A. 12-885, as filed.  The Resolution would become effective in 60 days unless a 10% protest petition is filed.  Once all the resolutions have become effective, an agreement in then entered into by each city.  The agreement is then submitted to the Attorney General for review/approval.

The adoption of a Statement of Interest to Participate and /or the Resolution would not create any immediate financial obligations, unless recommended by the membership of the Agency.

RALPH WULZ TENNIS CENTER
RALPH WULZ TENNIS CENTER PLAN.  (District VI)

Chris Cherches
City Manager reviewed the Item.

Agenda Report No. 99-266.

The (Ralph Wulz) Tennis Center, located in Riverside Park, one of the Citys largest and most utilized parks, has a history of being a premier tennis center.  It was home to regional tennis tournaments and had a reputation for being one of the better facilities in the region.  Over the years, the condition and usage declined necessitating corrective actions. 

Recent action (December 1998) by the City Council addressed facility improvements and authorized actions to restore tennis activities and programs.  Staff, along with a group of tennis enthusiasts, have held a number of meetings to develop a strategy to not only upgrade the tennis facilities but increase the interest and programming for youth and families in Wichita.  A plan has been developed to address the business and marketing aspects of this major tennis facility.  This plan outlines the action steps felt to be needed to promote tennis as a sport for youth and families and market the Riverside Tennis facilities for more growth and active use, not only for local tennis instructions, recreation and league play, but to attract regional tennis tournaments. 

The proposed plan is based upon the premise that this coming (1999) season will be a rebuilding year for the Tennis Center.  That is, a series of events and activities will be programmed to develop and promote tennis and introduce more users to the Centers facilities.  Since major tennis tournaments have already been scheduled for the season, it is doubtful that any such major tournaments/events, other than local tennis events, can be scheduled this year.  However, major efforts will be made this year to set in place a framework for development of tennis programs that not only serve the general public, but family and youth tennis as well.  In addition, contacts will be made with private funders (e.g. foundations, sports equipment manufacturers, etc.) to promote and schedule tournaments for future major tennis events.  In addition, sponsorships will be solicited to assist with making tennis an affordable sport to residents and seek actual program commitments for 1999 and beyond.   

The following action will be initiated to implement infrastructure and program improvements to the Ralph Wulz Tennis Center.

· March, 1999 - May, 1999 --- Initiation of Facility Capital Improvements

These improvements have already been approved by the City Council and include the renovation of courts #6 and #7; repair lighting and speaker/intercom system; renovate pro shop and plaza areas;  install signage and landscaping; install bleachers.

· March, 1999 - May 1999 --- Purchase Additional Equipment for Tennis Program

These purchases have already been approved by the City Council and include such items as seamless rollers; nets; ball machines; wind screens; racquet carts; tennis racquets and balls and other equipment needs.

· March, 1999 --- Negotiate Pro/Management Contracts 

As part of the proposed plan, new contracts will be negotiated for the tennis professional for managing the facility along with services related to marketing the Center and soliciting tennis events/services.  The terms and conditions of the pro contract will be address such issues as court scheduling, tennis instructions, merchandising the pro-shop; managing the concessions; and daily maintenance/cleaning; along with assisting with recruiting, directing and managing  tournaments; hosting leagues; repairing equipment; etc.  The contract will include a basic annual salary, supplemented from program revenues derived from Center programs/activities/sales.  Special assistance/services will be retained to provide a linkage with local tennis enthusiasts/clubs, and to obtain support from the local and national tennis community.  These special services will likewise assist the tennis professional to develop tennis programs (such as listed below) and identify grant and other funding assistance that might be available to support tennis events and tournaments.

April - May 1999 --- Establish Community Tennis Association            

To help promote the tennis facility and provide the support necessary to implement the plan, it is proposed that a Community Tennis Association be established. This organization, once established, would serve in an advisory capacity to the City Manager/Council, the Park and Recreation Department/Board, and assist with special tennis attractions at the Center and become the entity to apply/receive USTA grants.  In addition, the Association would:

 
*
Initiate grants to the USTA to fund at-risk youth programs and adult tennis programs.

