Media Advisory 
Murder-Suicide, 1000 E. MacArthur Update 

  
The Wichita Police Department (WPD) has identified the victim involved in a murder-suicide on 
Sunday as 55-year-old Debra Fisher of Wichita and the suspect as 28-year-old Cody Comstock of 
Wichita. 
 
At approximately 9 p.m. on Sunday, Officers responded to a welfare check at a residence in the 
1000 block of east MacArthur.  Upon arrival, Officers made contact with a 49-year-old female, her 
husband, and brother.  They were all concerned for the female’s 55-year-old sister, Fisher, whom 
they could not contact. 
 
Officers entered the residence and located Fisher inside. She had suffered a fatal stab wound and 
was pronounced deceased on scene.   
 
Officers also located Comstock in a separate bedroom with a gunshot wound to the head from 
what appeared to be a self-inflicted wound. He was pronounced deceased on scene. A bolt-action 
rifle was near his body.