*
Market and promote local and regional tennis tournaments and special events.

*
Provide a pool of volunteers to staff tennis tournaments and special events.

*
Develop a pool of corporate sponsors for tournaments and special events.


· April 1999 - June 1999 --- Actions to Develop Tennis Programs             In addition to the above action strategies, other activities to promote, build and develop the tennis centers use and events would include, but not limited to, the following:

*
Development of the USA Tennis Free for All Event -- a one-time free tennis lesson for youth and adult to promote and attract individuals to the center to enjoy the tennis sport. 

*
Establish a Play Tennis America Program -- a four-week program for beginners which will be offered to children through the schools.  Scholarships through a USTA grant would be offered for children who do not have the ability to pay.

*
Development of USA Team Tennis --  a four-week-to-eight-week program which moves junior players (age 16-18) into team practice and match play though league play.  This program may be offered not only at the Center, but other courts throughout the City.

*
Implementation of the Summer of Discovery Program -- this new program, recently approved by the City Council, will offer 1,000 children from throughout the City to be exposed to tennis during a week long tennis clinic.

*
Development of Tennis Mentor Program for at-risk Children -- this program would match at-risk youth with volunteer adults to expose youth to tennis as a life-long sport and to also serve as role model to youth.

*
Organize National Tennis Day -- May 9, 1999, is National Tennis Day, an event which should be celebrated with tennis clinics, local media and celebrity matches, and other special events to promote the Center and the sport of tennis.

*
Development of programs for the physically challenged -- tennis programs will be made available to children and adults who have physical disabilities.   

*
Development of Corporate Sponsors -- the tennis pro and the Community Tennis Association will contact and encourage corporate sponsors to support community tennis programs and subsidize court costs for employees as a way to encourage employees to maintain a healthy lifestyle. 

*       Develop special programs for disadvantaged youth to encourage tennis          
recreation.  Grants will be solicited along with corporate sponsorships to assist with the financial support for these programs/activities.

· May, 1999 --   Initiate On-going Marketing Program for Tennis Programs

Many of the programs to enhance usage of the Tennis Center and increase tennis play across the City will require an ongoing marketing effort.  Specific activities to be carried out would target school children before the close of the school year through flyers and brochures; advertising and promoting tennis programs on the Channel #7 and in recreational publications; working with the Community Tennis Association to promote tennis tournaments and special events; promotions of tennis programs in cooperation with  the Recreational Alliance and local tennis clubs; and other similar marketing activities.

On December 15, 1998, the City Council authorized improvements totaling $217,685 from under expenditures in the 1998 Park Department budget.  Additional start-up costs, including equipping the pro shop and concession areas, marketing the upgraded facility, plus a basis pro and special assistance contracts, are estimated to be approximately $75,000.  Money is available in the General Fund reserve.  Annual revenues from all improvements are projected to increase by $15,000/year, with $7,000 of the increase being from inventory resale and $8,000 of the increase in fees for tournaments, lessons and league play. 

As the Center begins to market and program more activities and attract tournament play and other events, income will increase.  It will be the Citys goal to make this facility self-supporting within three years.

Council Member Cole
Council Member Cole commended and thanked Council Member Ferris and Mrs. Ferris  for their efforts on this project.

Council Member Rogers
Council Member Rogers said that he hoped that, from a conceptual standpoint, people involved with this program would understand that they may need to establish a communication process.  There should be ongoing information to the other parks in the area about what the impact of certain procedures that they might find being effective can be transmitted to other parks.  There needs to be a truly coordinated effort throughout the entire City - in terms of the operation of, specifically, these kinds of programs.  They would be of tremendous benefit to all the citizens in all parts of the City.

NGBRHOOD SERVICE CENTERS
ESTABLISHMENT OF NEIGHBORHOOD SERVICE CENTERS.
Chris Cherches
City Manager reviewed the Item.

Agenda Report No. 99-267.

On March 23, 1999, the City Council approved the establishment of Neighborhood Service Centers at four locations: Atwater; Colvin; Evergreen; and Aley/Stanley. The City currently provides a number of services at the centers. Branch health stations are located at Colvin, Evergreen and Aley/Stanley and recreational staff are assigned to each of the four locations. The Colvin and Aley/Stanley facilities are combined community and elementary facilities. Both of these locations operate branch libraries which serve the public and the school children.  Community Education Coordinators are located at Atwater (part-time shared with Northeast Magnet School) and at Colvin. Additional office space will be available for other services when Human Service staff, also located at the four centers, relocate to a central location.

The proposal is to phase-in services at the centers. The services currently provided will be the building blocks for other public services.  Neighborhood Assistants and CPO staff will be reassigned to the centers to provide a daily presence, contact point and a more visible link between City government, and neighborhood residents/groups.  Eventually these centers could become mini-city halls providing other services most often needed by neighborhood residents.  For example, in the future, the City could initiate bill paying functions at each of the centers for utility bills, municipal court fines, and housing payments. As technology develops it is envisioned that the centers could eventually provide licenses and City permits.  Other City services such as inspection services and street maintenance could be provided from the four center locations.

To capitalize on an existing public asset, it is proposed that the City increase its investment in the centers to make them viable service facilities for the surrounding neighborhoods.  The centers will need to be upgraded so that they are conducive to public access and are user friendly.  The City initiated a request for proposals for architectural services to evaluate the centers and work with the City on necessary design improvements.  The firm of Shaefer Johnson Cox Frey and Associates is recommended for this work.

The firm provided a graduated fee schedule based upon the cost of the improvements. Given that the dollar amount of improvements is unknown, it is recommended that a not-to-exceed amount of $64,000 be approved. Architectural fees could be substantially less once the scope of work has been determined and the fee negotiated.  The City Council, at the March 23, 1999, meeting approved the use of CDBG funds for architectural services and facility renovation.

Council Member Ferris
Council Member Ferris said the fastest growing area in Wichita does not have even a recreation center or meeting place.  

The City Council previously appropriated $100,000 to a recreation center in conjunction with the Auburn Hills Golf Course.  The costs directly attributable to the expansion for the recreation or meeting room area to make the clubhouse accessible to 200 people was $300,000 and not $100,000.  Some of the costs can be absorbed by the City in the Golf Course Budget for the clubhouse, since the City was given $600,000 by the developer to build a portion of that.  The budget will be about $135,000 short and Council Member Ferris said it would be a gross mistake to have the size of the meeting area cut to accommodate the budget.

The Golf Course Budget will run the facility so that the operational costs will not go back to the General Fund.  The electricity and all of those things will be paid for through the Golf Fund.  The construction budget is going to need an additional infusion of $135,000 to be able to accommodate a meeting room the size that is needed in west Wichita.

Council Member Ferris asked that the Manager place this Item on the Agenda next week.

Council Member Cole said neighborhood organizations have been expressing interest and asking whether there is a possibility that the neighborhood organizations might be involved, to the degree possible, in determining what services might be at these center.

Council Member Rogers
Council Member Rogers said he hoped the City Council would consider establishing dialogue to look at the relative merits of encouraging the establishment of a group (i.e., Superintendent of Schools, City Manager, County Manager) to begin some kind of formal discussion and to bring in specific people with technical skills to look at ongoing planning and organization.

INTERNET SERVICE
CONTRACT FOR INTERNET SERVICE - LIBRARY.

The Telecommunications Act of 1996 authorized establishment of discounts for telecommunications and Internet access for schools and libraries. The Library was awarded $48,054.40 in discounted service for the first funding cycle. To help the
Library maximize its discount requests for the second funding year, eligible services should be provided on a July 1 - June 30 contract cycle. The Librarys current contract for service from SouthWind Internet Access, Inc. is for a November 1 - October 31 period.

The Library requires a reliable dedicated Internet connection to provide access not only to information resources on the world wide web, but also for connectivity to remote databases made available through the Librarys online catalog. Amending the existing contract will allow the Library to apply for discounts for the entire second funding year. It will synchronize future years contracts with the discount funding cycles.

Maintaining the current contract without change will reduce the Internet discount the Library may request by 33%.

Monthly access fees identified in the contract will not change. If the grant application is successful, the Library will receive a 69% discount on its Internet service for the July 1, 1999 - June 30, 2000 year. Estimated value of the discount is $8,967.

OFFICE SPACE CONTRACT
DESIGN/BUILD CONTRACT FOR OFFICE SPACE.

On January 26, 1999, the City Council approved a reorganization plan for the Human Services Department.  The plan defined the need to address outdated service delivery; to provide services that are market-based and customer oriented as well as agile and adaptable; to reduce overhead costs and increase output; and to be able to produce meaningful and measurable outcomes.  To address these needs, the plan reorganizes service delivery and couples the new Welfare to Work (WtW) program with the existing Job Training Partnership Act (JTPA) program. This provides a better continuum for workforce development services. Staff associated with these two functions need to be consolidated into one location to better address clients needs.

The Human Services reorganization plan proposes to consolidate staff into one central location to provide workforce development services. The preferred location is the vacant, undeveloped space associated with the State Office Building Parking Garage. This ground level space is ideal as it is across the street from the Wichita Transit Center and will provide clients who depend on public transit with easy access to job development services.  The location is also in very close proximity to the State Office Building which houses a number of support services for the same clientele.

Competitive bids were solicited for design and construction of the office space. It is proposed to enter into a contract with Gossen Livingston for design/build services. Gossen Livingston was the architectural firm utilized to design the parking garage and is already familiar with this structure.  The firm indicates the design documents could be completed within four weeks allowing construction to commence and be completed within 16 weeks. The relocation of Human Service staff to one central location is also necessary due to the Municipal Court remodel project.

The Municipal Court will expand its operations and require additional space on the second floor of City Hall (the current location of some of the Human Services staff involved workforce development activities). 

The total estimated cost of the design/build contract is $306,003.  Unexpended CDBG funds are available in the Human Services budget to design/construct the project. Allocating space for this proposed public service usage will make it eligible for CDBG allocations, thus alleviating the need for General Fund use to complete the space remodeling.

That firm, and particularly David R. Tripp, assisted staff and Council on a number of elements on the project and continues to provide advice and legal representation as needed as the project is being implemented.  Extensive effort has also been placed in the identification of responsible parties for cost recovery purposes.  The contractual limit under the existing contract has been passed and new authority is needed.

This supplemental agreement provides additional authority to continue to use the services of Stinson, Mag & Fizzell on an as-needed basis for particular legal and environmental issues.  This agreement also continues to provide for the litigation team headed by Robert L. Driscoll which is handling the litigation to recover costs from responsible parties.

This supplemental agreement provides authority for an additional $500,000 in legal services.  These services will be paid out of the Gilbert & Mosley TIF budget.  Funds are available under the Contractual Services account and a transfer within that budgetary account will be made to the extent necessary to cover expenses incurred.

EPIC CENTER OPTION 
EPIC CENTER OPTION TO REPURCHASE.  (District VI)

Agenda Report No. 99-279.

Under the Real Estate Purchase Contract with Epic Center, Inc., the City has an option to repurchase any undeveloped portion of the Epic Center site (Block 2) after December 21, 1997.  Epic Center, Inc., was originally selected as the developer of the entire site after an extensive competitive proposal process.  The development proposal selected by the City Commission on November 30, 1982, contemplated twin 20-floor office towers with atrium, shopping mall, parking structure, and a land use plan.  Epic Center paid the City $2.1 million for the site.  The contract dated December 21, 1982, required completion of the entire development by December 21, 1992. 

In an amendment approved September 17, 1985, the phasing of the project was revised to allow the South tower to be built first, and the completion date was extended to December 21, 1997.  A Second Amendment was approved on July 18, 1992, with CIPE, Inc. (formerly Epic Center, Inc.), allowing the use of the Northwest portion of the Site for the IRS Building and revising the landscape plan.  Under that amendment, CIPE agreed to provide 286 parking spaces for the IRS Building and was allowed to use the undeveloped (Northeast) portion of the site for 186 of those spaces.  The amendment provided that in the event the Northeast portion was developed or was repurchased by the City, CIPE would have 6 months to find replacement parking within 800 feet of the IRS Building.

The North Tower, atrium, and remaining parking structure have not been completed.  The City has the option to repurchase the undeveloped portion of the site for the original purchase price (established as $5.00 per square foot).  (Under the
agreement, temporary paved parking was allowed but the cost was specifically excluded from the repurchase price.)  Notice has been given to CIPE of the Citys intent to exercise the repurchase option.

Last year, the City notified the owners of the property that unless the Company would submit plans for development of this property in substantial conformance to the conceptual plans initially approved, the City would exercise its option. The
owners indicated that they did not have plans for further development of the property, thus leaving it up to the City as to whether or not it wished to reacquire the property.   

The option to repurchase the undeveloped (Northeast) portion of the Epic Center site must be exercised by the City before June 21, 1999.  Upon payment of the repurchase price, CIPE, Inc., will be required to transfer fee title of the undeveloped portion to the City by warranty deed.  The property must be free of all liens and encumbrances, including back taxes which are currently owning.  Staff will proceed to close on the parcel as soon as authorized.  A survey will be necessary to determine the actual size of the undeveloped remainder (approximately 800,000 square foot).

CIPE has requested that it be allowed to lease the site for continued use as parking to meet its obligations for the IRS Building until such time as the City has other uses for the site.  Staff can be directed to negotiate the lease, give the appropriate notices, and return to Council for approval of the lease terms.  

The repurchase price of the undeveloped site is approximately $401,000 based upon $5.00 per square foot; the actual price will be determined by a survey.  Survey expenses and closing costs are estimated to be less than $5,000.  The City is not required to pay for any of the parking improvements on the site.  The owner will be required to pay back taxes up to date of closing.  

Under the agreement, the City has the right to repurchase the site and has taken the necessary steps to initiate this process.  Upon approval of the expenditure by the City Council, the City will be authorized to complete the repurchase the site.  Subsequent lease of the site will require appropriate approvals consistent with the Urban Renewal Plan for the site.

The Bayley Street Rail Corridor Improvement Project, approved by City Council on June 24, 1998, requires the full acquisition of eleven developed tracts and one vacant tract along Bayley Street and the partial acquisition of access, drives and garages of nine tracts.  One of  the full acquisitions is 417 West Bayley which is owned by Lillian Sullivan.  The owner is elderly and has requested that she be allowed to stay in the property for some period after closing.  The property is legally described as the East half of Lots 1,3, 5, and 7 on Palisade Street in Nelsons Highland 2nd Addition to Wichita.

The subject tract contains approximately 7,000 square feet and is improved with a single-family structure containing 650 square feet.  A valuation of the property indicated that the tract is worth $32,000.  The property owner has agreed to sell the property to the City for this amount.  

The funding source is General Obligation Bonds.  The budget of $38,500 includes $32,000 for the acquisition, $5,000 for demolition and associated costs,  and $1,500 for acquisition and closing costs, title insurance, etc..  This is the nineteenth acquisition for the project.  Counting this property, expenditures of $748,661 have been approved.

The City has already received payment of the $100 purchase option price and confirmation from the Trustee that all bonds have been paid.  

The purchase price is $100 and other considerations as listed under the provision of the Lease Agreement including all payments necessary to redeem and retire all outstanding bonds.  This price includes without limitations, the payment of all outstanding principal, interest, and all other expenses of redemption, and trustee fees, after the deduction of any amounts provided for in the Lease Agreement and available for such redemption.

The City is contractually bound to convey the IRB Project property to the Tenant by special warranty deed, once all the conditions established in the Lease have been met.  The City Attorney's Office has approved the form of the Resolution, Special Warranty Deed, Bill of Sale and Termination of Lease Agreement.

The 500 block of Taft Street, and the Sycamore exit ramp off of eastbound Kellogg both have sunken areas in the street that need to be repaired.  Typically, they are repaired by removing and replacing the sunken portions of pavement, which is very expensive.  If the pavement is otherwise sound, a process called mud-jacking can be performed which pushes a heavy concrete material under the sunken areas to raise the pavement.  Because the concrete takes several days to cure, traffic must be diverted from the mud-jacked areas until the material sets up.

Uretek USA, a company from Houston, has developed a method of raising streets using a lightweight polyurethane foam which sets in a matter of minutes, minimizing traffic disruption.  Uretek will be in the Wichita area in late March/early April, and could perform a demonstration project at that time.

Uretek has offered to demonstrate their product on Taft and the Sycamore exit ramp at a cost of $23,250.  Using their process, these streets would be repaired with a significant savings of both cost and time.

The 1999 Enhanced Maintenance Program contains adequate funding to provide for this demonstration.

This 29-lot plat is zoned SF-6, Single-Family Residential. Although this site is within the City of Wichita, it will use the Countys Four Mile Creek sanitary sewer system and petitions for sewer improvements will be handled by the County. City water is available to serve the site. Other petitions, all 100%, have been submitted for paving and water improvements. Both a City and County Certificate of Petitions have also been submitted. 

In order to provide for the ownership and maintenance of the reserves, the applicant has submitted a restrictive covenant. To provide for off-street parking for lots adjacent to narrow streets, a covenant has also been submitted requiring that four (4) off-street spaces be provided for each such lot. In order to allow for the platting of a street with a narrow or nonstandard right-of-way dedication, a 15-foot street, drainage, and utility easement was platted with a covenant restricting the use of easements. 

The negative Planning Commission vote indicated the Commissioners concern with the compatibility of this plat with the adjoining areas. This plat has been reviewed and approved by the Planning Commission, subject to conditions and recording within thirty (30) days.

The Certificates of Petitions and restrictive covenants will be recorded with the Register of Deeds.

A 99-13 - THE CITY OF WICHITA SEEKS THE ANNEXATION OF CITY-OWNED PROPERTY GENERALLY LOCATED NORTH OF KELLOGG AND WEST OF 119TH STREET WEST.  (District V)

Agenda Report No. 99-290.

The property proposed for annexation is City-owned property generally located north of Kellogg and west of 119th Street West.  The proposed annexation area consists of approximately 39.6 acres and will be used as a part of the Auburn Hills Golf Course since much of the property is floodplain and floodway.

The site is currently under construction as part of the Auburn Hills Golf Course.  The current zoning is SF-20 Single Family Residential.  Upon annexation the zoning will convert to the Citys SF-6 Single Family Residential zoning district.  The land to the north is zoned SF-6 Single Family Residential and is developed with single family residences and The Meadows Park.    The land to the south is zoned SF-6 Single Family Residential and GC General Commercial, with the only developed properties being single family residences.  The land to the east is zoned SF-20 Single Family Residential and LI Limited Industrial and is developed as a cemetery.  The land to the west is zoned SF-20 Single Family Residential and GC General Commercial and is developed with a quarter horse ranch and vacant commercial structures.

Since the it is planned for use as a golf course, the site will not require public water or sewer.  However,  should these services be required in the future they may be extended from existing service lines to the north.

The only direct access to the site is from Wheatridge.  However, the site will be developed as part of a golf course, so access to the site will be from the Auburn Hills Clubhouse to be located approximately one-quarter mile south of Maple on 135th Street West.

The Wichita Fire Department can serve this site with a four (4) to five (5) minute response time from Station #17 located at 10651 West Maple (near Maple and Maize Road).  Police protection will be provided to the area by the Patrol West Bureau of the Wichita Police Department,  headquartered at 661 North Elder (near Central and I-235).   

This property is located within the urban growth area of the City of Wichita as shown in the 1996 amended Wichita-Sedgwick County Comprehensive Plan.  The property also is located within the Policy 32 urban growth/service area.

The annexation will not bring in tax revenues to the City as it is a City-owned property for public purposes.

The property is eligible for annexation under K.S.A. 12-520.
